Racial Skills/Specials: 

Adaptability: Humans are cabable of becoming used to a number of things. This can range in climates to temperatures to shocks and chemicals. If given enough time a Human can build up immunities to poisons and other such things. 

Endurance: Though not the most powerfully built body out there the human one is not something to under estimate. This skill allows for the player to be granted a endurance check regardless of whether they have the skill if the situation really calls for it. However this can be done either on a constitution check or a luck check, and can’t be over used. For those of which have actually put time in to this, humans are able to be granted the endurance skill without a skill slot cost. That is to say if they are from a class that would have such a skill out of common sense. 

Spur of the Moment Genius: Often times when a human is confronted with a life or death situation they are often able to come up with something right than to pull themselves out of the situation or just delay the inevitable. Either case has been annoying to some of the other species that confront humans. 

Faults:

Panic: When confronted with new and dangerous things that a human cannot understand nor comprehend right off the bat, a human will often Panic. This will often cause them to perform inefficiently and to a degree that could possibly make the situation worse for them. In a battle situation this will cause a person of the human species to continuously use regular attacks or always attempt escape each round. This can be avoided with a Brave check, and if fallen in to can be shaken off with a Brave check at a penalty of 3. (3)

Frail Mind: Humans have great potential for growth in their brain. Barely any of its power has been tapped by the entire race, however because they haven’t mastered their own brains yet, they are more vulnerable to advanced psychic assaults of all sorts. Some humans are granted with strong minds that are some how naturally able to defend themselves, and those properly trained can also have defenses; but most commonly a human is very Vulnerable. (2)
