Hallelujah! All Praise and Glory to Almighty God! Thank you, Father, for choosing us to be partakers in Your Divine nature...for calling us to spread the Good News to all nations: May You recieve praise and glory for You alone are worthy. Hallelujah! Great and mighty is the Lord, our God! And if God be for us, who can be against us?! Hallelujah!

We are in a war right now, every day is a battle--for the souls of men. We have been commissioned by the Lord to go out and proclaim the love of Christ, Seth, my dear brother in the Lord Jesus, your report has refreshed me in spirit--and in accordance with what you said, brother, don't let up...keep pressing on this is just the beginning. Isn't it AWESOME to be used of the Lord?! Glory be to God in the Highest! Praise His Holy Name!

Father God, in Jesus Name I pray that you would cast out every spirit of fear from your people, I pray that you would bind the devil and cast him out --in Jesus Name!!! I pray that you would fill us with your Holy Spirit and grant us a boldness to go out, in love, proclaiming the truth (in word and deed) and with authority, the authority we have as sons and daughters of the Most High God. For you did not give us a timid spirit, but a spirit of POWER, LOVE, and of a SOUND MIND. You have not given us a spirit that makes us a slave again to fear, but a sprit of sonship. And by Him we cry: "Abba! Father! (Daddy!)" Give us the grace to joyfully accept the opposition that lies before us, for You Yourself said that in this world we WILL have tribulation--but You have OVERCOME the world. Therefore may we not fear men, for what is man but grass. And all his glory is like the flowers of the field--it withers and it will pass away...but the man and woman who does the will of God will never pass away. Father, these things I commit to you, by FAITH, in Jesus Name. Glory to the Lamb of God!

For all of you who are reading this lo ng e-mail (you know how I am), be encouraged and take heart for the Day of our salvation is nearer than when we belived...therefore, in light of the CERTAINTY of Our Lord's return, may we be found dressed ready for service, with our lamps burning at the joyous coming of Our Great God and Savior Jesus Christ. May we, through the equipping and enabling of the Holy Spirit of God, throw off EVERYTHING that hinders and the sin that so easily entangles and may we run with much PERSEVERENCE the race marked out for us. May we fix our eyes upon Jesus, the author and perfector of our faith and consider Him who endured such opposition from sinful men, so that we may not grow weary and lose heart. This I ask on behalf of the Lord Jesus Christ who died, more than that--was raised to life--and is seated at the Father's right hand DAILY INTERCEDING for us. I am fully convinced tha t NOTHING can separate us from the love of God that is in Christ Jesus our Lord--the devil and his demons can' t, man can't, persecutions can't, our emotions can't, our circumstances can't, our own sin can't even separate us from God's perfect love. So be strong and courageous, do not be terrified, do not be discouraged, for the Lord--Your God--is with you wherever you go.

I am definitely "stoked in the Spirit" right now. I don't know how much time I have left on this computer, so I am going to try to make this brief. Seriously...
Today has been awesome, it is not over yet, anyways...Paul and Isaac Wilson, Aaron Novak, Marty McDaniel and I (Cory Finton) went to Nauvoo to preach the Gospel of Jesus Christ. It was definitely a Divine Appointment...and the Lord did some amazing things. Aaron and Paul might have to explain their encounters, I am basically just going to recall what the Lord did through Isaac, Marty and I--hallelujah! Glory be to the Living God! 
The first person we talked to rejected Christ and claimed that she was "cool" even though she hadn't been wash ed in the blood of the Lamb. The next guy, an old, Mormon dude, turned out to be a Mormon "high priest"--whatever that is. He started thinking that we were Mormons until we started proclaiming the truth of the Word of God...the Holy Spirit was definitely striking some Godly fear into this old dude, he started shaking...actually physically shaking--and he got the heck out of there, he couldn't stand up against the Word of the Lord! And then came the "toy cop," but I'll get to that in a minute.
Anyways after our encounter with the "high priest," we started walking down this road praising God. Out of nowhere we saw this guy sitting in the cab of a semi truck, so we went over and started preaching to him...and this guy was devouring the stuff, the Spirit was definitely hitting him and we claim his soul in the Name of Jesus. His eyes were really being open ed--all praise and glory be to God! Isaac quoted Revelation 3:20 (behold I stand at the door and knock...) and I was getti ng ready to give him an "altar call" and then came the "toy cop."
He took us away from the dude in the semi and started taking down our information and started asking us some questionsI remember he asked Isaac who we were working for and who our Leader was and Isaac told him that our Leader is Jesus Christ and that we have been called to go out and proclaim the Gospel of Christ (we told it to this guy many times)...oh yeah, one more thing before I forget. We were found to be in violation of trespassing, there was this huge trespassing sign, but we completely missed it...we didn't even see it at all--all we saw was this truck driver who needed Jesus. Meanwhile, while all of this was going on, the guy in the cab that we talked with was watching the whole thing: he witnessed us being persecuted for sharing the truth with him, and when him and his b uddy drove off, the dude waived at us. All the while Isaac, Marty and I were praising God vocally and quoting scripture and re joicing that we were counted worthy of suffering for the Name of Christ. Hallelujah! The "toy cop" told us that we were prostletysing (I have no idea how to spell this word) and if we wanted to go out prostletysing we needed to go to City Hall and register--we then took advantage of the opportunity to "prostletyse" to this guy. He claimed to belive in Christ but continued to persecute us. The cop was another Divine Appointment. Steve Dealy told me that this guy was a Mormon, I talked to Steve over the phone earlier this morning. Hallelujah! Glory be to God in the Highest! 
We met up with Aaron and Paul at the Visitor's Center, we did much praying here, and they talked about their Divine Appointments and we talked about ours, and then the "toy cop" arrived on the scene--it was the same dude and once again we were persecuted, Aaron and Paul this time also. We continued to quote the Scripture and proclaim why we were there. The cop saw Paul with a Bible and a book of mormon (the b.o.m. is not worthy of caps), so he asked Paul about it. What followed was awesome! Paul held the Word in his right hand and the false gospel in his left hand and he told the "toy cop" that he held the truth that lasts to eternal life in his right hand and the lie that will burn in hell in his left! Hallelujah! Glory be to God! After some more questioning, I had to explain to the dude what "fellowshipping" was, he told us it was OK for us to fellowship, but if the Mormons wanted us to leave we had to leave, yadda yadda yadda...
So the dude took off (so much for a brief summary, huh?) and we continued to intercede for one another in the Spirit, and give glory and praise to God. A little while later a whole bunch of Mormons came into this garden area where there are a bunch of statues of their idols, so we started singing songs of praise and worship to God. I heard one mormon girl comment, "That's cool!" And another, "Let's go over there where those guys are at." But when we stacked the Bibles and began praying in the Spirit, speaking the truth of the Word of God and binding the evil spirits and casting them out in Jesus Name, literally, all of these mormons fled on foot! And we caesed interceding we looked around and no one was in this garden but us and the Holy Spirit of God. We shortly left praising God joyfully and exhorting one another in the Word, shortly we arrived at the free parking area only to find the "toy cop" waiting there to see us leave Nauvoo--when we stopped at Casey's in Nauvoo (Aaron and Isaac needed gas) he drove by again.

The Spirit of the Living God is moving in this community and your prayers are not in vain, souls are being won throughout, and God is looking for those with willing hearts to share his message and to be willing to suffer for him--but we consider that our present sufferings are not worth comparing with the Eternal Glory that will be revealed in us! Please intercede on my behalf as I become more b old in sharing my faith with my co-workers on breaks, pray for a harvest and that I might be filled to overflowing with the Holy Spirit of God.
For we are in a war Today, not with men, but with principalities, powers, demonic forces over people's lives, the devil, our Enemy, the enemy of our God. But he is defeated, crushed under the heel of Christ Jesus our Lord, and his damnation is imminent. The return of Christ is guaranteed, it is coming to pass--and who knows the return of our Lord. God also knows the number of our days, so let us keep our lamps burning and be watchful and faithful to proclaiming His message, which is glad tidings of great joy which is for all men and women. And let us be therefore self-controlled and alert for our Enemy, the devil is prowling around like a roaring lion looking to devour us, to crip ple us, to make us ineffective and unproductive in our knowledge of the Lord Jesus Christ and our walks with Him. But we have a constant, complete, pres ent VICTORY over Him in Christ. For they overcame him by the Blood of the Lamb and the word of their testimony. And this victory is RIGHT NOW!!! We are victorious in Christ every second of every minute of every hour of every day--we are victorious 24-7!!! Let's speak that truth daily along with other Biblical truths: for we are no longer under the condemnation of the law, but under Grace.
Hallelujah! Glory be to God and glory to the Lamb that was slain! Hallelujah!

I hope that you are encouraged by my report of the Lord's work on the streets of Keokuk, IA and a t Wal-Mart...the Spirit is moving here in a mighty way, thank you for your diligent intercession on my behalf, you are a vital part of what the Lord is doing here in small-town, IA, U.S.A. !!! So keep it up, I shall try to continue to inform you of what the Lord is doing--please keep praying for me to be filled with the Holy Spirit, please pray also that I might remain self-controlled and alert to the snares and firey darts of the evil one--may I stand firm in the whole armor of the Living God. Please pray also that God would grant me perseverance, kingdom endurance, for I am certain that opposition will rise up eventually--pray that God might grant me the grace to endure it like a good soldier of Jesus Christ. Thank you for your faithful prayer support, I cannot do this without all of you--so keep up the good work!


After yesterday's crusade in Nauvoo, I went to the library to send that massive e-mail...before leaving I shared the Gospel with Theresa, a library wo rker, she did not pray to receive Christ, but the package has been delivered--she now knows what she must do to be saved.
This was simply the beginning of an awesome evening! Glory be to God!
I hit the streets of Keokuk at around 8:15 PM bundled up, Bible in hand--to preach the Good News to anyone that came across my path. Singing songs of praise and praying in the Spirit, I didn't run into anyone until I hit 8th and Main St.--I saw off in the distance, on the corner of 7th and Main (next to Clip Shots) what looked like 4 guys hanging out on the street corner. The devil tried to come against me with a spirit of fear, but I rebuked that spirit in Jesus name and approached them. It turned out a married couple I knew was there along with two of their guy friends. The married couple was: Ray and Shanna Putnam (I think that Isaac and Paul know Ray), the guys were: Bill (single) and Tim (married). I just chatted with them for a while about Wal-Mart, and other things for about 10-15 minutes and patiently waited for an opportunity. I had an awesome conversation with Bill, who is a Marine facing possible deployment in a little while. He was talking with me about the war and his unit of soldiers and so I asked him how he felt about death, if he was afraid to die. I asked him if he knew where he would go if he were to die today. Bill said he didn't know, later on he and Tim said they thought they'd be in eternal limbo. Raymond said he would definitely be in hell. I asked him if he wanted to be there. He said NO, but he didn't think that God would forgive him. I told Ray and the group that I had been sent by God to proclaim to them a message of God's love for them, His forgiveness, a message of joy and of peace with God--the truth of how man must be saved. We had a really awesome conversation! They were asking some good questions and telling me what they believed and why they believed it--the Holy Spirit was giving me Scripture to q uote, questions to ask them, and responses to their questions! He was definitely hitting me and also the 4 I was witnessing to. I must've talked to them for a good hour/hour and a half or so. At the climax of our conversation, they were all admitting the fact that they were sinners and they wanted to spend eternity in heaven, not hell. I remember Tim said that he wanted a change in his life. So I offered to pray with them to receive Christ. I told them all they had to do was ask God to save them, and believe in their heart that what Christ did for them on the cross is enough to save them from their sin.

Hallelujah! All praise and glory to our great God and to the Lamb that was slain and then rose on the third day! Hallelujah! What an answer to prayer--all 4 prayed with me to recieve Christ last night! I then told them what they needed to do next: get a Bible (an NIV or NKJ) if they didn't already have one, hit the book of John in the NT (read a little bit every day), talk to God about their life (pray), get into a solid, Bible-believing church (I recommended our 2nd service at E-Free or Faith Family Church--Shanna said that is where she goes), I also told them about our young adult group and gave them my phone # if they wanted to get ahold of me.
I walked Bill to his house on 18th and Carroll St. and continued to build him up in the Word and in personal testimony. At around 10:30 I left rejoicing and praising God in song and prayers in the Spirit. The night is not over yet.

As I was heading home, praising and worshipping God, this older guy named John Willoughby came beside me and introduced himself and we started conversing (he had been trying to catch up with me for a couple blocks, I heard him moving quickly behind me)--I talked with him between 13th and 6th and Main St., he told me he was a believer when I asked him if he had been washed in the blood of Jesus--I still made it a priority to quote Scripture of salvation by grace through faith, not our own works and various other scriptures of exhortation. I prayed over him at the end of our conversation then we parted ways. Praise and glory be to God! I went home and went to bed, battling a fever all night, but I am healed--by the blood of Jesus!

And in a brief summary I will share with you the Divine Appointments of Today as I went to work at Wal-Mart. Hallelujah! During the course of an 8-hour day (mainly during one 15 and my lunch break) I shared the Gospel with 8 co-workers, two of which claim to have trusted Christ to save them, although one lady, Kathryn Foley was trying to tell me, at the beginning of our conversation that she could get to heaven on the basis of her own good works--I made it a point to quote key passages of scripture during every encounter.

Praise and glory to God! Hallelujah! I shared the gospel with Justin Wilson as he was leaving Wal-Mart, and he prayed with me to receive Christ ! I gave him my digits, told him what he needed to do next in his walk with the Lord, invited him to our 2nd service, the YA group and exhorted him with the Word of God! Hallelujah!

I gotta jet. I gotta eat dinner and I got laundry I gotta do tonight, which means more opportunities to preach the Gospel! Glory be to God! Hosanna in the Highest!

I exhort you with a word from the Lord: "Have I not commanded you? Be strong and courageous! Do not be terrified, do not be discouraged, for the LORD your God will be with you wherever you go."
