SIMPLE PRESENT TENSE

Present simple tense is used for general present, general truths and habitual actions

i) If talking about general present including present moment

Eg:
My father works in Saudi Arabia.


He lives in Bishan.

ii) When talking about general truth

Eg:
Water boils at 100 degrees celsius.

Feather weighs lighter than wood.

iii) If talking about regular or habitual actions

Eg:
He pays his workers on Fridays.


Mother gets up early and prepares breakfast for the family.

Many of us regard the mosquito as a pest.  Indeed, a mosquito bite can be painful

and irritating.  When a mosquito bite, it pierce its powerful feeding tube into the skin 

of its victim.  The mosquito would then mix its saliva with the blood.  This is done to 

prevent the blood from clotting.  The mosquito would normally suck up blood as 

much as two to three times its own weight.

However, not all mosquitoes bites.  In fact, only the female of the species suck blood as they needs the protein for their eggs.  Male mosquitoes lives mainly on plant juices or nectar from flowers.

Mosquitoes detects their victims by the carbon dioxide that people and animals breathe out.  Although holding your breath may not prevent these creatures from detecting your presence, you can still reduce the risk of being bitten.  The mosquito appear to be attracted to dark coloured clothing.  Thus, by wearing light-coloured clothing, you would probably be bitten less.  You could try wearing light-coloured pants instead of jeans the next time you visits a mosquito-infested place.  Surprisingly, the mosquito are also attracted to scents like cologne or aftershave lotion.  No one really knows why this is so.
