I. Title IX states: “No person in the US shall, on the basis of sex, be excluded from participation in, be denied the benefit of, or be subject to discrimination under any education program or activity receiving federal financial assistance…”

II. Consequences of Title IX

A. The problem with Title IX is not the law itself but the way it is being enforced.

B. Colleges can be accused of violating Title IX if the ratio of male to female athletes is different from the ratio of male to female students.
C. If a college is accused of violating Title IX they will be forced to add programs for females whether or not they can afford it.
D. If this solution doesn’t work then the school will cut male programs to avoid being charged with violating Title IX.
III. Statistics on Title IX
