CHAPTER II: 

INTRODUCTION

Several factors contribute to students' abilities to learn. Knowledge of these factors and how they interrelate is helpful in structuring a successful learning environment. This literature review has been organized to address these topics and their related research in the following sequence:

Introduction

As it is physically impossible to accommodate learning styles of all students at all times, strategies which allow students to bridge the gap at times of mismatched learner preferences vs. teacher delivery style are necessary. There is debate regarding whether an attempt to accommodate diverse learning styles is desirable or not, with opponents to accommodation advocating the need for students to stretch their style to experience how to approach different types of problems and develop socialization skills as well as to gain the full benefits of experiential learning (Jonassen & Grabowski, 1993; Sims & Sims, 1995).
