SUMMARY, DISCUSSION, CONCLUSIONS, IMPLICATIONS & RECOMMENDATIONS FOR FUTURE STUDIES
This chapter is organized into six sections: a summary of the study, discussion of the findings, conclusions, implications for teaching, recommendations for future studies and final comments.

Summary

This study addressed the effectiveness of using embedded questions and two concept mapping strategies (researcher provided maps versus student generated maps) for enhancing learning in the collegiate academic environment. The purpose of the study sought to answer the principal question “Do concept maps (as opposed to embedded adjunct questions) differentially affect cognitive learning outcomes for different learning styles?" Specific primary objectives of the study were to:

1) develop an Internet based, interactive prototype set of instructional materials for teaching interior design content to supplement traditional lecture/textbook presentation methods. The material covered three related textbook chapters. One chapter utilized researcher generated concept maps, the second required a student generated concept map, while a third employed embedded questions;
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
