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PREAMBLE:

We, the members, wishing to secure for ourselves the pleasures




and benefits of Amateur Radio, constitute ourselves the Friendly




Frontier Amateur Radio Club (FFARC) and enact this constitution




as our governing law.

The club shall enact appropriate rules to minimize interference



in operation between stations of its members, and it shall



formulate adequate plans for disposition of any cases of



interference to other radio services where reported as caused



by any amateur station
operation in the area of club jurisdiction.



The club, through designated committees, will provide technical



advice to members concerning equipment design and operation to



assist in frequency observance, clean signals, uniform practice,



and the absence of spurious radiations from club member stations.



The club shall also maintain a program to foster and guide public



relations.

BY-LAWS

2. MEMBERSHIP.

Full Membership is open to licensed amateurs.




Associate Membership is open to other interested persons.




Full Membership includes the right to hold a club office,




to vote for club officers, and to participate in club activities.




An Associate Member may participate in all club activities, but




may not hold an office or vote in elections.

3. MEETINGS.

Regular meetings shall be held on the first Monday night of



each calendar quarter at such place as the members shall decide.



Special meetings may be called by the members upon the written



request of any five (5) full club members.  Notices shall be sent



to members concerning special meetings and the business to be



transacted. Only such business as designated shall be transacted.



Such notices shall be sent not less than seven (7) days prior to



the meeting.

8. DISBANDMENT.

In the event that it is necessary for the club to disband, the




members of the club, at that time, and any other officers shall




dispose of funds, equipment, and/or other club assets to (an)




individual(s) or (an) organization(s) that have an interest in




actively furthering the purposes of amateur radio.
