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NOTE: Although I’ll be using articles from various authors, it does not mean I agree totally with what they write. But after reading them, I believe some benefit can be derived from them with respect to Revival and Spiritual Awakening.

MY PURPOSE

There is a fourfold purpose for this newsletter: It goes out for Revival, for Renewal, for Restoration, and for Reformation. Perhaps to some this means the same thing, yet I believe that there are four aspects of a Life that experiences the Sovereign Grace of God that will be manifested when believers experience these four things in it. It is my desire that “the God of all grace” (1 Peter 5:10) will be pleased to use the articles, not only for His awesome Glory, but also to “revive (His) work in the midst of the years” (Habakkuk 3:2); and as a result, we should be willing to “endure all things for the elect’s sakes, that they may also obtain the salvation which is in Christ Jesus with eternal glory” (2 Timothy 2:10).

Therefore, pray with me that God will be pleased to command the clouds to rain again (cp. Isaiah 5:6), so that “in the wilderness shall waters break out, and streams in the desert. And the parched ground shall become a pool, and the thirsty land springs of water” (Isaiah 35:6, 7), as the “showers of blessing”  descend when He “causes the shower to come down in his season” (Ezekiel 34:26). Oh, how we need to pray like David: “O God, thou art my God; early will I seek thee: my soul thirsteth for thee, my flesh longeth for thee in a dry and thirsty land, where no water is; to see thy power and thy glory, so as I have seen thee in the sanctuary” (Psalm 63:1)! We can be sure that whenever that happens, not only will we be Revived from our deadness without Him, but also Renewed in our desires of Him, Restored in our fellowship with Him, and Reformed in our walk before Him. Amen!
A TRAGIC EXAMPLE OF BACKSLIDING
Genesis 19

In one studying the life of Lot, they’ll find that there’s not very much information about him, yet the little we have from the Holy Scriptures is more than enough to tell us that it was not very good. In fact, considering what happened to him and his family, we have to say that it was very tragic! If anything at all, he is a very evident example of what are the fruits of backsliding as described by Paul when he warns us that “be not deceived; God is not mocked: for whatsoever a man soweth, that shall he also reap. For he that soweth to his flesh shall of the flesh reap corruption…” (Galatians 6:7,8). Of course, this is what happened to Lot simply because he made a choice to sow to the flesh, and consequently, it ended in disaster. Oh, how we need to understand that there are consequences to backsliding; and as we study about Lot, may it please the Lord to bring conviction to our hearts about the dangers of backsliding by giving in to “the desires of the flesh and of the mind” (Ephesians 2:3).
Now, some might think that Lot was not a true believer of Jehovah, but was a lost wicked sinner “having no hope, and without God in the world” (Ephesians 2:12); and so therefore, was able to do what he did; and consequently, what happened to him is the due rewards of his sins. Yet if one would take time to find out what the Word of God says about him, you’ll find that Lot was a true believer of Jehovah; or we can say from the New Testament perspective that in truth he was a “born-again Christian”. In 2 Peter 2:7,8 he is referred as being “just and “righteous”; and what can only be true of the godly, it is said that while in Sodom Lot was “vexed (harassed) with the filthy conversation of the wicked”, and that he “vexed (tortured) his righteous soul from day to day with their unlawful deeds”. In other words, he was out of place and subsequently miserable and lacking much of God’s blessings in his life simply because of his choice! Nevertheless, we can still say that he was “declared righteous” just as Abraham, David, and the O.T. saints were and even as the N.T. believers are by faith in Christ Jesus. So, this “tragic example of backsliding” is not something that occurred to one who had professed to be a believer in the true living God, but really had not been one, (or as some would say that one who professed to be a Christian but went back into the world and sin, had not been saved in the first place); no, sadly it happened to one who could be called “a saint of God”! This is why we are warned in 1 Corinthians 10:12: “Wherefore let him that thinketh he standeth take heed lest he fall”. Beloved, it is dangerous to presume that we can never fall and backslide!
Having said that, let us make some observations, and may we consider them seriously and take them to heart so as to prevent us from backsliding; but in the other hand, if we find ourselves to have backslidden to a degree, may they be the means, by the grace of God, to Revive, to Renew, to Restore, and to Reform us before we wind up as Lot did and suffer the consequences as he did. In fact, consider what Matthew Henry says about making choices in commenting of Lot: “Sensual choices are sinful choices, and seldom speed well. Those who in choosing relations, callings, dwellings, or settlements are guided and governed by the lusts of the flesh, the lusts of the eye, or the pride of life, and consult not the interests of their souls and their religion, cannot expect God's presence with them, nor his blessing upon them, but are commonly disappointed even in that which they principally aimed at, and miss of that which they promised themselves satisfaction in. In all our choices this principle should overrule us, that that is best for us which is best for our souls”.
First, what would incline Lot to make the choice to move towards Sodom? To find out, we have to go Genesis chapter 13 where we read that “there was a strife between the herdmen of Abram's cattle and the herdmen of Lot's cattle” (v.7). But because ”the Canaanite and the Perizzite dwelled then in the land” (same verse), Abraham proposed to Lot: “Let there be no strife, I pray thee, between me and thee, and between my herdmen and thy herdmen; for we be brethren. Is not the whole land before thee? separate thyself, I pray thee, from me: if thou wilt take the left hand, then I will go to the right; or if thou will depart to the right hand, then I will go to the left” (vv.8,9). Now, space doesn’t allow me to comment on the various reasons why Abraham proposed this, but what we want to consider is how Lot reacted to this proposal of Abraham. Note: “And Lot lifted up his eyes, and beheld all the plain of Jordan, that it was well watered every where, before the LORD destroyed Sodom and Gomorrah, even as the garden of the LORD, like the land of Egypt, as thou comest unto Zoar. Then Lot chose him all the plain of Jordan; and Lot journeyed east: and they separated themselves the one from the other…and Lot dwelled in the cities of the plain, and pitched his tent toward Sodom” (vv.10, 11, 12).
Perhaps someone will say that this a logical choice because wouldn’t a rancher or farmer want a well-watered and fertile land in order to make a good living? Yes, it would be, but logic shouldn’t determine our decisions. Consider Abraham himself when God commanded him to leave his home and family and to move to Canaan (Genesis 12). Was it logical? But here, I believe, backsliding had already crept into Lot’s heart. He wasn’t considering spiritual benefits for himself or his family as his choice proves. In other words, he put the “cares of this life” (Luke 21:34) first rather than considering the danger he was putting himself in, especially more so where he was going to: “But the men of Sodom were wicked and sinners before the LORD exceedingly” (Genesis 13:13). For Lot to be willing to leave his uncle Abraham, or not even think of going in a different direction, shows that his heart was not perfect with the Lord; like it is said of Solomon that “when (he) was old, that his wives turned away his heart after other gods: and his heart was not perfect with the LORD his God” (1 Kings 11:1ff.). Lot’s decision, then, to turn towards to Sodom shows that he was in the grip of a backslidden heart. This will happen, beloved people of God, when we don’t do what Colossians 3:1, 2 tells us to do: “Seek those things which are above, where Christ sitteth on the right hand of God. Set your affection on things above, not on things on the earth”.
Next time we read of Lot, it is in chapter 14 of Genesis where we told that he “ dwelt in Sodom” (v.12). Oh, look at the progression of backsliding: First, “Lot lifted up his eyes, and beheld all the plain of Jordan, that it was well watered every where, before the LORD destroyed Sodom and Gomorrah…”, and secondly, he “pitched his tent toward Sodom” (Genesis 13:10, 12); and thirdly, now he “dwelt in Sodom” (14:12). In other words, he had settled in into his backsliding. This is now his home, where he lives, eats, sleeps, works, plays, and associates with the Sodomites. Of course, we don’t know how much interaction he had with them, but at least it was enough to affect his wife and two daughters; and although we are told that it “vexed” him to live in Sodom, yet there is no indication that he wanted to leave Sodom. May this be a warning to us, that if we think we can enjoy “the pleasures of sin for a season” (Hebrews 11:25), and then we can delivered ourselves from our backslidden condition, we are deceiving ourselves! Let us learn, beloved, to “keep (our) heart with all diligence; for out of it are the issues of life” (Proverbs 4:23), and to pray like the Psalmist: “Keep back thy servant also from presumptuous sins; let them not have dominion over me: then shall I be upright, and I shall be innocent from the great transgression” (v.13:19).

Now, secondly, the first observation from Genesis 19 is that “Lot sat in the gate of Sodom” (v.1). Although the commentaries I have state that Lot had no position of authority while sitting there, yet while sitting there anyone could assume he represented the city and have information of it. That this is true is obvious because ”he pressed upon (the two angels) greatly” (v.3) not to stay in the streets but to go with him to his house; for he knew the kind the people that were in Sodom. Although this reveals that Lot was still conscious of the wickedness of the inhabitants of Sodom, even in his backslidden state, and wanted to protect these two visitors, yet one has to wonder why he himself had not left Sodom, not only for his own good, but also for the good of his family. There is only answer: A backslider cannot deliver himself from his condition! It’s true that Lot was “vexed” because of what he saw, and what he went through, yet there is no indication that he wanted to leave Sodom! In a sense, we can say that Lot was “content” where he was at; and unless Grace comes to him, he would have suffered the judgment of God together with the wicked. But oh, how sad to say that a backslidden Christian, although no longer of the world (John 15:19), yet may become a friend of the world by sitting in the gate to it! Ref. to James 4:4.
The second observation that I make is by asking: How could Lot be willing to give up his daughters to the lusts of these wicked men? “Behold now, I have two daughters which have not known man; let me, I pray you, bring them out unto you, and do ye to them as is good in your eyes: only unto these men do nothing; for therefore came they under the shadow of my roof” (v.8). Although it is very noble and commendable of Lot that he wanted to protect his visitors since he had taken them under his roof, and to do so was only right; but to the extreme that he went that he was willing to give up his daughters to the Sodomites, reveals that Lot’s thinking had been warped in his backslidden condition. It is said about man that “as he thinketh in his heart, so is he” (Proverbs 23:7), tells us that all that time living in Sodom Lot’s mind had been so infected by what he saw and heard, that to do with his daughters as he suggested, reveals a confusion of mind! Christians are not to be “conformed to this world: but be…transformed by the renewing of your mind” (Romans 12:2) because of how we used to think when we were of the world, but in backsliding it is impossible to do so! Lot wasn’t being renewed in his thinking while in Sodom; on the contrary, he was “thinking” as the Sodomites. Be warned: That is what backsliding does to the true believer!

The third observation we can make is how rapidly the Sodomites turn against Lot when he opposed their filthy lusts. “And they said, Stand back. And they said again, This one fellow came in to sojourn, and he will needs be a judge: now will we deal worse with thee, than with them. And they pressed sore upon the man, even Lot, and came near to break the door” (v.9). Whether Lot thought that the Sodomites would listen to him and respect his wishes, we are not told, but what we see is that he had no influence whatsoever with them; for not only did they reject his plea, but they were even willing to turn against him to his hurt. Oh, beloved, how we need to learn that the true Christian cannot have friends in the world! Oh, it’s true that the backslidden Christian “may” enjoy the pleasures of the world and of sin for a season, just as long as the Christian doesn’t oppose them. But do what Lot did and the backslider will be called a hypocrite: “This one fellow came in to sojourn, and he will needs be a judge”. In other words, “He gave to live with us and accept our way of living, and now he wants to tell us what to do and what not to do!” What is it that the Lord Jesus says: “Thou hypocrite, first cast out the beam out of thine own eye; and then shalt thou see clearly to cast out the mote out of thy brother's eye” (Matthew 7:5). As it is said amongst us: Lot did not have a face to say anything. 
But worse, the fourth observation shows us that a backslidden Christian, not only will be considered a hypocrite as noted before, but also they will lose their testimony as a Christian. After “the men said unto Lot, Hast thou here any besides? son in law, and thy sons, and thy daughters, and whatsoever thou hast in the city, bring them out of this place: For we will destroy this place, because the cry of them is waxen great before the face of the LORD; and the LORD hath sent us to destroy it” (vv.12,13), he went to his sons-in-law, but note how they reacted to him: “And Lot went out, and spake unto his sons in law, which married his daughters, and said, Up, get you out of this place; for the LORD will destroy this city. But he seemed as one that mocked unto his sons in law” (v.14). In other words, they didn’t believe Lot because as far as they were concerned he was joking with them. What kind of testimony can a backsliding Christian have when those around him see his hypocrisy and living contrary to what he claims to be? I believe we can assume correctly that all that time that Lot lived in Sodom he didn’t speak a word for the LORD to those around him, including his family! Yes, what good is it to call myself a Christian while my life is not Christ-like! There’s a danger in that; for as Paul refers to false “Christians” that they have “a form of godliness, but denying the power thereof” (2 Timothy 3:5). This means that a backslider can go to church, read the Bible, and even pray, but still lack the power of a New Life in Christ Jesus.
Now, notice the fifth observation that we can make is that perhaps even Lot himself didn’t believe the warning; for we read that “when the morning arose, then the angels hastened Lot, saying, Arise, take thy wife, and thy two daughters, which are here; lest thou be consumed in the iniquity of the city” (v.15),  still “he lingered” (v.16). The word itself means that he question if it would happen and so hesitated, and implies that he was reluctant to leave Sodom. That, beloved, is the danger of backsliding; for it will cause the backslider to not simply doubt what God says, but to actually not believe God. That should be no surprise; for a backslider does not walk by faith, but by sight, as Lot did when he “lifted up his eyes, and beheld all the plain of Jordan” at the beginning. In other words, he wasn’t in a hurry to get out of Sodom, and so we are told that “the men laid hold upon his hand, and upon the hand of his wife, and upon the hand of his two daughters; the LORD being merciful unto him: and they brought him forth, and set him without the city”. That’s why, beloved, because the backslider cannot delivered himself from his condition, God of His grace in His mercy has to do it, as we see here. 
But sadly, the sixth observation that is very obvious is what happened to Lot’s wife due to his backsliding: “But his wife looked back from behind him, and she became a pillar of salt” (v.26). It’s true that it was her unbelief that brought condemnation to her, but where was Lot all this time? Why wasn’t Lot behind her to at least to prevent them from looking back, as they were warned! Could it be that he didn’t care for her salvation? Maybe all this years married to Lot she never heard the truth, and he wasn’t a faithful witness. For sure, she didn’t believe, or she wouldn’t have turn to look back. We have to say that Lot was remiss and negligent as a husband because of his backsliding condition. Of course, it could be that she was a Sodomite woman to begin with, and her heart was back in Sodom. Either way, what stands out is that there can be direful consequences for backsliding, either for one self or our loved ones.
The seventh observation we notice is the inconsistency of Lot. That should be no surprise; for a backslider cannot be stable and fixed in their faith. As we noted previously, Lot was a true believer, yet because of his backsliding he could not trust God. Remember that Lot had been told to “escape to the mountain” (v.17), but look how he responds: “And Lot said unto them, Oh, not so, my Lord: Behold now, thy servant hath found grace in thy sight, and thou hast magnified thy mercy, which thou hast shewed unto me in saving my life; and I cannot escape to the mountain, lest some evil take me, and I die: Behold now, this city (i.e. Zoar) is near to flee unto, and it is a little one: Oh, let me escape thither, (is it not a little one?) and my soul shall live” (vv.18-20); and being granted Lot “entered into Zoar” (v.23). Now notice what happens later on: “And Lot went up out of Zoar, and dwelt in the mountain, and his two daughters with him; for he feared to dwell in Zoar: and he dwelt in a cave, he and his two daughters” (v.30). Why was Lot so afraid? Because a backsliding Christian cannot have the peace and comfort that comes from walking in fellowship with the Lord; and this Lot hadn’t done for many years. That’s why to be in a backslidden condition is so dangerous because one cannot walk by faith; and without faith how can one trust God in all circumstances and situations?

But worse, our eighth observation is what Lot’s daughters did with him. “And the firstborn said unto the younger, Our father is old, and there is not a man in the earth to come in unto us after the manner of all the earth: Come, let us make our father drink wine, and we will lie with him, that we may preserve seed of our father” (vv.31,32). Why would they think like that and want to do that with their father? Hello! Where did they live, and probably all their lives? Also, consider that they had a mother who loved Sodom, and a backslidden father who was content living in Sodom; and so all their lives they learned the wicked ways of the Sodomites so that it was easy for them to do what they did with their father. If anything, all those years that Lot lived in Sodom is brought to fruition in the daughters having children from their father. Not only is it sad, but plainly it is “a tragic example of backsliding” in the life of a child of God.

What is sad about all of this is the way Lot’s life ends in the Scriptures. You know, sometimes we are ask how is it that we want to be remembered, especially by our loved ones, when we passed from time into eternity. There is no doubt that Lot’s sins were forgiven and is saved, but oh! What a tragic testimony he gave while living here on earth. No where in the Scriptures are we told what happened to him, or how he lived after all that happened to him. That, beloved, is something we should seriously consider; and especially more so when we consider the solemn warning that the Lord gives to backsliding Christians: “Nevertheless I have somewhat against thee, because thou hast left thy first love. Remember therefore from whence thou art fallen, and repent, and do the first works; or else I will come unto thee quickly, and will remove thy candlestick out of his place, except thou repent” (Revelation 2:4,5). In other words, if we persist to stay in “Sodom” and be content to stay there, be sure God will deal with us unless we repent and turn back to Him. It’s true that God will bring His people out of ”Sodom”, but oh! The consequences of our backsliding! 
In closing, let me make the following statements: 1).You and I are not exempt from backsliding. None of us are exempt from its dangers if we become careless and negligent in our walk with the Lord and in our relationship with Him. Throughout the Scriptures we are warned about our responsibility to keep close to the Lord by prayer and obedience to His Word. 2). Backslidden Christians might try to “straddle the fence”, and when they do, not only are they being hypocritical, but have no influence at all with their Christianity. 3). We can be sure of this: Our backsliding not only will have an effect on those around us, but most certainly may cause fatal consequences on them as we have seen. 4). Don’t believe the lie that you can deliver yourself from backsliding anytime you want to. Although we are responsible to repent and turn back to God, we’ll find that it’s impossible to do so of our own desire and ability. 5). Also, God has every right, and would be just, to leave us in our sin and rebellion if it so pleased Him. If God doesn’t deliver us from our backsliding, truly it will be a terrible day to be before the judgment seat of Christ.
Lastly, we note two factors that were involved to bring Lot out of Sodom; first, the intercession of Abraham and because of Abraham: “And it came to pass, when God destroyed the cities of the plain, that God remembered Abraham, and sent Lot out of the midst of the overthrow, when he overthrew the cities in the which Lot dwelt” (v.29); and secondly, because of the grace and mercy of God: “Thy servant hath found grace in thy sight, and thou hast magnified thy mercy, which thou hast shewed unto me in saving my life” (v.19). Beloved, we ought to be grateful for those that will keep us before the throne of grace when they see our backslidings and that God will heal our backslidings, and that He will do it because He loves us of His free grace. Even now, if God of His grace reveals to you that you are backslidden, or are in the way to backsliding, don’t linger, but come out of it escaping to that mountain of safety and protection. Don’t look back or go anywhere else. Believe His Word as His Spirit warns you of the danger that you are in, and as He convicts and draws you to Him. Plead the precious Blood of the Lord Jesus Christ that “cleanseth us from all sin” (1 John 1:7), and “take with you words, and turn to the LORD: say unto him, Take away all iniquity, and receive us graciously” (Hosea 14:2). We can do so confidently because “we have an advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous: and he is the propitiation for our sins” (1 John 2:1). Because He is ALIVE, he can REVIVE us again! May it be so for His glory. Amen.    
EVIDENCES OF A BACKSLIDDEN CONDITION

Backslidden Christians are evident everywhere. They are in the churches and out of the churches. They are in the pews and in the pulpits. They are on boards and are bored. They are on committees and teach Sunday School. The backslidden seem to be more numerous than the upright and their influence throughout the world vastly more profound. While backsliders do not all manifest the same traits, evidences of their condition are not difficult to pinpoint. The following characteristics merit our serious attention.
12. When you hear the Lord’s name taken in vain, spiritual concerns mocked and eternal issues flippantly treated, and not be moved to indignation and action, your are backslidden. The true Christian not only reverences God’s name, but also cannot bear the misuse of God’s name by others without deep hurt and sorrow. To remain silent among mockers is a restraint godly people cannot stomach. To hear sacred things treated with contempt and eternal things treated lightly without indignation is beyond the ability of all who truly love God with all their hearts and minds. Those who walk in fellowship with Christ must be expected to take their stand against all such works of darkness.
The backslider has no trouble mingling with the profane. Their contemptuous and filthy language brings no grief to his soul. To offend the swearer by gently asking him to refrain from irreverent speech is unthinkable to the backslider. To leave the room because the tone of the conversation is degrading would never occur to the long-established backslider. That would require far more courage and love for God than the backslider knows.

The sins of the godly and the ungodly

(William Plumer, "Backsliding" 1864)

"No one born of God makes a practice of sinning, for God's seed abides in him, and he cannot keep on sinning because he has been born of God”  (1 John 3:9).

He, who regards sin with so little abhorrence as willingly to commit it, cannot be walking in the way of holiness. He, who allowedly and habitually departs from God, proves that sin reigns in his mortal body, and that he is the slave of corruption. 

The sins of the godly and the ungodly are unlike in several particulars. 

When the wicked depart from God, they cry, "Peace and safety." When the righteous no longer maintain a close walk with God, they say, "Oh that it was with us as in months past." 

In their wanderings, the wicked call themselves happy. Having forsaken God, the righteous lose enjoyment, and are filled with sadness. 

The wicked sin perpetually. The righteous err from God's ways--but only for a season. 

The wicked are bent to backsliding. Hosea 11:7. The righteous are betrayed into sin. 

The wicked are as the sow wallowing in the mire. It is their nature to work iniquity. The righteous are as the cleanly sheep. If they are in the slough, it is their calamity.

The wicked fill up their sin always. They cannot rest until they have done some mischief. They dig into hell. The righteous is not so. When he falls, he shall rise again. When he sits in darkness, the Lord shall be a light unto him. A just man falls seven times, and rises up again. All his backslidings are healed.

INVITATION TO SALVATION

In order for one to experience Revival, they first need to have Life, otherwise they are “dead in trespasses and sins” (Ephesians 2:1) and “alienated from the life of God” (4:18). If you have not been “born again” (John 3:3, 7), then you have not the Life of Christ in you according to 1 John 4:12 – “He that hath the Son hath life; and he that hath not the Son of God hath not life”. If this is true of you, then you do not need Revival but Salvation in order to have Life.

You may obtain this Life in Christ Jesus by believing in Him; for “this is the record that God hath given to us eternal life, and this life is in his Son” (v.11). At the moment that a spiritually dead sinner believes in Him, he “is passed from death unto life” (John 5:24). Is this true of you at this very moment?

If not, then “repent ye, and believe the gospel” (Mark 1:15). Look only to the Lord Jesus Christ; for He alone died on the Cross in order to save sinners and to give them eternal life. The proof of this is that He rose from the dead and is ALIVE! By faith alone trust Him for your salvation, and ‘be persuaded’ that it’s ALL OF GRACE alone that God will save you. Amen.
