The Descendants of James Viverette of Nash County, NC
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This is a picture of Blessing Mann Viverette (1785-1866), the wife of James Viverette (1783-1858). James was the only Viverette son to remain in North Carolina after the death of Thomas. James and Blessing reared ten children in Nash County, just outside of Rocky Mount. This was the most prolific branch of the family. Their son Andrew, for example, had 16 children and another son Thomas had 10.

James and Blessing’s youngest daughter, also named Blessing, married Alford Winstead in Nash County and migrated with her brother Lancelot and his family to Neshoba County, Mississippi, to tend farm for their Uncle Claiborne Mann. Most of the Winsteads and Viverettes in the Neshoba and Newton Counties of that state can trace their ancestry to these siblings.
