Previous name of Alpha Trion, who led the rebellion against the Quintessons during the First Great War.





ABOMINUS


Gigantic Decepticon warrior from after 2006 created when the vicious Terrorcons merge into one - strongest of all Decepticon gestalt teams.





AERIALBOTS 


Silverbolt, Air Raid, Skydive, Slingshot, and Fireflight - special Autobot team capable of combining into a giant warrior known as Superion - created to counter the Stunticons by Vector Sigma and Alpha Trion.





AFTERBURNER


Autobot from 2006 - Technobot - transforms into a motorcycle - merges with his fellow Technobots into Computron.





AIMLESS


Nebulan - one of the ten members of the Hive - linked to Decepticon, Misfire.





AIR RAID 


Autobot - Aerialbot - transforms into a jet plane - merges with his fellow Aerialbots into Superion.





AIR RAZOR


Maximal - transforms into a falcon - in love with Tigatron - killed by the alien race known as the Vok - had spark merged with Tigatron’s to become Tigerhawk.





ACTION FORCE


See GI Joe.





ALKAZAR, DOCTOR


Human scientist who created antimatter.





ALLEGRA


Inhabitant of Eurythmia - knows part of the Harmony.





ALPHA TRION


Autobot - led rebellion against the Quintessons in the first Great War, then known as A3 - wisest Autobot in existence - creator of Optimus Prime and Elita-1 - now merged with Vector Sigma.





ANTILLA


Planet where Cosmic Rust originated, originally populated by the 13th Autobot legion.





APEFACE


Decepticon from 2007 - Headmaster - Horrorcon - resembles an ape in Horrorcon mode, also transforms into a jet plane - linked to Nebulan, Spasma.





ARBULUS 


Neutral robot from Lithone - friend of Kranix - died when Unicron consumed the planet.





ARCANA


Strategist for rebel Nebulans - linked to Autobot, Brainstorm.





ARCEE


Female Autobot from 2005  - transforms into a futuristic vehicle - used to date Hot Rod -  now in relationship with Springer - expert marksman - later linked to Daniel Witwicky to become a Headmaster - great-aunt of Rattrap.





ARCHEVILLE, DOCTOR 


Evil human scientist who helped the Decepticons try to pull Cybertron into Earth’s orbit - later worked with Starscream, but betrayed him - had body replaced with an immobile cybernetic one - was left on Cybertron by Starscream, presumed slain, possibly by enraged Shockwave.





ARIEL


Female Autobot from Great War III- girlfriend of Orion Pax - killed by Megatron, and rebuilt by Alpha Trion into Elita-1.





ARK


Massive spaceship which brought the Autobots to Earth, and crashed into Mt. St Hillary - destroyed by Trypticon in 2006.





ARMADA, THE


The name given, oddly, to the single clone of Cyclonus, created by Unicron in 2005 - formerly Bombshell.





ASSISTANT, THE


Primacron's laboratory assistant, possibly the first holder of the Autobot Leadership Matrix - realised Primacron was insane after he built Tornitron, and rallied the Primative Transformers to stop his mad plans - final fate is unknown.





ASTROTRAIN


Decepticon - Triple-changer - warrior - transforms into a space shuttle and a locomotive train - once tried to usurp command of Decepticons from Megatron, along with Blitzwing, but since then has become totally loyal to Megatron/Galvatron.





AUTOBOTS


Collective name for the heroic Transformers created as oppressed worker robots by Quintessons who have dedicated themselves to protecting the planet Earth - Autobots = Autonomous robots.





AUTOBOT CITY


Gigantic city which could be manually transformed to a battle station and served as the Autobots secondary base of operations in 2005 - See also Metroplex.


Battle of Autobot City


The day-long battle which ensued when the Decepticons attacked Autobot City in 2005 in an effort to prevent the Autobots strike at Cybertron - known casualties of this battle include: Wheeljack, Windcharger, Bluestreak, Huffer, and Optimus Prime. It is possible that many of the orignal crew of the Ark met their end during this battle, as they were never seen after it, although no evidence has been provided to support or disprove this theory.





AUTOBOT X


A monstrous Autobot created from various pieces of other Autobots and programmed with Spike Witwicky’s brain patterns - went on a rampage and almost killed Sparkplug Witwicky - has since been presumably disassembled.





AUTO-GUNS


Defensive mechanisms for the Axalon and the Darkside, which automatically lock onto and fire at any moving target.





AXALON


Maximal spaceship which serves as their base, guarded by the defence system, Sentinel -  destroyed by Predacons (BW).





BASSO PROFUNDO


Inhabitant of Eurythmia - knows part of the Harmony.





BATTLECHARGERS


Runabout and Runamuck - two Decepticons with the special ability to transform from vehicle to robot mode and vice-versa in less than half a second.





BEACHCOMBER


Autobot - geologist - pacifist - transforms into a dune buggy.





BEAST MACHINES


Name given to series following on from Beast Wars, featuring the Maximals and their battles against the Vehicons as they attempt to restore organic life to Cybertron.





BEAST WARS


Name given by Maximal commander Optimus Primal to the ongoing battle between the Maximals and the Predacons on prehistoric Earth.





BERGER, SHAWN


Human business tycoon with axe to grind against Autobots - made deal with Decepticons to frame them for stealing energy and have them exiled from Earth, but was double-crossed.





BERYLLIUM BALONEY


Cybertronian expression meaning 'nonsense'.





BETA


Female Autobot who helped A3 lead the rebellion against the Quintessons during the First Great War.





BLACKARACHNIA


Predacon (BW) - transforms into an oversized black widow spider - turned into a Transmetal 2 by Predacon technology - eventually overrode Predacon programming and joined Maximals - in love with Silverbolt (BW).





BLACKARACHNIA (BM)


Maximal - transforms into an oversized black widow spider - remains in love with Silverbolt(BM) and eventually managed to free his spark from the body of the Vehicon general, Jetstorm.





BLADES


Autobot - Protectobot - transforms into a helicopter - merges with his fellow Protectobots into Defensor.





BLASTER


Autobot - transforms into a boom box - controls four spy cassettes - can generate waves of sonic energy - the equal of the Decepticon, Soundwave.





BLAST-OFF


Decepticon - Combaticon - transforms into a space shuttle - armed with ionic blaster - combines with fellow Combaticons to form Bruticus.





BLITZWING


Decepticon - Triple-changer - transforms into a tank and a jet plane - once tried to usurp command of Decepticons from Megatron, along with Astrotrain, but since then has become totally loyal to Megatron/Galvatron - was exiled from Decepticons after fight with Galvatron.





BLOT


Decepticon from 2006 - Terrorcon - transforms into a nondescript monster - the most disgusting Transformer in existence - merges with fellow Terrorcons to form Abominus.





BLOWPIPE


Nebulan - one of the ten rulers of the Hive - linked to Decepticon, Triggerhappy.





BLUESTREAK


Autobot - transforms into a Datsun sports car - prankster, with good sense of humour - apparently died during the Battle of Autobot City in 2005.





BLURR


Autobot from 2005 - talks with unusual speed due to a glitch in his timing mechanism - transforms into a futuristic vehicle - later linked to Nebulan, Haywire, to become a Targetmaster.





BOMBSHELL


Decepticon - Insecticon - can shoot microscopic shells which take over the nervous system of the target upon contact, enabling him to control their actions - resembles a beetle in Insecticon mode - rebuilt into the armada by Unicron in 2005.





BONECRUSHER


Decepticon - Constructicon - demolitions expert - transforms into a bulldozer - combines with his fellow Constructicons into Devastator.





BOP-CREW, THE


Gang consisting of Raoul, Rocksteady, and Pop-Lock - once aided Tracks in stopping the Decepticons plans at their nightclub, Dancitron. 





BOTANICA


Maximal - joined Optimus Primal (BM) 's Maximals after returning to Cybertron from a planet inhabited completely by plants, where she was given an organic plant alternate form, as opposed to a beast, like the other Maximals - now in relationship with Rattrap (BM).





BRAINSTORM


Autobot from 2007 - Headmaster - transforms into a futuristic jet - was the Transformer who suggested bonding with Nebulans - Nebulan partner is Arcana.





BRAWL


Decepticon - Combaticon - loves to destroy - transforms into a tank - armed with sonic blasters - combines with his fellow Combaticons into Bruticus.





BRAWN


Autobot - tough, enjoys fighting - transforms into a land rover - killed by Megatron in 2005.





BREAKDOWN


Decepticon - Stunticon - transforms into a sports car - very paranoid, often garbles speech - combines with his fellow Stunticons into Menasor.





BROADSIDE


Autobot from 2006 - Triple-Changer - transforms into a jet plane and an aircraft carrier - unfortunately, he is afraid of heights, gets seasick, and rusts easily - hates living on Earth.





BRUTICUS


Decepticon - gigantic warrior created when the separate Combaticons merge into one.





BURMA, RUBY CRYSTALS OF


See Ruby Crystals.





BUMBLEBEE


Autobot - small and fast - transforms into a Volkswagen - injured by Superion in 2006 and rebuilt into Goldbug by a rogue Quintesson.





BUZZSAW


Decepticon - spy cassette - resembles a condor in robot mode - has diamond hard micro-serrated beak.





CALIBURST


Nebulan - one of the ten rulers of the Hive - linked to Decepticon, Slugslinger.





CANHAY, AUGIE


Race car driver who took part in the Trans Europe Express 200, and helped the Autobots defeat the Decepticons plans involving the race.





CARBOMBYA


Arab nation ruled by Abdul Fakati - well-known for it's oil reserves, the oil in question once being used by the Decepticons to create Super-Energon.





CARLSON, BONNIE


Anchorwoman for KSUN TV who reported on the Hate Plague.





CEREBROS


Autobot from 2007  - transforms into a laboratory - Headmaster - helped Spike Witwicky construct Fortress Maximus - linked to both Fortress Maximus and Spike.





CESIUM SALAMI


Cybertronian expression meaning 'nonsense'.





CHAAR


Sterile planet conquered by Decepticons and used as their base in 2006.





CHASE, CHIP


Young wheelchair-bound human scientist, friend of Spike Witwicky and ally of the Autobots.





CHEETOR


Maximal - transforms into a cheetah - youthful and petulant, often disobeys orders - transmetalised following Quantum Surge and gained rocket-powered jets - turned into a Transmetal 2 by Predacon technology.





CHEETOR (BM)


Maximal - transforms into cheetah - has seriously maturely since Beast Wars - now acting second in command of Maximals - still tends to disobey orders.





CHROMEDOME


Autobot from 2007 - Headmaster - transforms into a futuristic sports car - linked to Nebulan, Stylor.





CHROMIA


Female Autobot - girlfriend of Ironhide.





CHUMLEY, LORD


Eccentric human big game hunter who once attempted to capture the head of Optimus Prime.





CLIFFJUMPER


Autobot - loves to fight - equipped with 'Glass Gas' liquid nitrogen weapon - transforms into a sports car.





CLONE 1


A clone of Dinobot, created by Megatron (BW), using a sample of Dinobot’s DNA - led all the Maximals into traps, but was defeated following a duel with Dinobot - apparently eaten by Dinobot.





CLONES, AUTOBOT


Cloudraker and Fastlane - two Autobots from 2007, indentical in every respect in robot mode, but transform into different vehicles.





CLONES, DECEPTICON


Wingspan and Pounce - two Decepticons from 2007, identical in every respect in robot mode, but resemble different animals in their alternate modes.





CLOUDRAKER


Autobot Clone from 2007 - transforms into a jet fighter.





COBRA


Earthen terrorist organisation run by COBRA Commander, generally viewed as the arch enemies of GI Joe, the Action Force.





COBRA COMMANDER


Head of COBRA - transferred the minds of several Autobots into human bodies in 2006, while using the alias 'Snake'.





COMBATICONS


Onslaught, Blast-Off, Swindle, Brawl, and Vortex - Fearsome Decepticon warriors capable of merging into a giant called Bruticus - created when Starscream placed the personality components of Renegade Decepticons into old W.W.II vehicles.





COMPUTRON


Giant Autobot from 2006 created when the Technobots merge into one - brain has power of 200 supercomputers, received intelligence from Grimlock, who channelled it from his own brain into Computron’s.





CONSTRUCTICONS


Scrapper, Scavenger, Mixmaster, Long Haul, Bonecrusher, and Hook - Powerful Decepticons capable of merging into a titan called Devastator - skilled in construction and production of materials - built Trypticon in 2006, with help from the Quintessons.





CORLONIUM


Powerful crystalline substance capable of decimating electronics.





CORROSTOP


Aerosol substance invented by Perceptor - only thing known to stop Cosmic Rust.





COSMIC RUST


Similar to Earthen rust, except that it can affect Transformers - can only be stopped by Corrostop.





COSMOS


Autobot - espionage and reconnaissance specialist - transforms into a satellite.





COUNTERPUNCH


See Punch





CR CHAMBER/TANK


Chambers and tanks used by the Maximals and Predacons (BW) (respectively) to restore and repair damaged members of their teams to full health.





CROSSHAIRS


Autobot from 2007 - Targetmaster - transforms into a sports car - linked to Nebulan, Pinpointer.





CRYSTAL CITY


One of the many beautiful cities on Cybertron before the wars - guarded by Omega Supreme - destroyed by Constructicons.





CRYSTAL OF POWER


A giant crystal located in a South American temple which the Decepticons stole in an attempt to harness the power of Earth’s molten core - has since been destroyed.





CUTTHROAT


Decepticon from 2006 - Terrorcon - resembles a pterodactyl in Terrorcon mode - merges with his fellow Terrorcons into Abominus.





CYBERBEE


Invention of Scorponok (BW), used for reconaissance and transmission of viruses.





CYBERDUCKS


Cybertronian expression meaning something that is easy to do, ie: "Like shooting cyberducks in a barrel."





CYBERRAPTOR


Product of a Predacon (BW) experiment merging a sample of Dinobot’s DNA (see Clone 1)with an alien Vok device, producing an army of Transmetal 2 Dinobot clones - note: unable to transform.





CYBERTRON


Home planet of the Transformers, created as a factory planet for production of said robots by the Quintessons, who were later forced off it in a rebellion - originally guarded by Shockwave - dominated by Decepticons by 2005 - later liberated by Autobots after battle with Unicron - finally restored to its Golden Age when Galvatron and his Nebulan allies were defeated - centuries later, was taken over by Megatron (BM) and his Vehicons - following Megatron's defeat, was reformatted into a new techno-organic form.





CYBERTRONIUM


Material that exists only on Cybertron, where it is mined, that Transformers require to function - Dinobots did not need it, as they were built on Earth, and retrieved a stock from Cybertron to save the Autobots.





CYBERTRONIX


The written language of Cybertron.





CYBERTROPOLIS


The primary city-state of Cybertron by the time of Beast Machines, having been built over the ruins of Iacon during The Great Upgrade.





CYCLE


Cybertronian unit of time, beneath Deca-Cycle and Mega-Cycle repectively.





CYCLONUS


Decepticon from 2005 - formerly Skywarp - rescued from death and recreated by Unicron, and was given the armada, formerly Bombshell, to command - transforms into a spacecraft - later linked to Nebulan, Nightstick, to become a Targetmaster.





DANCITRON


Nightclub created by Decepticons to brainwash humans - their plans were stopped by Tracks and the Bop-Crew.





DARKSIDE


Name given to Predacons (BW) warship by fans - crashed along with the Axalon, upside-down - badly damaged following the Planetkiller’s attack.





DATATRAX


Name given to the stored data in a Transformer's central processor.





DEAD END


Decepticon - Stunticon - very indifferent about the Decepticon cause - combines with his fellow Stunticons into Menasor.





DECA-CYCLE


Cybertronian unit of time.





DECEPTICONS


Collective name for the evil Transformers designed as military hardware by the Quintessons who have become obsessed with capturing the planet Earth’s energy.





DEF-CON


Autobot bounty hunter - transforms into a spacecraft.





DEFENSOR


Autobot - created when the separate Protectobots merge into one - suffers from frequent glitches in his circuitry - can project personal forcefield.





DEPTH CHARGE


Maximal - Transmetal - transforms into a manta ray and space cruiser - his family and friends at the Omicron Facility were killed by Rampage (BW), which led him to seek revenge - killed in the explosion which ensued when he stabbed Rampage (BW) through the spark with a shard of Energon.





DEVASTATOR


Decepticon - created when the separate Constructicons merge into one - specialises in destruction.





DIAGNOSTIC DRONE


Sparkless servant of Megatron (BM), who lives only to serve him - originally created to help Megatron purge himself of his beast mode - while on mission with Vehicons to capture Nightscream, was himself captured by Tankorr and reprogrammed to obey him - helped Tankorr hack into the Oracle and Vector Sigma to steal the Key to Vector Sigma - was later destroyed when the energies from the Key and the Plasma Energy Chamber meshed in Megatron's citadel.





DION


Autobot from Great War III - best friend of Orion Pax - killed by Megatron along with Orion - it is unsure, but Alpha Trion may have rebuilt Dion into Ironhide or Ultra Magnus.





DINOBOT


Formerly a Predacon (BW) - defected to Maximals when he challenged Megatron (BW) - transforms into a Velociraptor - armed with sword and slasher weapon - can project energy beams from eyes - lives by a code of honour - deceased.





DINOBOT II


Predacon (BW) - result of a Predacon experiment merging a sample of the original Dinobot’s DNA (see Clone 1) with an alien Vok device, half of Rampage (BW)’s spark, and a stasis pod containing a blank protoform - following Rampage's death, his spark reverted to acting like that of the original Dinobot, then sabotaged the Nemesis, stopping Megatron (BW)'s plans, and dying in the action.





DINOBOT ISLAND


Island discovered by Bumblebee and Powerglide where dinosaurs still roamed - acted as training ground for Dinobots at first, was then attack by Decepticons for its energy - in 2006, used as resting place for Trypticon after his defeat by Metroplex.





DINOBOTS


Grimlock, Slag and Sludge were the originals, Snarl and Swoop were built later - ferocious Autobot warriors constructed by Wheeljack and Ratchet to resemble dinosaurs when they transform - prone to instabilities in their simple brains.





DIRGE


Decepticon - always miserable - the roar of his engine can induce fear in all those who hear it - transforms into a jet plane.





DIVEBOMB


Decepticon from 2006 - Predacon - resembles an eagle in Preadacon mode - reconnaissance expert - merges with fellow Preadacons into Predaking.





DRAGSTRIP


Decepticon - Stunticon - transforms into a racing car - merges with his fellow Stunticons into Menasor.





DRATH, VICTOR


Human scientist who aided Snake in transferring the minds of four Autobots into synthoid bodies.





DUROS


Rebel Nebulan strategist - linked to Autobot, Hardhead.





DYNAMETAL DUCKS


Cybertronian expression meaning something that is easy to do, ie: "Like shooting dynametal ducks in a beryllium barrel."





EARTH


Third planet in the Sol system - prehistoric Earth was the staging ground for the Beast Wars - Earth in the 20th and 21st centuries became involved in the Great Wars between the Autobots and Decepticons - dominant lifeform is bipedal mammalian dubbed “Homo sapiens” or “human”.





EJECT


Autobot from 2005 - one of Blaster’s spy cassettes.





ELECTRUM


Invincible golden liquid metal alloy which is naturally occurring in nature.





ELITA-1


Female Autobot commander - formerly Ariel - girlfriend of Optimus Prime - has the power to project a stasis field which momentarily slows time - final fate is unknown.





ENERGON


Source of power for the Transformers - crystalline when unstable, takes liquid form when stable, which is commonly stored in cubes, chips or rods - accepted as currency by many forms of culture in the galaxy.





EURYTHMIA


Musical planet where the Harmony originated.





FAIRBOURNE, MARISSA


Head of Earth Defence Command - built the transforming cog for Metroplex.





FAKATI, ABDUL


Bad-tempered, impatient ruler of Carbombya.





FASTLANE


Autobot Clone from 2007 - transforms into a futuristic sports car.





FEMALE AUTOBOTS


Believed deceased by Earth-bound Transformers, later revealed to be active on Cybertron as a neo-terrorist group fighting Shockwave’s rule - led by Elita-1 - final fates are unknown, presumably Megatron either killed them all or forced them off the planet when the Decepticons took over in 2005.





FIREBOLT


Rebel Nebulan soldier - linked to Autobot, Hot Rod.





FIREFLIGHT


Autobot - Aerialbot - transforms into a jet plane - combines with his fellow Aerialbots into Superion.





FIRESTAR


Female Autobot - girlfriend of Powerglide.





FIRST AID


Autobot - Protectobot - pacifist - transforms into an ambulance - combines with his fellow Protectobots into Defensor.





FORTRESS MAXIMUS


Massive Autobot from 2007 - Headmaster - capable of transforming into a huge battle station - reconstructed from an old Nebulan city by Spike Witwicky and Cerebros - linked to Cerebros.





FRACAS


Nebulan - one of the ten rulers of the Hive - linked to Decepticon, Scourge.





FRENZY


Decepticon - one of Soundwave’s spy cassettes - can create high pitched sonic blasts.





FUSION CANNON


Weapon of choice of Decepticon commander Megatron - immensely powerful weapon, capable of forming a link with a black hole in space to boost it’s power.





FUZOR


Term given to Maximals or Predacons (BW) whose beast mode is an amalgam of two different creatures due to stasis pod scanner malfunction.





GALVATRON


Decepticon from 2005 - formerly Megatron, but rescued from death and reborn as Galvatron by Unicron - armed with particle cannon - transforms into a laser cannon - was lost in space after Rodimus Prime threw him out of Unicron - later discovered by Cyclonus on the planet Thrull, having become mentally unstable due to being trapped in a pit of plasma-lava - went on to lead Decepticons, until the Autobots finally defeated him and his Nebulan allies and restored Cybertron’s Golden Age.





GEARS


Autobot - Huffer’s assistant - terminal complainer - transforms into an armoured vehicle.





GENERAL CICADON


Member of Tripredacus Council.





GENERAL RAM HORN


Member of Tripredacus Council.





GENERAL SEA CLAMP


Member of Tripredacus Council.





GI JOE


Earthen military organisation, generally viewed as the arch enemies of COBRA - it's leader, Lt. Flint, is the father of Marissa Fairbourne.





GOLDBUG


Autobot from 2006 - formerly Bumblebee, injured by Superion when he was infected with the Hate Plague - rebuilt into Goldbug by rogue Quintesson - transforms into a Volkswagen.





GOLDEN DISC


A disc made by humans that was attached to the Voyager 1 Probe and sent out of our Solar System in hopes of contacting alien life - intercepted by Megatron, who encrypted a message onto it, later recovered by Megatron (BW).





GOLDEN DISC (ALIEN)


Disc of similar design to the Voyager Probe Golden Disc (it is unknown if this is coincidence or something more) created by the Vok and discovered by Inferno (BW) - shows the locations of all the alien sites on prehistoric Earth, and allows the holder of the disc to control said sites.





GOO


Planet covered with seas of sticky ooze, from which beings can never pull themselves free.





GORT


Leader of the heroic Nebulans attempting to free Nebulos from the evil rule of the Hive - linked to Highbrow.





GRAPPLE


Autobot - transforms into a truck crane - expert engineer and mechanic.





GRAX


Nebulan - one of the ten rulers of the Hive - linked to Decepticon, Skullcruncher.





GREAT UPGRADE, THE


Apparently the name of the ceremonious event when the Autobots were upgraded into Maximal forms.





GREAT WARS


The various wars on the planet Cybertron.


Great War I - The rebellion of the Transformers against the Quintessons.


Great War II - The first war between the Autobots and Decepticons.


Great War III - The second war between the Autobots and Decepticons, begun by Megatron.


Great War IV - The war that brought the Transformers to Earth and cumulated in the events on Nebulos.





GRID


Term used to distinguish certain areas of prehistoric Earth, as seen in Beast Wars - compare Sector, Sub-Sector.





GRIMLOCK


Autobot - leader of Dinobots - resembles a Tyrannosaurus Rex in Dinobot mode - can shoot laser breath in this mode - dislikes taking orders - built Technobots when his brain received an influx of anti-ions in 2006, increasing his intelligence.





GROOVE


Autobot - Protectobot - transforms into a police patrol cycle - merges with his fellow Protectobots to form Defensor.





HARDHEAD


Autobot from 2007 - Headmaster - transforms into a futuristic tank - linked to Nebulan, Duros.





HARMONY, THE


Hypnotic musical piece originating from Eurythmia - it is split into three parts, each part being know by Basso Profundo, Allegra, and Zeebop Scandia - Galvatron and Soundwave attempted to use the Harmony for their own purposes but were stopped by Blaster.





HATE PLAGUE


A disease created by alien spores which slowly began to infect every sentient lifeform in the galaxy - destroyed by Optimus Prime, who had been reanimated by a Quintesson for that purpose, when he opened the Matrix - a new, weaker strain of the plague was employed by Megatron (BM) against the Maximals centuries later, which they overcame with force of will.





HAYWIRE


Rebel Nebulan soldier - stutters - linked to Autobot, Blurr.





HEADMASTERS


Name given to the Autobots and Decepticons linked with Nebulan parnters who transform into their heads.





HEADSTRONG


Decepticon from 2006 - Predacon - resembles a rhino in Preadacon mode - very temperamental - merges with fellow Preadacons into Preadaking.





HEART OF CYBERTRON


Immensely powerful power core of the Nemesis - removed by Megatron to further his plans for conquest of Earth’s energy.





HIGHBROW


Autobot from 2007 - Headmaster - transforms into a helicopter - linked to Gort.





HIVE


Group of ten evil Nebulans led by Lord Zarak who took over their home planet of Nebulos, and partnered with the Decepticons - capable of controlling machines with their thoughts.





HOIST


Autobot - expert mechanic and engineer - has laser in place of left hand - transforms into a tow truck.





HOOK


Decepticon - Constructicon - very self-congratulatory - transforms into a truck crane -                  combines with his fellow Constructicons into Devastator.





HORRORCONS


Apeface and Snapdragon - two Triple-Changers who became Headmasters with the power to transform into jet planes and wild animals.





HOT ROD


Autobot from 2005 - youthful and energetic - transformed into a sports car - was recreated as Rodimus Prime through the power of the Autobot Leadership Matrix - later transformed back into Hot Rod when he returned the Matrix to Optimus Prime - later linked to Nebulan, Firebolt, as a Targetmaster.





HOT SPOT


Autobot - leader of Protectobots - transforms into a fire engine - combines with his fellow Protectobots into Defensor.





HOUND


Autobot - expert tracker - able to monitor radio waves and detect electrical signals given off by other Transformers - transforms into a jeep.





HUFFER


Autobot - genius inventor - terminal complainer who finds fault with everything - transforms into a truck cab - died during the Battle of Autobot City in 2005.





HUN-GURRR


Decepticon from 2006 - Terrorcon commander - resembles a two-headed dragon in Terrorcon mode - merges with his fellow Terrorcons into Abominus.





IACON


The main city-state on Cybertron - base of Autobot operations before Decepticon take-over.





INFERNO, THE


See The Pit.





INFERNO


Autobot - enjoys fighting and battles - can generate flame retardant foam - transforms into a fire engine.





INFERNO (BW)


Predacon (BW) - transforms into an oversized ant - pyromaniacal tendencies due to mental instability caused by damage to stasis pod - views Megatron (BW) as his ‘queen’ - deceased.





IRONHIDE


Autobot - tough and durable - it is possible that he was originally Dion, and was rebuilt as Ironhide by Alpha Trion following his murder at the hands of Megatron - veteran of the various wars on Cybertron - transforms into a van - killed by Megatron in 2005.





INSECTICONS


Shrapnel, Kickback, and Bombshell - three Decepticons who were piloting the Nemesis when it crashed - were rendered inert by the unstable Energon fields on Earth at that time - finally came out of stasis lock some years later and took on insectoid forms - recovered by Megatron four million years later - can chew through any substance known to man - convert metal into energy through consumption - can create and control innumerable clones of themselves - in 2005, Unicron reconstructed Bombshell as the armada and Kickback and Shrapnel as the Sweeps.





JAZZ


Autobot - transforms into a Porsche - can project deafening and blinding sound and light shows - good knowledge of Earth culture - not seen again following Unicron’s attack on Cybertron in 2005, but is believed to still be functional, most probably in retirement.





JETSTORM


Vehicon general - transforms into Cybertronian jet fighter - body contains spark of Maximal, Silverbolt (BW) - flambouyent personality, cracks jokes frequently.





JUNKION


Also known as “the planet of Junk”, this world is composed entirely out of discarded ferrous and non-ferrous articulations - home of the Junkions.





JUNKIONS


Apparently an offshoot of the Autobots - live on Junkion - bodies constructed entirely out of junk - able to transform into motorcycles - if shot, they collapse into pieces, and are then able to reform themselves using junk from the surface of their planet.





KEY TO VECTOR SIGMA, THE


Device used to unlock the power of Vector Sigma - enables its bearer to control all aspects of Vector Sigma - Megatron later discovered that it could be used to convert organic objects into technomatter counterparts, and attempted to do this to New York City, but was stopped by the Aerialbots - a copy of the key was downloaded and stolen by Tankorr centuries laters, in an attempt to purge organic life from Cybertron.





KICKBACK


Decepticon - Insecticon - resembles a cricket in Insecticon mode - legs can deliver very powerful kicks - rebuilt into a Sweep by Unicron in 2005.





KLIK


Cybertronian unit of time, beneath Deca-Cycle, Mega-Cycle and Cycle respectively.





KRANIX


Elderly neutral robot from Lithone - sentenced to death at the hands of the Sharkticons by the Quintessons.





KRUNK


Nebulan - one of the ten rulers of the Hive - linked to Decepticon, Snapdragon.





KUP


Elderly Autobot from 2005 - veteran of the many wars on Cybertron - loves to tell stories of his exploits when he was younger - transforms into a futuristic pickup truck - later linked to Nebulan, Recoil, as a Targetmaster.





KREMZEEK


Hyperactive energy imp created by Megatron - able to short out a Transformer’s circuits by leaping inside them - was destroyed when the Autobots dispersed his energy using a radio antennae.





LASERBEAK


Decepticon - one of Soundwave’s spy cassettes - resembles a condor in robot mode - specialises in reconnaissance and interrogation.





LASERCORE


Basically the G1 equivalent of a spark, despite visual differences between the two objects.





LIGHTNING BUG


Heat ray weapon stolen from Antilla by the Decepticons.





LIGHTSPEED


Autobot from 2006 - Technobot - transforms into a futuristic sports car - merges with his fellow Technobots into Computron.





LITHONE


Small planet which supported robot lifeforms such as Kranix and Arbulus before it was consumed by Unicron shortly before his attack on Cybertron.





LONG HAUL


Decepticon - Constructicon - transforms into a dump truck - specialises in transport of materials - merges with his fellow Constructicons into Devastator.





MATRIX


Ancient Autobot artefact passed down from leader to leader, apparently first held by the Assistant - the only object which can hurt Unicron, although why is uncertain - used to stop the Hate Plague in 2006.





MAXIMALS


The descendants of the Autobots from 300 years in the future - pursued their enemies, the Predacons (BW), to prehistoric Earth in order to stop them from changing history by killing Optimus Prime - transformation codeword is "Maximise".





MEGA-CYCLE


Cybertronian unit of time, beneath Deca-Cycle.





MEGATRON


Decepticon commander - transforms into a Walther P .38 pistol - armed with fusion cannon - after his construction, sowed seeds of rebellion against Autobots, eventually resulting in Great War III - eventually conquered all of Cybertron by 2005 - injured in battle with Optimus Prime during The Battle of Autobot City - cast into space by Starscream - recovered and rebuilt into Galvatron by Unicron - motto: “Peace through tyranny” - addendum: While deactivated in the Ark, Megatron’s descendant, Megatron (BW), took his spark and merged it with his own.





MEGATRON (BW)


Predacon (BW) commander - descendant of the original Megatron - came to prehistoric Earth using information on the Golden Disc to change history and aid his ancestor by killing Optimus Prime as he lay deactivated in the Ark - transforms into a Tyrannosaurus Rex - later Transmetalised and gained hover jets - turned into a Transmetal 2 dragon when he merged his ancestor’s spark with his own.





MEGATRON (BM)


Formerly Megatron (BW) - following capture by Maximals, escape, and returned to Cybertron before them, and conquered entire planet by unleashing a technological vrius and removing sparks from every Transformer on planet, rebuilding bodies into army of mindless Vehicons - seeks to make Cybertron purely technological - when the energies of the  Key to Vector Sigma and the Plasma Energy Chamber meshed in his citadel, spark wound up trapped in purely organic body of Noble - then transferred spark to purely technological body, being a giant fortress resembling his head, which transforms into a replica of the Darkside - spark was depolarised by Nightscream, and went about posessing other bodies, until it was repolarised by Rattrap and trapped in the body of the Diagnostic Drone - spark then transferred to replica body of Optimal Optimus - Megatron then died fighting Optimus Primal (BM), when both fell into the organic core of Cybertron, triggering its reformatting.





MENASOR


Decepticon - created when the five Stunticons merge into one - very violent in nature and loves to fight and destroy.





METALHUNTER BASES


Transorganic fortresses built by the alien Vok to deal with any threats to the sanctity of the experiments they were conducting on prehistoric Earth - manifest themselves at the alien sites marked out by the Golden Disc (Alien) - able to convert to energy forms to transport themselves.





METROPLEX


Autobot from 2006 - massive sentient city created from the ruins of Autobot City when it was almost destroyed by the Decepticons in 2005 - originally unable to transform to robot mode, but was fitted with a transformation cog built by Marissa Fairbourne which gave him the ability to do so.





MINDWIPE


Decepticon from 2007 - Headmaster - resembles a bat when transformed - skilled in hypnosis and post-hypnotic commands - linked to Nebulan, Vorath.





MIRAGE


Autobot - transforms into a racing car - can project hologrammatic duplicates of himself and become invisible at will - pacifist.





MISFIRE


Decepticon from 2007 - Targetmaster - transforms into a spacecraft - unable to shoot straight -  linked to Nebulan, Aimless.





MIXMASTER


Decepticon - Constructicon - transforms into a cement mixer - specialises in fabrication of materials - merges with his fellow Constructicons into Devastator.





MOONRACER


Female Autobot - girlfriend of Inferno.





MORGAN, MARK


Father of Jessica Morgan - scientist, who hates all robots, and tried to destroy them with the Hate Plague.





MORGAN, JESSICA


Scientist who discovered Optimus Prime's dead body and brought it back to Earth.





MONZO


Nebulan - one of the ten rulers of the Hive - linked to Decepticon, Weirdwolf.





MOTORMASTER


Decepticon - Stunticon commander - transforms into a truck - despised by Stunticon team-mates - merges with his fellow Stunticons into Menasor.





MOUNT SAINT HILLARY


The volcano in Portland, Oregon into which the Ark crashed four million years ago - erupted in 1984, reactivating Teletran One - served as base for Autobots until the Ark was destroyed by Trypticon in 2006.





NANO-KLIK


Cybertronian unit of time, beneath Deca-Cycle, Mega-Cycle, Cycle and Klik respectively.





NEBULAN


Inhabitant of Nebulos.





NEBULOS


Planet similar to Earth with humanoid inhabitants - inhabitants had bodies technologically advanced to binary-bond with Transformers.





NEMESIS


Decepticon flagship in which the Decepticons originally pursued the Autobots to Earth - crashed to Earth along with Ark, being piloted by the Insecticons, who ejected - crashed into the sea, but was temporarily raised by Megatron (BW) (from the future, time-travelling), until the Maximals caused it to crash in Peru, where it was recovered by the Decepticons four million years later, and had its power core, the Heart of Cybertron, removed by Megatron.





NEMESIS II


Presumably the name given to the spaceship built by Decepticons following their reactivation on Earth - Mirage caused it to crash into the sea, where it remained and acted as Decepticon base until the Decepticons took over Cybertron.





NEXUS ZERO


Home planet of the alien Vok, exact stellar location is unknown.





NIGHTBIRD


Mute female robotic ninja created by Earthen scientists and stolen by Decepticons - used to steal secret computer chip - deactivated by jealous Starscream - chip and Nightbird both captured by Autobots.





NIGHTSCREAM


Maximal - transforms into a techno-organic bat - has sonic scream powers - was the only Transformer who survived Megatron (BM)'s virus, went into hiding from Vehicons, and later met up with and joined Optimus Primal and his team.





NIGHTSTICK


Nebulan - one of the ten rulers of the Hive - linked to Decepticon, Cyclonus.





NOBLE


Resembles a humanoid wolf, can transform into a dragon mode called Savage - when Megatron (BM) successfully split his form into its separate organic and technological forms, his spark remained in the organic half - 'befriended' Nightscream, calling himself Noble, until he used the Maximals to penetrate his former citadel, and transfer his spark into his technological body - the organic body was left as a mindless beast, still a friend of Nightscream, saving him from Vehicons several times, but was eventually killed on one such occasion.





NOSECONE


Autobot from 2006 - Technobot - transforms into a drill-tank - merges with his fellow Technobots into Computron.





OBSIDIAN


Vehicon - formerly a great Autobot general, who, along with his consort, Strika, won a thousand battles, until both their sparks were stolen by Megatron (BM) - transforms into a Cybertronian jet chopper - blasted into orbital space by Cheetor (BM) shortly before Cybertron's reformatting.





OCTANE


Decepticon from 2006 - Triple-Changer - transforms into a fuel tanker and a jet plane -  uses flame-thrower as weapon of choice - con-man, who once stole Trypticon and used him for his own purposes - was then exiled from Decepticons - accidentally freed Starscream's ghost from his remains.





OMEGA SUPREME


Gigantic Autobot warrior - transforms into a rocket installation, with tank and rocket - originally created to guard Crystal City - friends with Constructicons, until Megatron turned them into Decepticons and they destroyed the city - followed them to Earth seeking revenge.





OMICRON FACILITY


The underwater Maximal research laboratory where Depth Charge and Optimus Primal worked, and where Rampage (BW) was created.





ONSLAUGHT


Decepticon - Combaticon commander - transforms into a truck with rear-mounted gun turret - merges with fellow Combaticons into Bruticus.





OPTIMAL OPTIMUS


Maximal commander - formerly Optimus Primal, created when he merged his spark with that of Optimus Prime - has four-way transformation, from robot, to ape, to hypersonic jet cruiser, to heavily-armoured ground assault vehicle.





OPTIMUS PRIMAL


Maximal commander - descendant of the original Optimus Prime - pursued Megatron (BW) to prehistoric Earth to stop him from changing history by killing Optimus Prime while he lay deactivated in the Ark - transforms into a gorilla - later Transmetalised and gained a built-in jet hoverboard - merged his spark with Optimus Prime’s and became Optimal Optimus.





OPTIMUS PRIMAL (BM)


Maximal commander - transforms into a gorilla - has technopathic connection with the Oracle - was first Maximal to be reformatted into techno-organic form - at first strived to restore Cybertron to its original organic state, but then realised that it is meant to become techno-organic - died fighting Megatron (BM), when they both fell into the organic core of Cybertron, triggering its reformatting.





OPTIMUS PRIME


Autobot commander - originally Orion Pax, killed by Megatron and rebuilt as Optimus Prime by Alpha Trion - transforms into a truck - almost killed by Megatron (BW) (from the future, while attempting to change history) while he lay deactivated in the Ark - killed by Megatron in 2005 - passed Matrix on to Ultra Magnus - had body briefly reanimated by Quintessons in 2006, although he was not in control of his actions, which included the destruction of the Autobot Mausoleum, then turned on Quintessons and was seemingly destroyed - body was recovered by human Jessica Morgan, was fully restored to life by a rogue Quintesson in 2006 and sheathed in a special coating developed by Morgan's father to protect him from the Hate Plague, which he then destroyed by opening the Matrix - motto: “Freedom is the right of all sentient beings”.





ORACLE


Supercomputer presently guiding Optimus Primal (BM) and his Maximals in their way to restoring organic life to Cybertron - core of Oracle is Vector Sigma.





ORION PAX


Naive young Autobot from Great War III who looked up to the Decepticons, until he was the first casualty in the aforementioned war on Cybertron, having been killed by Megatron - brought to Alpha Trion by time-displaced Aerialbots and rebuilt as Optimus Prime.





OUTBACK


Autobot from 2006 - transforms into a land rover - outfitted with Decepticon Detection circuits.





OVERKILL


Decepticon from 2006 - one of Soundwave's Spy Cassettes - resembles a Tyrannosaurus Rex in robot mode.





PARADRON


Utopia-like planet which exists through a wormhole where a group of pacifistic Autobots fled during the fourth Great War - ruled by Sandstorm, taken over by Galvatron and plundered for its Energon - destroyed by Autobots to stop Galvatron’s plan.





PEACEMAKER


Rebel Nebulan soldier - linked to Autobot, Pointblank.





PEARL OF BAHOUDEEN


Formerly the power core of a Cybertronian weather control satellite which crashed to Earth shortly after the Ark - retrieved by Megatron and used to create fierce storms all across the planet - destroyed by Bumblebee.





PERCEPTOR


Autobot - transforms into a microscope - very intelligent - enjoys using over-developed vocabulary - invented Corrostop - presumed to have been the one who invented Protoform Technology.





PHOTON CHARGE


Cybertronian explosive which releases blinding flash of light.





PINPOINTER


Rebel Nebulan soldier - linked to Autobot, Crosshairs.





PIPES


Autobot from 2006 - transforms into a truck cab - head of operations in the Ark in 2006 before it was destroyed by Trypticon - was the one who installed Metroplex’s transformation cog.





PIT, THE


Apparently the Transformer equivalent of Hades, where the sparks of Decepticons and Predacons (BW) go upon their deaths - also known as The Inferno.





PLANETKILLER


Massive device created by the alien race known as the Vok, disguised as a second moon around prehistoric Earth - generated a superheating beam to incinerate Earth, but was destroyed through a transwarp explosion.





PLASMA ENERGY CHAMBER


The furnace in which the bodies of new Transformers are fired - built by Quintessons - almost used by Galvatron to further his plans of universal conquest, until an energy wave from it, instigated by the Autobots, hurtled Scorponok and all the Decepticons and Nebulans inside him across the galaxy - used centuries later by Optimus Primal (BM) to counter the power of the Key to Vector Sigma, as harnessed by Megatron (BM) and Tankorr.





POINTBLANK


Autobot from 2007 - Targetmaster - transforms into a 4x4 truck - linked to Nebulan, Peacemaker.





POP-LOCK


Friend of Raoul and part of the Bop-Crew.





POUNCE


Decepticon Clone from 2007 - resembles a jaguar in alternate mode.





POWERGLIDE


Autobot - transforms into a jet plane - show off who often gets into trouble.





PREDACONS


Razorclaw, Ramapge, Headstrong, Tantrum, and Divebomb - fearsome Decepticon warriors from 2006 who resemble wild beasts when they transform - capable of merging into a titan called Preadaking.





PREDACONS (BW)


The descendants of the Decepticons from 300 years in the future - led by Megatron (BW) - came to prehistoric Earth following information from the Golden Disc in an attempt to change history by killing Optimus Prime as he lay deactivated in the Ark - transformation codeword is "Terrorise".





PREDAKING


Giant Decepticon warrior created when the five original Predacons merge into one.





PRIMACRON


Insane immortal alien scientist who was jealous of the Transformers and their power, and built Unicron and Tornitron to destroy them - currently thought to be incarcerated on Torqulon.





PRIMUS


In the continuity in question, Primus was never talked about, beyond references such as "By Primus" and "Primus help us all", but he is obviously a Transformer diety.





PROTECTOBOTS


Hot Spot, Groove, First Aid, Blades, and Streetwise - five Autobot warriors who transform into rescue vehicles - capable of merging into Defensor.





PROTOFORM TECHNOLOGY


The technology which created the Maximals and Predacons (BW) - consists of robot superstructure constructed from fluid metal which can adapt to any form, either mechanical or organic - presumably invented by Perceptor, possibly having been refined from Transorganic technology.





PROTOFORM X


See Rampage (BW)





PROWL


Autobot second-in-command - transforms into a police car - uses acid-pellet blaster as weapon of choice - killed by Scavenger in 2005.





PUNCH


Autobot from 2007 - transforms into a sports car - is able to assume two robot modes, one of which is his commonly used form of Punch, the other being Counterpunch, a form which he uses to pretend he is a Decepticon, and act as a double-agent for the Autobots - this double-life has resulted in paranoid scizophrenia in Punch.





QUANTUM SURGE


Wave of energy created when the Planetkiller exploded, responsible for Transmetalising the Maximals and Predacons (BW).





QUICKSTRIKE


Predacon (BW) - Fuzor - transforms into a cobra/scorpion hybrid - enjoys fighting and talks in a similar dialect to a cowboy - armed with cyber-venom blaster - deceased.





QUINTESSA


Home planet of the Quintessons - part mechanical, part organic - was destroyed by the Quintessons themselves in an attempt to kill the Rodimus Prime and with him, the Matrix.





QUINTESSONS


Race of greedy five-faced aliens, who built the planet Cybertron and created the first Transformers to sell across the galaxy - were forced off Cybertron in a rebellion - put many robots on trial to account for the rebellion, using Sharkitcons as execuntioners - struck back at the Transformers in 2006, using many schemes, including aiding the Decepticons in designing and building Trypticon along with the Constructicons and reanimating Optimus Prime’s dead body.





RAMHORN


Autobot from 2005 - one of Blaster’s spy cassettes - resembles a rhinoceros in robot mode.





RAMJET


Decepticon - transforms into jet plane - has near-indestructible nosecone which leads to a tendency for him to headbutt and ram (hence Ramjet) his opponents - apparently killed by Ultra Magnus in 2006.





RAMPAGE


Decepticon from 2006 - Predacon - resembles a tiger in Predacon mode - merges with his fellow Predacons to form Predaking.





RAMPAGE (BW)


Predacon (BW) - Transmetal - transforms into a king crab, and from there into a tank - was the result of an experiment to reproduce Starscream’s mutant indestructible spark, but proved insane and malicious - formerly known as Protoform X - sealed in stasis pod and taken on board Axalon, recovered by Megatron (BW) after crash on prehistoric Earth - killed by Depth Charge.





RAOUL


Young human who befriended Tracks after he tried to steal him - part of the Bop-Crew.





RATCHET


Autobot - medic - transforms into an ambulance - can convert right hand into welding laser - killed by Megatron in 2005.





RATBAT


Decepticon from 2005 - one of Soundwave’s spy cassettes - fuel scout - resembles a bat in robot mode.





RATTRAP


Maximal - transforms into a rat - gambler, prankster, and wise-cracker - gained the ability to turn into a miniature hot rod once he was Transmetalised - great-nephew of Arcee.





RATTRAP (BM)


Maximal - transforms into a rat - was the last of the Maximals to perfect his ability to transform - has data uplink port in tail - has wheels in place of legs - in relationship with Botanica.





RAVAGE


Decepticon - one of Soundwave’s spy cassettes - reconnaissance expert - able to become invisible in shadow - after the war, was granted amnesty by the Tripredacus Council and was rebuilt as a Predacon (BW) - travelled back in time to aid Maximals in capturing Megatron (BW) - turned against them and destroyed Axalon when he discovered Megatron (BW)’s true plan - died in explosion instigated by Rattrap.





RAZORCLAW


Decepticon from 2006 - Predacon commander - resembles a lion in Predacon mode - merges with his fellow Predacons into Predaking.





RECOIL


Rebel Nebulan soldier - linked to Autobot, Kup.





RED ALERT


Autobot - transforms into a fire marshal’s car - slightly paranoid and always nervous - highly powerful scanning circuits.





REFLECTOR


Decepticon -  a trio of robots who share the same mind and always speak in unison with the same voice, referring to themselves in the singular - merge when they transform into an instamatic camera.





RENEGADE DECEPTICONS


Quintet of Decepticons who opposed Megatron’s rule - had superstructures destroyed by Shockwave and personality components held in detention centre - components rescued by Starscream millions of years later and place into W.W.II vehicles, creating the Combaticons.





REWIND


Autobot from 2005 - One of Blaster’s spy cassettes.





RHINOX


Maximal - transforms into a rhinoceros - technological genius and great inventor - uses two powerful chain guns as weapons of choice - upon return to Cybertron, had spark stolen and transplanted into body of Vechicon general, Tankorr, by Megatron (BM).





RIPPERSNAPPER


Decepticon from 2006 - Terrorcon - resembles a bipedal shark-creature in Terrorcon mode - merges with his fellow Terrorcons into Abominus.





ROCKSTEADY


Friend of Raoul and part of the Bop-Crew.





RODIMUS PRIME


Autobot from 2005 - transforms into a futuristic truck - formerly Hot Rod, transformed by the power of the Matrix - led Autobots until Optimus Prime’s return from death - transformed back into Hot Rod upon returning the Matrix to Prime.





RUBY CRYSTALS


Crystalline constructs naturally occurring in nature that are high in energy, and emit bright red light - the Decepticons mined the crystals to power the Nemesis II shortly after being reawakened on Earth.





RUMBLE


Decepticon - one of Soundwave’s spy cassettes - able to convert his arms into powerful piledrivers, which he uses to create tremors, earthquakes and tidal waves.





RUNABOUT


Decepticon from 2006 - Battlecharger - twin of Runamuck - transforms into a sports car.





RUNAMUCK


Decepticon from 2006 - Battlecharger - twin of Runabout - transforms into a sports car.





SANDSTORM


Autobot from 2006 - Triple-Changer - transforms into a helicopter and a dune buggy - pacifist - formerly leader of the Autobots on Paradron.





SAVAGE


The name given to the uncontrollable dragon form of Noble.





SCAMPER


Autobot from 2006 - small subordinate of Metroplex - transforms into patrol car.





SCATTERSHOT


Autobot from 2006 - Technobot commander - transforms into a space craft - merges with his fellow Technobots into Computron.





SCAVENGER


Decepticon - Constructicon - transforms into a steam shovel - possesses geographic location circuits which act like a form of radar, reading the lay of the land - merges with his fellow Constructicons into Devastator - killed Prowl during attack on Autobot shuttle in 2005.





SCORPONOK


Massive Decepticon from 2007 - Headmaster - transforms into a gigantic battle fortress and giant scorpion - binary bonded to Nebulan, Lord Zarak.





SCORPONOK (BW)


Predacon (BW) - transforms into a oversized scorpion - inventor, although notoriously incompetent - died by falling into a pit of lava when the Quantum Surge struck prehistoric Earth.





SCOURGE


Decepticon from 2005 - formerly Thundercracker, rebuilt by Unicron - transforms into a space vehicle - expert tracker - commands the Sweeps - later linked to Nebulan, Fracas, as a Targetmaster.





SCRAPPER


Decepticon - Constructicon commander - transforms into a tractor shovel - has innate knowledge of mechanisms and construction - merges with fellow Constructicons into Devastator.





SEASPRAY


Autobot - transforms into a miniature hovercraft - naval tactician - loves ocean life - speaks in an incoherent gurgling dialect.





SECTOR


Term used to distinguish certain areas of prehistoric Earth, as seen in Beast Wars - compare Sub-Sector, Grid.





SENTINEL


Computer defense system designed by Rhinox which guards the Axalon - following destruction of Axalon, was salvaged and used to protect the Ark.





SENTINELS


Army of mindless drones used by Shockwave to guard Cybertron.





SHARKTICONS


Rotund servants of the Quintessons, who carry out their executions of those who try to escape Unicron’s wrath - can transform into ferocious mechanical bipedal shark-creatures.





SHOCKWAVE


Decepticon - guardian of Cybertron while the Decepticons were stranded on Earth - transforms into a space gun - has ion cannon in place of right hand - presumed deceased following Unicron's attack on Cybertron in 2005.





SHRAPNEL


Decepticon - Insecticon - resembles a stag beetle in Insecticon mode - able to project bolts of electricity - armed with shrapnel grenades - has strange speech pattern, involving his repetition of the last few syllables of his sentences - rebuilt into a Sweep by Unicron in 2005.





SIDESWIPE


Autobot - transforms into a Contach II sports car - twin of Sunstreaker - possesses a rocket pack capable of flight beyond Earth’s atmosphere.





SILVERBOLT


Autobot - Aerialbot commander - transforms into a Concorde - afraid of heights - merges with his fellow Aerialbots into Superion.





SILVERBOLT (BW)


Maximal - Fuzor - transforms into a wolf/eagle hybrid - has great sense of honour and valour - in love with Blackarachnia.





SILVERBOLT (BM)


Maximal - had spark freed from body of Vehicon general, Jetstorm, by Blackarachnia (BM) - still feels guilty about enjoying his time as Jetstorm, as he was free of his code of honour - transforms into a techno-organic eagle - equipped with explosive feather weapons.





SINNERTWIN


Decepticon from 2006 - Terrorcon - resembles a two-headed dragon in Terrorcon mode - merges with his fellow Terrorcons into Abominus.





SIXGUN


Autobot from 2006 - subordinate of Metroplex, forming a tower when he's in city mode - iterrogations specialist.





SIXSHOT


Decepticon from 2007 - the first six-way Transformer - transforms into a tank, an armoured car, a winged wolf, a jet, and a hand-held laser gun.





SKIDS


Autobot - theoretician - transforms into a Honda sports car.





SKULLCRUNCHER


Decepticon from 2007 - Headmaster - resembles a crocodile when transformed - binary- bonded to Nebulan, Grax.





SKUCKZOID


Bumbling alien accomplice of the Decepticons and Qunitessons in 2006.





SKYDIVE


Autobot - Aerialbot - transforms into a jet plane - merges with his fellow Aerialbots into Superion.





SKYFIRE


Oversized Autobot - formerly friends with Starscream, until he was buried in ice while they were exploring Earth four million years before the Ark crashed there, and was then dug out by the Autobots after they crashed and joined their ranks - transforms into a Valkyrie jet fighter.





SKY LYNX


Autobot from 2006 - very vain - vehicle mode is a space shuttle, robot mode is two separate forms: a prehistoric bird and a lynx - helped retrive Metroplex's transformation cog, and aided the rogue Quintesson in repairing the dead Optimus Prime.





SKYWARP


Decepticon - transforms into a jet plane - able to teleport great distances - not particularly intelligent - rebuilt as Cyclonus by Unicron in 2005.





SLAG


Autobot - Dinobot - resembles a triceratops in Dinobot mode - able to breathe fire in this mode - his three horns have also been seen to generate beams of energy - presumed to be second in command of the Dinobots.





SLAG


Adjective - in G1, describing a contemptuous Transformer, eg: "A piece of slag" - in BW, an obscenity, eg: "Eat slag", "That's some cold slag", "Aw, slag", etc.- also; Slagging, Slagged.





SLAMMER


Autobot from 2006 - small subordinate of Metroplex - is a tank; does not transform.





SLINGSHOT


Autobot - Aerialbot - transforms into a jet plane - tends to argue with Silverbolt and his command decisions - merges with his fellow Aerialbots into Superion.





SLUDGE


Autobot - Dinobot - resembles a brontosaurus in Dinobot mode - jungle warrior - specialises in demolitions - can creates shockwaves by stamping his feet.





SLUGFEST


Decepticon from 2006 - one of Soundwave's Spy Cassettes - resembles a Stegosaurus in robot mode.





SLUGSLINGER


Decepticon from 2007 - Targetmaster - transforms into a spacecraft - linked to Nebulan, Caliburst.





SMOKESCREEN


Autobot - transforms into a Datsun ZX Turbo 180 sports car - able to produce a thick cloud of oily smoke in vehicle mode, which can obscure vision and foul up radar systems.





SNAKE


See COBRA Commander





SNAPDRAGON


Decepticon from 2007 - Headmaster - Horrorcon - resembles a dragon in Horrorcon mode, also able to transform into a jet plane - linked to Nebulan, Krunk.





SNARL


Autobot - Dinobot - resembles a stegosaurus in Dinobot mode - obtains power from the solar panels on his spine - shoots energy blasts from tail and nose.





SNOWSTALKER


A white tiger, who is a friend of the Maximal, Tigatron, because he is more tiger than robot, and as such is able to communicate with her - deceased.





SOUNDWAVE


Decepticon communications officer - transforms into a personal cassette player - controls eight spy cassettes - emotionless, talks in a stilted mechanical voice devoid of personality - totally loyal to Megatron/Galvatron - can read minds.





SPACEBRIDGE


Technology developed by the Decepticons to transport Transformers to and from Cybertron - exact process is unknown, presumably mass-energy conversion, or dimensional displacement - was once used by Combaticons to drag Earth into it’s sun - presumably destroyed or disassembled when Autobots reclaimed Cybertron.





SPARK


A Transformer’s life force, or soul, which leaves their body upon the death of said Transformer and joins the Matrix (for an Autobot or Maximal) or the Pit (for a Decepticon or Predacon (BW) ) - compare Lasercore.





SPASMA


Nebulan - one of the ten rulers of the Hive - linked to Decepticon, Apeface.





SPOILSPORT


Rebel Nebulan soldier - linked to Autobot, Sureshot.





SPRINGER


Autobot from 2005 - Triple-Changer - transforms into a helicopter and a futuristic sports car - warrior - in relationship with Arcee.





SPY CASSETTES


Miniature Autobots and Decepticons who act as the subordinates of Blaster and Soundwave respectively, able to transform to the likeness of audio and video cassettes - Decepticons developed technology first, Autobots had copied it by 2005 - cassettes used primarily for spying and reconnaissance, but are also useful in battle.





STARSCREAM


Decepticon Air Commander - transforms into a jet plane - always sought to usurp command of Decepticons from Megatron - almost achieved this in 2005, until Megatron, having been turned into Galvatron by Unicron, killed him - later revealed to have mutagenically indestructible spark, which allowed him to survive after death - reactivated Unicron and had him restore his body, but was lost in the void of deep space - 300 years later, his spark found it’s way to prehistoric Earth where it possessed the Predacon (BW), Waspinator, and led the Predacons against the Maximals, until an Energon explosion forced it back into space.





STASIS POD


Life support craft designed to hold Protoform robot Maximals in suspended animation on long space journeys - the pods on the Axalon were jettisoned before it crashed, and were later recovered by both the Maximals and the Predacons (BW), who were able to reprogram several Maximal protoforms.





STEELJAW


Autobot from 2005- one of Blaster’s spy cassettes - resemble a lion in robot mode.





STRAFE


Autobot from 2006 - Technobot - transforms into a futuristic aircraft - merges with his fellow Technobots into Computron.





STREETWISE


Autobot - Protectobot - transforms into a police car - merges with his fellow Protectobots into Defensor.





STRIKA


Vehicon - consort of Obsidian - was formerly a great Autobot general, and won a thousand battles alongside Obsidian, until Megatron (BM) removed their sparks - transforms into a Cybertronian armoured vehicle - blasted into orbital space by Cheetor (BM) shortly before Cybertron's reformatting.





STUNTICONS


Motormaster, Dragstrip, Wildrider, Breakdown, and Dead End - five Decepticons who were programmed by Vector Sigma to be the first of their kind to transform into land vehicles to challenge the Autobots control of the roads.





STYLOR


Rebel Nebulan strategist - linked to Autobot, Chromedome.





SUB-SECTOR


Term used to distinguish certain areas of prehistoric Earth, as seen in Beast Wars - compare Sector, Grid.





SUNSTREAKER


Autobot - transforms into a Contach I sports car - twin of Sideswipe - very vain and self-centred.





SUPERION


Giant Autobot warrior created when the Aerialbots merge into one - the first Autobot gestalt warrior - was driven insane by Hate Plague in 2006, and mortally wounded Bumblebee.





SUPER-ENERGON


A form of Energon, created from the oil of Carbombya.





SURESHOT


Autobot from 2007 - Targetmaster - transforms into a futuristic sports car - linked to Nebulan, Spoilsport.





SWAFFORD, GREGORY


Human scientist who hates all robots, thanks to an injury inflicted accidentally during a battle between Optimus Prime and Megatron - partners with Doctor Morgan - apparently involved in relationship with Jessica Morgan.





SWEEPS


Decepticons from 2005 - effectively clones of Scourge - formerly the Insecticons, Kickback and Shrapnel - rebuilt by Unicron to follow the commands of Scourge - as time passed, their number increased beyond simply two; this is believed to be a reincarnation of the Insecticons' ability to clone themselves.





SWERVE


Autobot from 2006 - transforms into an armoured vehicle - crushed by Trypticon while defending Ark.





SWINDLE


Decepticon - Combaticon - transforms into a jeep - always interested in making deals and double- crossing others - merges with his fellow Combaticons to form Bruticus.





SWOOP


Autobot - Dinobot - resembles a pterodactyl in Dinobot mode - functions as a bombardier - loaded with missiles under wings.





SYNTHOIDS


Artificial bodies developed by COBRA - in 2006, four Autobots had their minds transferred into Synthoid bodies by Victor Drath and Snake.





TAILGATE


Autobot from 2006 - transforms into a sports car.





TANKORR


Vehicon general - transforms into Cybertronian tank - body holds spark of Maximal, Rhinox - Rhinox's spark later awakened, but retained the belief in technological purity of Cybertron shared by Megatron (BM) - stole Key to Vector Sigma and planned to use its abilities to destroy all organic life on Cybertron - power of Plasma Energy Chamber prevented this - now deceased, spark having joined Matrix.





TARANTULAS


Predacon (BW) - transforms into an oversized spider - gained the ability to transform into a motorcycle when Transmetalised - later revealed to be a traitor to Megatron (BW), as he was actually a member of the Predacon Secret Police - also later proven to have a connection to Unicron (possibly creation or descendant) - killed by Tigerhawk.





TARGETMASTERS


Name given to the Autobots and Decepticons who are linked to Nebulan partners who transform into their weapons.





TANTRUM


Decepticon from 2006 - Predacon - resembles a bull in Predacon mode - very temperamental and rash - merges with his fellow Predacons to form Predaking.





TECHNOBOTS


Scattershot, Afterburner, Lightspeed, Nosecone, and Strafe - quintet of Autobot warriors from 2006, built by Grimlock from components of Unicron's head when he became super-intelligent, following his accidental chewing on some electricity cables - merge into Computron.





TELETRAN ONE


The Ark’s computer - deactivated for four million years, with only its basic defences still running - reactivated in 1984 when Mt. St Hilary erupted - destroyed by Trypticon when he demolished the Ark in 2006.





TELETRAN TWO


An upgraded version of Teletran One, based in Metroplex.





TERRORCONS


Hun-Gurrr, Blot, Cutthroat, Sinnertwin and Rippersnapper - five Decepticon warriors from 2006 who resemble ferocious monsters when they transform - merge into Abominus.





TERROSAUR


Predacon (BW) - transforms into a pterodactyl - sought to usurp command of the Predacons from Megatron (BW) - died by falling into a pit of lava when the Quantum Surge hit prehistoric Earth.





THROTTLEBOTS


Chase, Rollbar, Freeway, Searchlight and Wideload - group of Autobots capable of moving in both robot and vehicle modes with incredible speed - later joined by Goldbug.





THRULL


Planet where Galvatron crash-landed after being thrown out of Unicron by Rodimus Prime in 2005, and was trapped in a pit of plasma-lava, where he slowly went insane until he was recovered by Cyclonus in 2006.





THRUST


Decepticon - transforms into a jet plane - armed with twin concussion rifles - likes to boast, but actually very cowardly, and tends to flee under fire.





THRUST (BM)


Vehicon general - transforms into motorcycle - body holds spark of Predacon (BW), Waspinator - loner, tends to brood - following Cybertron's reformatting, was morphed into a tiny comical wasp.





THUNDERCRACKER


Decepticon - transforms into a jet plane - can create deafening sonic booms - rebuilt as Scourge by Unicron in 2005.





TIGATRON


Maximal - transforms into a white tiger - as a result of a stasis pod malfunction, is more tiger than robot - friends with Snowstalker - later fell in love with Air Razor - killed by the alien Vok - merged his spark with Air Razor’s to become Tigerhawk.





TIGERHAWK


Created when the alien Vok abducted Tigatron and Air Razor and removed their sparks from their bodies, then merged the bodies into one - two Vok possessed the merged body and attacked the Maximals and Predacons, then Tigatron and Air Razor merged their sparks and took back control of the body - later killed by Megatron (BW). 





TORNITRON


Gigantic being of pure energy created by Primacron to be the successor to Unicron -  Primacron’s assistant teamed up with all of the Autobots and Decepticons of small intelligence to battle him - destroyed when Grimlock reversed the polarity of his energy flow.





TORQULON


Planet populated by brilliant medics - Cyclonus brought Galvatron there in an attempt to repair his unhinged mind, which failed - now possibly serves as a prison for the insane Primacron.





TRACKS


Autobot - transforms into a Corvette sports car - able to fly in vehicle mode - can shoot bolts of dark energy - friends with the human, Raoul.





TRAILBREAKER


Autobot - transforms into a camper van - can project personal force field - expert tracker and code-breaker.





TRANSFORMERS


The race of sentient robots created by the Quintessons on their factory planet of Cybertron for sale around the galaxy, who later rebelled and forced the Quintessons off the planet - split into two factions: the heroic Autobots (formerly slave robots) and the evil Decepticons (military robots) who then went to war with each other - war then spread to Earth and Nebulos.





TRANSMETALS


Name given to the Maximals and Predacons who were upgraded and gained three-mode- transformation when the Quantum Surge mutated their superstructures - known Transmetals include: Rattrap, Cheetor, Megatron (BW), Tarantulas, Optimus Primal, Rampage (BW), and Depth Charge.





TRANSMETAL 2’S


Name given to the Maximals and Predacons who were mutated further through an experiment with alien Vok machinery - Cyberraptors were the earliest Transmetal 2 experiments - known Transmetal 2’s include: Cheetor, Blackarachnia, and Dinobot II -  Megatron (BW) and Optimus Primal were also upgraded to similar forms, but this was through the merging of their sparks with those of their ancestors, not through Vok technology. 





TRANSORGANICS


The results of the Quintessons' early experiments to create subservient cybernetic warriors, part organic, part robotic - proved too unstable and were sealed away in a secret sub-sector of Cybertron - Quintessons later tricked Galvatron into releasing them - all but one were presumed destroyed in ensuing conflict - it is possible that the Transorganic technology was recovered and refined into Protoform Technology.





TRANSWARP TECHNOLOGY


Technology developed on Cybertron some time between the end of the Great War and the creation of the Maximals and Predacons (BW) - allows for travel through both space and time.





TRIGGERHAPPY


Decepticon from 2007 - Targetmaster - transforms into a spacecraft - linked to Nebulan, Blowpipe.





TRIPLE-CHANGERS


Name given to the Autobot and Decepticon warriors who have the ability to transform into two Earthen modes - Decepticons were the first to develop such warriors with Astrotrain and Blitzwing - by 2005, Autobots had technology, with Springer - Broadside and Sandstorm joined in 2006, by which time the Decepticons also had Octane, and by 2007, Snapdragon and Apeface.





TRIPREDACUS COUNCIL


Group of three Predacon (BW) Generals who lead the entire Predacon race - operate from a space station in orbit around Cybertron.





TRYPTICON


Massive Decepticon from 2006 - transforms into Decepticon City - resembles a Tyrannosaurus Rex in robot mode - created by the Constructions with help from the Quintessons as an opposite number to the Autobot, Metroplex - responsible for the destruction of the Ark.





ULTRA MAGNUS


Autobot city commander - transforms into a vehicle transporter - became leader of the Autobots in 2005 after the death of Optimus Prime - killed by Galvatron and the Sweeps not long after, but restored to life by Wreck-Gar and the Junkions - became second-in-command when Rodimus Prime became leader - it is unclear, but he may have formerly been Dion, and was rebuilt into Ultra Magnus by Alpha Trion, following his murder at the hands of Megatron.





UNICRON


Monstrous Transformer able to transform into a mechanical planet - built by Primacron - rebelled against his creator, maiming him, and escaped into space - consumed any other planets in his path by converting their mass into energy - arrived at Cybertron in 2005, to eat the planet, and carry out the purpose Primacron had built him for - transformed Megatron, Thundercracker, Skywarp, and the Insecticons into Galvatron, Scourge, Cyclonus, and the Sweeps and the armada respectively - destroyed when Rodimus Prime opened the Matrix inside him - had cranial unit reactivated by Starscream’s ghost - was thrown into space by an explosion after restoring Starscream’s body - deactivated by Strafe a few months later.





VECTOR SIGMA


Spherical supercomputer located at the centre of Cybertron which programs new Transformers with their personalities - has since had its circuits merged with Alpha Trion - see also Key to Vector Sigma.


Note: Vector Sigma is presently functioning as the core of the supercomputer known as the Oracle, guiding Optimus Primal (BM) and his Maximals in their way to restoring organic life to Cybertron.





VEHICONS


Mindless drones created by Megatron (BM) from the bodies of Transformers he extracted the sparks from - created in shapes of tanks, jets and cycles - each of these armies headed by Tankorr, Jetstorm, and Thrust (BM) - Obsidian and Strika later joined ranks, with drones in their image too.





VOK


Race of omnipotent alien beings, composed entirely out of energy - conducted evolutionary experiments on prehistoric Earth, and attempted to kill the Maximals and Predacons (BW) for interfering - have many sites on prehistoric Earth which allow them to monitor it - see also Golden Disc (Alien), Metalhunter Bases, Nexus Zero, and Tigerhawk.





VORATH


Nebulan - one of the ten rulers of the Hive - linked to Decepticon, Mindwipe.





VORTEX


Decepticon - Combaticon - transforms into a helicopter - able to create powerful wind vortexes in vehicle mode - merges with his fellow Combaticons into Bruticus.





WARPATH


Autobot - transforms into a tank - youthful and full of energy - sometime acts without thinking, and makes so much noise that he is a very noticeable target.





WASPINATOR


Predacon (BW) - transforms into an oversized wasp - speaks in a strange buzzing dialect - armed with a missile launcher - remained on prehistoric Earth when the Maximals took Megatron (BW) back to Cybertron, and was worshipped as a god by proto-humans - proto-humans grew tired of Waspinator's bumbling nature, and renounced him - Waspinator then somehow flew back to Cybertron, where he had his spark extracted by Megatron (BM) and inserted into body of Vehicon general, Thrust (BM).





WEB WORLD


See Torqulon.





WEIRDWOLF


Decepticon from 2007 - Headmaster - resembles a wolf when transformed - linked to Nebulan, Monzo.





WHEELIE


Youthful Autobot from 2005 - transforms into a futuristic vehicle - speaks in an annoying rhyming dialect - was the only survivor when his ship crashed on Quintessa, and spent years hiding from the Quintessons, until he befriended the Dinobots and left the planet with them, Kup and Hot Rod.





WHEELJACK


Autobot - transforms into a Lancia sports car - armed with shoulder-mounted magnetic inducer - inventor, although his inventions rarely work the way they are supposed to - died during the Battle of Autobot City.





WILDRIDER


Decepticon - Stunticon - transforms into a sports car - loves to speed and cause destruction on the road - merges with his fellow Stunticons to form Menasor.





WINDCHARGER


Autobot - transforms into a sports car - able to generate powerful magnetic fields using his arms as opposite poles - died during the Battle of Autobot City.





WINGSPAN


Decepticon Clone from 2007 - resembles an eagle in alternate mode.





WITWICKY, CARLY


Girlfriend of Spike Witwicky - by 2005, married Spike, and had son, Daniel Witwicky - maiden name unknown.





WITWICKY, DANIEL


Son of Carly and Spike Witwicky - friends with Hot Rod - while Spike was engaged in the conflict with Unicron in 2005, Daniel formed a strong bond with Arcee, who took care of him throughout the Battle of Autobot City, and to whom he was later linked.





WITWICKY, SPARKPLUG


Father of Spike Witwicky - he and Spike met the Autobots when they saved the oil rig they were working on from the Decepticons - stayed with the Autobots to learn more about Cybertron technology and offer his knowledge of Earth to them.





WITWICKY, SPIKE


Son of Sparkplug Witwicky, husband of Carly, and father of Daniel - first met the Autobots when they saved him and his father from the Decepticons - became the Autobots trusted friend - once had his brain patterns implanted in Autobot X - by 2005, Spike married Carly, and they had a son, Daniel, and Spike became Earthen ambassador for Cybertron - during the conflict on Nebulos, Spike helped Cerebros build Fortress Maximus, and became linked to Cerebros also.





WRECK-GAR


Autobot from 2005 - Junkion - transforms into a motorcycle - talks in a nonsensical language, made up of sound bites from various TV shows and commercials - able to reconstruct himself if damaged.





ZARAK, LORD


Evil Nebulan - leader of the Hive - linked to Scorponok - shares Galvatron’s ideal of becoming ruler of the universe.





ZEEBOP SCANDIA


Inhabitant of Eurythmia - knows part of the Harmony.
