"Recognizing Technical Language"


Contexts might include sports activities, at work, on the computer, or hobbies.
Explain to students that Internet jargon is a good example of technical language that we have incorporated into our everyday language. A few years ago, words like e-mail, web browser, screen names, and instant messenger either did not exist or had entirely different meanings when used by the general population. Other examples of technical language may include football jargon, tennis jargon, or medical jargon. Remind students that some of their classmates may be unfamiliar with some types of technical language. They may have to define their terms so that their classmates will understand them.
         Linguistic: Jargon is sometimes essential, sometimes unnecessary. Students should realize that as professions become increasingly specialized, people are hearing more and more technical language. Encourage students to develop a critical ear for the correct use of Jargon.

         Activity: Have students bring to class a piece of writing that relies upon jargon to convey information. Suggest to them that legal documents, computer manuals, literature about sound equipment or automobiles, and rock music reviews may all fall into this category. Have them choose a short Passage from their selection and rewrite it in words that an average person would understand. Invite students to read their two passages to the class. Ask the class to evaluate the translations. DISCUSS with students under what circumstances jargon is necessary. 
Real World Application:

         How We Really Speak: Point out that casual conversations are full of the sort of problems that impede powerful speech.

         Activity: Have students record a conversation with friends or family. A car ride, family dinner, or coffee break at work might make suitable occasions. (Make sure that students ask permission to use a recording device before starting the project.) Have them listen to the tape carefully and transcribe a page of speech that includes problems such as fillers, fragments, and ungrammatical constructions. In class, have students form groups and ask them to share their excerpts. In a general discussion, ask students to analyze the speech problems they typically found and to identify those that were most harmful to effective communication.

· Will discuss world, national, state, local, and sports news and will tie the news events to the communications process associated with Ch. 4.2

Classroom Design:

· Put students into appropriate groups.











Interdisciplinary Lesson:

         Science: The study of how animals communicate is part of the larger field of ethology. Point out that although other species lack our intellectual capacity and the sophisticated oral vocabulary accompanying it, many compensate with a repertoire of scent and body language that leaves humans far behind.

         Activity: Ask students to research the means of communication practiced by one species of animal. Have them determine the importance of communication among individuals of the species, the type of information conveyed, and a typical “vocabulary list” of sounds or gestures. Encourage students to provide audiovisual aids to illustrate their findings and ask them to present their research to the class. Discuss with students the role of communication among species other than humankind.

	Chapter 4: Discovering the Power of Oral Language 



Chapter 4 is about the choices we make when using oral language. Each language system, often referred to as a code, has its own rules, sounds, symbols, and structures. This chapter describes the characteristics of a language system—meaning, vocabulary, structure, grammar, and sound—and explains how each characteristic influences the messages you send. With an understanding of language's characteristics and personal and cultural implications, we can use strategies to improve our effectiveness as communicators. The second section of the chapter describes power language as clear, interesting, and effective language that is appropriate for the specific context. Appropriate use of language requires that the speaker have a thorough understanding of the five basic levels of usage—formal, technical, standard, informal, and ungrammatical—and the standards that apply to each level. The power language process also includes an understanding of the five functions of oral language and how to use them to their fullest extent. Examples of troublesome and powerless language conclude the chapter.

(D) use effective strategies to organize and outline presentations;

(E) use information effectively to support and clarify points in presentations;

(G) prepare and use visual or auditory aids, including technology, to enhance presentations;

(J) prepare, organize, and participate in an informative or persuasive group discussion for an audience;

(K) make individual presentations to inform, persuade, or motivate an audience;

(L) participate in question and answer sessions following presentations;

(M) apply critical-listening strategies to evaluate presentations; and

(N) evaluate effectiveness of his/her own presentation.
