Entry Packet - Important Notes 

***NOTE: All wording in bold/italics reflect changes outlined and passed by the
 
TLBAA Board of Directors at its meeting held in Fort Worth, Texas, on June 6, 2008.
 
These changes will be incorporated into the newest version of the Offical Handbook.
 

Membership Requirement
 
Owners of cattle must be in good standing with TLBAA in order to participate in the
 
show. Please include a copy ofyour TLBAA Registration Certificate for each entry.
 
The designation "pending" is not acceptable as a registration number.
 

Grooming 
Exhibitors must wear western attire, long sleeve shirt or long sleeve blouse with collar 
and cuffs and pants or skirt with boots, while exhibiting cattle in the show ring. (Western 
hats may be worn if desired). Baseball caps, tennis shoes, and scotch combs are 
prohibited in the show ring. 

Grooming ofAnimals 
Exhibitors re encouraged to show their animals in a neat and clean condition. Washing, 
brushing, combing and trimming of excess hair are permitted. Hair must be brushed 
down and smooth without the use ofadhesives, aerosol sprays or agents that deter from 
the animal's natural appearance. The tail switch is to be long andfull without 
trimming or docking, and no balling, teasing or back combing ofthe tail switch is 
allowed~ Specifically prohibited are: (a) the use of grooming chutes and/or generators to 
aid in the clipping of hair on the premises of show locations; (b) the sanding, oiling and 
polishing ofhorns; © polishing ofhooves; (d) use ofneck sweats. Violations of these 
rules will be grounds for removal from competition by show management and forteiture 
of all fees. Sprays or concentrates specifically formulated and sold as fly and/or insect 
inhibitor or prohibitor are allowed to be applied to the hair. Show sheen administered 
from a pump spray bottle will be permitted. 

Alteration of Physical Features 
Alteration ofan animals's appearance by cosmetic and/or surgical changes are deemed 
unethical and will be grounds for disqualification from the show. Some examples are, 
but not limited to, the weighting ofhoms, banding, surgical altering of the navel, dewlap 
or other skin areas, surgically altering knees or hocks, or injecting any substance under 
the skin or into any muscle (Le.: steroids or growth implants ofany kind). 
Bull Classes 
All bulls competing are shown at halter WITH A NOSE LEAD. All bulls over 12 
months must use neck ties or neck straps when secured in stall Handlers must be 18 
years or older and/or in the TLBT Senior Showmanship Division to show bulls in Classes 
27-29 and Produce of Dam/Get of Sire classes if a Class 27-29 bull(s) is/are entered. All 
youth may show Class 26 and under.

Health Requirements 
Because of the cattle that arrive from out of state, the State of Texas requires the 
following for ALL animals: (a) health certificate, and (2) brucellosis test for females over 
18 months ofage. Results of pregnancy test must be listed on health certificate.
