Eligibility Criteria:

1. Any Polynesian Student attending a Utah High School graduating in May / June 2007.
2. Polynesian Ancestry must be verified by Parents.
3. Students must enroll in college or trade school in Fall 2007.
Selection Criteria (Weighting):

1. Academics  (40 Points Possible)
2. Student Activities (10 Points Possible)
3. Community Service – Involvement (10 Points Possible)
4. Special Awards and Honors - Academic & Athletic Achievements (10 Points Possible)
5. Personal Motivation and Eagerness to Learn (10 Points Possible)
6. Personal Commitment to Serve Utah’s Polynesian Community (10 Points Possible)
7. Letters of Recommendation (10 Points Possible)
8. Bonus Points for Students whose parent (s) or grandparent (s) graduated from Kahuku High School (5 Points Possible)

1. Complete this application and attach a copy of your high school transcript.
2. Ask two non-family members to fill out the Letters of Recommendation; at least one recommendation must be from a teacher, counselor or other member of your high school faculty.
