· Plato, through the character of Socrates, reveals a theory of forms and particulars.  This form is a perfect ideal state such as roundness as opposed to an orange, beauty as opposed to a flower; he argued that forms existed in idea separate of occurrences of the form.  Socrates argues in his conversations that to know instances and only instances is to have opinion and not knowledge, whereas knowledge of the forms gives a better grasp of reality: You can’t act justly if you only see just acts, for then you don’t know what justice is beyond what you see and can only act in imitation.

· Kierkegaard proposes that people are what must become and act out of necessity.  He says that God is the possibility of all realities, as He is the creator of all things.  To come unto God and be aware that one is a self, dependent on God, is to come into being or actuality; what can be and what must be combine to make what is.

·  Plato’s allegory of the cave.  Plato illustrates to know the forms (light) and know them different from what we see (shadows) is to have a good grasp of reality.
