As you can see we are over what we have in the bank but we have our prudent reserves, which are not in that total. We discussed the CD and we will be getting it in the present Treas. name so if we need to use it we can access it. The CD matures Jan 4, 2013. The total on the CD is $1682.70. We also have $1000.00 as our prudent other reserve.

We discussed the two outstanding Motions that have not been fully paid out yet. The one Motion for $1000.00 to get us reinstated with 501c3 status. We have spent $213.75 so far and still have $768.25 left. We had a Motion for $100 to purchase a Quicken program but the Treas. said he had a copy that we could have so we will consider that fulfilled.

 We had a long discussion on what happened and why we lost our 501c3 status. We also had a lengthy discussion on why we have not had a better form of record keeping. The present Treas. agreed that we had not been on top of our finances and would make sure that the RSC got a full reporting of all income and expenses that we incur. The present body seemed to be satisfied with what they had received in the last 2 quarters and we moved on.

 The Treas did say he would try and get our numbers into Quicken so we can pass on our bookwork in a better format. 

 We discussed the Proposal that was referred to us. We looked at the parts that we felt we could implement into our format at the beginning of the Finance Comm. We felt that could answer any of the issues in the proposal and will do so at the next Comm. meetings. We understand what the proposal was asking and hope to satisfy those issues.    

The Treas reported what our present estimated expenses would be to cover our bills for one year. This does not include the Convention or RD/Rd alt. expenses.

If we did not depend on the Convention to fund our expenses the Areas and Groups would have to foot the bill. 

We have 10 Areas, which would break down to 535.00 per year, 133.75 per quarter. 

or

We have 141 Groups, which would break down to 38.00 per year, 9.50 per quarter. 

These are just numbers to think about when we vote on money Motions. So far the Convention has done a good job of funding our RSC expenses.  

It was reported by Cedar Lakes that we had 466 members registered in the Fall Convention. We took in $7210.00. Which are 360 members paying the full $20. So we missed about 100 members give or take a few. I know we have some members paying for one or two days but a hundred? So, if we got everyone to pay registration we would bring in $9320.00. Which is $2110.00 short. That doesn’t even take into account all the folks that don’t stay on the grounds. I hear we had more than 500 people in the Sat. night speaker meeting. That would make it $10,000.00.

 I think as Treas. we need to discuss how to better make it clear that we do not make any money on the packages and need all members to please pay registration. I believe we need to not be so easy to let people pay what they want and let them know what the charge is. I have been at the table when it was said, “Its $20 but if you don’t have it we will take whatever you can give. If the Convention is our paycheck we need to get as much out of it as we can.
