Greater Than Ourselves Area Chairperson;


We, the Metro Valley Area Service committee of N.A. are writing in an effort to inform your area of the basis of our decision on the most recent P. R. presentation held in the Metro Valley Area.  We hope that by informing you of the principles upon which our conscience was made will help you with your service efforts in the future.  We hope you will find personal growth, understanding, and empathy in the following.

During our discussion in our PR subcommittee about participating in the Gay Pride event held in Charleston on June 7th, 2009, we consulted the Twelve Traditions of N.A. to base our almost unanimous decision not to participate.  Starting with Tradition 12 we found that “In our personal recovery, we seek to replace self-will with the guidance of a Higher Power in our personal affairs.”  Also, “The principle of NA unity comes before the fulfillment of our personal wishes.”  “As groups and as a fellowship, we have no opinions on anything but the NA program itself.”  And, “Anonymity guides our fellowship’s interactions in society.” 

Next in Tradition 11 we felt,” To gain public goodwill and attract addicts to our meetings, all we need to do is clearly and simply describe the Narcotics Anonymous program. We need neither fanfare, overblown claims, nor celebrity endorsements to build our public relations. The primary purpose of our public relations efforts is to tell the story of Narcotics Anonymous and what our program offers to the still-suffering addict.”

“Tradition 10 restricts NA, as a fellowship, from stating opinions on outside issues.”… “According to Tradition 10, is that our groups and our fellowship take no position, pro or con, on any issues except the NA program itself.” “... we absolutely can avoid any controversies which might arise from groups or the fellowship taking positions on issues entirely outside the scope of our program.  Tradition 10 is supremely practical. The only issue upon which our fellowship is willing to publicly stake its reputation is the NA program itself. We talk about what we do, neither supporting nor opposing what anyone else does. We are what we are.”

Then in Tradition 6, we saw that, “Humility reminds us of NA’s role in society. We do not, … have any other purpose in society than to carry the NA message, it may be tempting to think of other good things we might do in the world or for each other if we extended our focus or closely allied ourselves with a wide range of related facilities or outside enterprises. These grandiose dreams serve only to divert us from our primary purpose. Because our message is also our identity, we take care not to confuse it with the beliefs or literature of other organizations,”

“The 4th Tradition guides us away from self-centeredness by giving us the freedom to act responsibly as groups. While autonomy gives us certain freedoms, it also implies responsibility for our actions and for the continued well-being of NA. Our groups exercise its autonomy in a responsible way when it takes care to consider the common welfare of the fellowship as a whole before it acts.” 

As you can see, we deliberated much to arrive at our decision to not participate in the Gay Pride event on June 7th, 2009. We felt that with so many traditions being discussed that there was a strong possibility of a violation of them. We have always believed that spiritual principles are never in conflict of one another and the Twelve Traditions of NA are not negotiable.  Our group conscience was guided by a loving God rather than on personal opinion or ego. We believe that our spiritual conscience of our group will never contradict any of our traditions.

The Metro Valley Area Service Committee statement of purpose and procedure clearly states the geographic boundaries which were set for Metro Valley to provide services and focus their efforts on as outlined in The Guide to Local Service.  The boundaries of Metro Valley Area are from Big Chimney to the north, Nitro in the west, The Southridge Mall in the south and Montgomery to the east. Clearly by this outline one can tell that downtown Charleston is within Metro Valley’s boundaries. Per the Guide to Local Service; “Clear area boundaries help each ASC understand its responsibilities and assure that NA services are delivered consistently. If a call for service comes from a particular location, there is no question whose job it is to answer that call.”  A second decision was made during the P R sub-committee on May 30th, 2009 to ask the Greater Than Ourselves Area not to participate in the Gay Pride event on June 7th, 2009 and directed the PR Chairperson to contact the GTO P R Chairperson to ask that they not participate as well. The PR chairperson called directly after ASC and advised GTO’s P R Chairperson of Metro Valley’s decision.  Also the P R sub-committee directed the RCM to contact the Regional P R Chairperson to withhold regional property from being used at this event. As was witnessed and viewed, the GTO P R sub-committee participated anyway.  We feel that our group conscience was not heard and Tradition 1 was not even considered by these actions.  We would hope that spiritual principles and unity will prevail and we ask that in the future that you would invite a loving God to help you in your service efforts.

This past quarter has been a relatively quiet one in the North Central Area, with a couple exceptions.  At the June ASC meeting, the Literature Committee was dissolved.  It was decided that in the future an ad hoc committee or work group will be formed to review new literature and someone who is interested and willing to do the work will be the “single point of accountability” chair of that committee.  Our former chair failed to workshop the two new IPs: “Keeping It and Giving It Away” and” In Times of Illness.”

One of our groups may fold due to having only one home group member (for a long time now – months I believe) and poor attendance.  This group has one meeting a week, on Wednesdays at noon.  A decision will be made soon.

Also at the June ASC, one of the groups asked for help.  It seems that the treasurer had kept or couldn’t or didn’t account for $600.00 of 7th Tradition money.  This group had not been represented at ASC for many months.  A relative newcomer with about 100 days clean kept a record of all collections for a month or so – this group has two meetings a week.  He was voted in as GSR and asked the ASC for suggestions.  Basically, he was told that the group needed to get a new treasurer and to confront the treasurer in a loving way about the money and to let it go if the money was never returned.  In the end, they had a group conscience (which treasurer failed to attend) and elected a new treasurer.  They decided not to confront the old treasurer, but told him when he next came to the meeting that a new treasurer had been elected.  He accepted the group’s decision.

Another group asked for help with declining attendance due to two long time group members not participating much anymore due to group service fatigue (my term) and one of these two people driving people away from meetings because of personality issues.

A group member of another group approached me personally and asked me to help with a perceived problem with group leadership.  I attended that meeting two weeks in a row and sat with the group for awhile after the meeting.  My goal was to get the issues out in the open.  I didn’t have to do much.  Just my presence there allowed the group members to raise their concerns to the “permanent” chair and co-chair.  After that discussion, the group come together and planned some activities.  After that 2nd meeting, I stayed behind and talked to the chair so I could understand his point of view.  To help this group out gave me a great deal of personal satisfaction.

Nonetheless, we were able to provide over $617,000 in free or subsidized literature to members around the world on your behalf in the first ten months of this fiscal year.

Effective 1 July 2009 the cost of translated versions of the first portion of the Basic Text will be $7.50, and literature from WSO Europe will be priced in Euros.

This is a unique opportunity to celebrate both our recovery and our diversity. It seems that the meeting has not been represented at the ASC meeting for some time and the Area had decided to remove them from the RSC portion of the meeting schedule under the FANA heading. After some discussion the MANA RCM asked if they could have them and the Day report meeting added to a new heading along with their meetings which would read “Lewisburg Meetings”. Discussion ranged from the autonomy of that group and their desire to be put anywhere without their permission, to the need for all of the Lewisburg meetings to be in one area for unity sake. The RCM from MANA Area submitted a Motion: That all the meetings in Lewisburg including the new Day Report Center meeting be put together under “Lewisburg” section and they would be responsible to the PR committee about any changes. This is a paraphrase of the Motion since I cannot find the original. We discussed it for some time and voted 7 for and 4 against. Motion passed and Shayne said he would work on it.  
The RSC Policy was discussed. It states that to be on the schedule the Group has to send a letter to the RSC and request to be added. Since the FANA Area had asked to remove them and the Group had not sent a letter to be added as a loner group the Chair ruled that the meeting would be removed and until we heard from that group we would leave it as it is. A side note: A member of the Lewisburg meeting that we decided to remove called the PR Chair after we all closed and asked to not be removed from the FANA Area section since they do now have a GSR and will be attending the upcoming ASC. This was addressed at the end of RSC on Sunday and the meeting will remain on the schedule as is. 

 We moved on to the PR presentation that was done at the Gay Pride Day in Charleston. The GTO Area was the host so their RCM reported on it. They reported some problems were addressed and that they had received a letter from the METRO Area concerning their objection to GTO crossing their geographic boundaries and other issues. I will add a copy of the letter at the end of this report. Both Areas and members present all had a chance to voice their pros and cons about this issue and hopefully the RCM’s will be giving a more detailed report back at their ASC meetings. A few of the things that came from discussion were, we need to allow the Area that gets a PR presentation request outside of their service boundaries to pass that on to the Area that it covers and to respect the geographic boundaries that an Area sets for themselves. The service literature asks us to do that and we need to use it as a guide to promote unity and not disunity. We moved on after it was brought up that we had a lot of business and a small amount of time left. I asked the Phoneline Chair if we could have some of their time and he obliged so we moved on.
The FANA Area brought up a presentation at the Mercer Co. Day Report Center on Tues. Sept.8th. It will include officers of the court and other community members that come in contact with addicts. We agreed to do this and will work out the details with Beverly. We will present a money motion for $200 to restock the PR Lit. inventory at the RSC. 
We discussed a presentation along with H&I at the regional jail in Logan on July 29th. The H&I Chair will let us know about when and where we need to meet after he makes the contact and sets up the details. It will be the same thing we did in the jail at Barboursville with GTO. It’s kind of a Job Fair for those inmates that are soon to be released.
We moved on to the display. It seems we need some policy or guidelines to help us understand who can use, what constitutes the use, how they can acquire it and why we have a PR display. It was suggested that we create a working group to discuss this issue and bring back suggestion for this policy. So, Rocco, Frank, Bert, Cooper, Jamie and Erica were appointed and will bring back their input to the next committee meeting. 
We read thru the minutes and the billboard was readdressed. At the last meeting we asked members to bring in suggested art work to use on the billboard. It seems no one had any to offer. A few members suggested that we use the NA card that’s used in our PR work or the PR poster. I will take both to the sign company and report back what we can use. I suggested that we also take the billboard art work that the Ohio region used. I will take all 3 and see what will be the simplest and most compatible. It was brought up that we are getting this as a PSA and should let them decide what would be the least cost to them since they are footing the bill for copy and color. 
The web site was next in line. The GTO Area had brought a Motion in the beginning of RSC and it was forwarded to our committee. It read: That the MRSCNA Public Relations subcommittee develops a plan for potential transfer of management of the MRSCNA web page and that all supporting technologies be legally maintained in the name of MRSCNA. Intent: To anticipate and plan for consistency in management of the MRSCNA web page.   
We also need to create some policy on who is allowed to make changes to the web meeting schedule. As it stands, the RCM’s are the only ones who are allowed to call or email Shayne with any changes, so let your Areas know, so there won’t be any confusion until we get something in the policy. 

The schedule was passed around and RCM’s made changes or gave Shayne the list of changes to their Area meeting section. We will have a cut-off date for any changes on July 18th so we can get them to the printer. We will also be adding the new Area, JAFA (Just Another Foothills Area) to the schedule. 

I want to thank all the members who were there and part of all the discussion process. I hope we can always be flexible and open-minded to discussion.
