Hello Family,

Shell Juvenile facility beside the western regional jail.  More will be revealed on this possibility at a later date.

If anyone is interested please contact Ann C., our H&I chair, and she will be happy to point you in the right direction of that facilities panel leader.  Our area has a clean time requirement of six months in order to participate in H&I, but you may go into the facility to observe with 60 days clean please make members in your area aware of this. 

The yearly orientation at WRJ was done in March. Members are now required to carry I.D. badges. We were also informed that WRJ does provide inmates with NA literature through the library system. Members going into the jail, at least those going into the women’s facility are allowed to go into the library and carry out literature to give to the females. Also if anyone has any old “Reaching Out” booklets that they would like to donate, the females at the jail really appreciate those a lot. The worse thing we can do in NA service is to send first time addict to a meeting that doesn’t happen. That window only opens for a very small time and we need to be their to help them through it. I even screwed and left a GTO meeting on the list I sent to Capitol Paging. As luck would have it someone called the helpline and got that info. She did get to the right meeting and informed them of the mistake. Dave then called me and I sent them the right info right then.


I was also informed that in all my sending new lists to Capitol Paging that I had left off the out of Regions contact numbers. I then updated the list with that info and sent that to Capitol Paging .


So her where we are now. If the new info is correct the webpage is as right as it has been in awhile. I sent new copies to everyone I could think of in the region and Capitol Paging. For the rest of my time as PI chair I will keep the master list updated and then give a copy to the web servant, the phoneline   chair and the hard copy servant. All new changes will be send to the PI chair only. .I will then update the master list and check the web page and the hard copy to see if all three match That way we can avoid this mess again.

Phone Line – Candie B., Chair

Capital paging reports approximately 12-20 calls a day are received seeking meeting information. Calls received where the caller needs to speak to an addict 1-6 calls a day.   It was discussed that this number seems odd. The phone line chair has agreed to ask for a call log for one week be sent via computer to check this information during the next quarter. 

During the last quarter a Mike contacted the phone line chair regarding a pager problem that was happening. He picked up a statewide call that belonged to his area and his pager failed to go off on an area level. Mike first handled the call and then called the phone line chair to discuss the problem. I contacted Capital Paging and found that the pager needed resetting. By contacting the phone line chair immediately we were able to fix the problem within a few days. It could have been fixed even faster but it happened on a weekend.   I would like to send a thanks to Mike for handling the problem the way that he did and I ask that of anyone else is experiencing problem please contact or have the phone line chair paged. 

Changes to the phone line list were made during the subcommittee meeting and copies were sent with the ASRs that were present. Any ASRs that have not received an updated copy of the phone line list please contact the phone line chair. 

METRO’s ASR, Rocco, asked to change their pager partner from METRO and SCURNA; GTO and NANA. To METRO and NANA; GTO and SCURNA. they are requesting a change to make the system more efficient. METRO is located closer to NANA than they are to SCURNA. As a group conscience we all agreed that changing the area’s partners would be a more efficient way of handling pager service. The phone line chair has agreed to call Capital Paging and change current partners to METRO and NANA; GTO and SCURNA.

1) Issue of getting liability insurance to cover any NA member at an NA meeting, having been tabled to groups, was brought to the floor.  Groups in general seemed to favor the idea, but there were questions.  When would new groups be covered?  Would addicts abuse the insurance coverage for personal gain?  Maybe only registered groups should be covered? Or groups that are listed on the meeting list?

Insurance Companies need to tell us who and what is covered and the cost.  Can a group get a rider through the church they meet in?

2) There was a long discussion about the convention committee and its relationship with the MRSCNA.  The general consensus wasthat the convention committee should not become a separate entity from the region.

3) The 501c3 status might be jeopardized because we (are or were) late with our fee.  We are on a dropped list by the IRS.  We need to find out what we owe and get it paid.  Dave H. will look into this.

4) Shayne is gathering copies of  regional subcommittee minutes.

5) We should take an inventory of our effectiveness.

6) Wes’s quote was $1200 for 2 conventions and 4 quarterly regional meetings.

7) Motions made that “MRSCNA purchase a blanket general liability policy for the entire regional fellowship, not to exceed $2500/yr.   Intent would cover all NA members at any function of our regional fellowship.  Motion tabled to groups.
