-Ag. goes to Troy to avenge the abduction 


of   his brother’s wife.





-Ag. unwilling to risk the censure of the army and under pressure from the other commanders sacrifices his daughter.





-Clytem. enraged at Iphigenia’s death plans 


Ag. murder








-At his homecoming Ag. walks on the tapestries persuaded by the flattery of his wife.








-Cassandra, captured in war, falls victim through Ag’s lust and folly to Clytemnestra’s hatred.











-Ag. is murdered by his wife in revenge for the murder of his daughter.





-Zeus sends Ag. to Troy to avenge the


insult to him (Zeus the God of Guests)


and punish the hubris of Troy.





- Artemis angry at the impending slaughter of innocents at Troy (The Hare) becalms the fleet and  demands the sacrifice of Iphigenia.








-Clytemnestra used as an instrument of Justice by the Gods





-Clytem. becomes the embodiment of peitho


(Persuasion) who is the daughter of atê (Ruin).





-Apollo enraged by Cass. Rejection of him has brought her to Argos to be murdered as punishment








-The Fury, the embodiment of the Curse of the House, accomplishes justice by slaying Ag. for his hubris at Troy and for slaying his daughter





-Troy punished


for hubris





-Ag. demented by atê


(Ruin) and compelled by ananke (Necessity (The curse on the House of Atreus) performs the sacrifice.





-For the murder of his child and his violence at Troy and his violation of the altars of the Gods, Ag, has to die.





-Ag. commits further hubris and thus invites ruin





Cassandra draws aside the veil separating the two planes. She reveals the action of the Curse on the House of Atreus. Sees clearly she is victim of Apollo, and that  Clytemnestra and Ag. are his agents for her punishment

KOROS=excess of wealth/military success/good fortune (  HUBRIS=arrogance/pride/contempt for the Gods  ( ATE=ruin/ downfall, helped by Peitho
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
