Unit Lesson #4 - Responses to Colonization

State Standard:

1SS-P6.
Analyze patterns of change during the nineteenth century era of imperialism from varied perspectives with emphasis on:


PO 4.
The immediate and long-term responses by people under colonial rule.

Objectives and Expectations for Learning:

Students will compare and discriminate both the positive and negative impacts Colonization on Imperialist Countries as well as the impacts of Imperialist Countries on the area being colonized.  The Sepoy Rebellion will be used as an example to demonstrate and define colonization in India using the British Empire as the Imperialist Country.

The students will cooperatively debate an academic controversy with part of the class defending early British Colonization in India and the other part defending Indian Nationalism or reformation of their British rule.  Students will need to cooperatively take turns actively listening to each other, paraphrasing each other's ideas, as well as contribute ideas and brainstorming to achieve reasonable and valid responses.

Anticipatory Set:

Pair up each student.  Students may be paired by past academic achievement, interests, or by other means.  Together each student will write down why colonization is a good thing in India and also why they think India would oppose the British Rulings of their homeland.  Students may use each other, notes, classroom books, or any other available, but reliable, sources for their answers.  

Direct Instruction:

Present the attached information regarding the Effects of Imperialism on Colonial Powers/Colonies.

Hand out to each student a sheet either supporting India or the British.  See the Attached Teacher Notes.

Guided Practice:

Walk around the class making sure that the learning is observable.  If groups are struggling to complete the task, give them a little assistance or have them go back one step.  Ask students to summarize back some of the information they have gained or address questions they may have.

Closure:


Ask class as a whole if any of the two groups, the British or India's group, is right or wrong with their ideas at either rebellion or colonization.  Ask the class if another country came in and wanted to impose their rules upon us, would we let them?  Should others let us?

Established industries, furthered agriculture, and developed natural resources

Trained people with new skills and provided employment

Constructed educational and health facilities
+
Attempted to stop native warfare as well as barbaric practices

Introduced Western Culture: Christianity, democracy, and modern science
+
Trained colonies in the ideas of government
NEGATIVE EFFECTS OF IMPERIALISM ON COLONIES
-
Drained wealth from the area
-
Only emphasized mineral and agricultural production, and discouraged colonial manufacturing

-
Required long hours of work with very little pay

-
Discriminated against native people and degraded the culture

-
Introduced new diseases

-
Imperial countries were often known as the native oppressors

You are a supporter of the British rule in India.

While exploring territory in Asia, you discovered land that could be used nicely and that you could maybe make some money off of.  This land is India.  You have set up a company that will produce goods as well as ship goods out of the country for you to sell or use to manufacture more goods.  You can hire natives of the area to work for your company for less money then your own people would work for you.  You just need to give the supplies and the people in the area will do the work for you.

Over the past couple years you notice that those working for you in India are becoming upset.  You think everything is fine and that you are treating them fairly.  Suddenly, they want to rebel against you and kick your people out of their country.  You are being given a chance to defend what you are doing.  If you persuade the audience, you will be allowed to continue doing business as normal.  If you lose against a group that feels you have over stayed your welcome, you must leave or either make massive changes in the way you conduct business.

You are a supporter of rebellion in India against the British.

Many years ago you were at your home with your family enjoying life.  Then all of a sudden a group came in with news ideas about how you should live and how the land you’ve been living on should be used.  This new group is the British Empire.  They have revolutionary ideas that will bring more money through your country.  So you as well as most of your friends go off to work for them.

Over the next couple years you grow extremely dissatisfied with the way you are being treated at this job.  Your bosses disagree with your religious practices and they make it known daily.  They even begin to supply you with materials that according to your religion are made from animals that are supposed to be sacred.  And most importantly, the work is not worth the pay.

Here is your chance!  The company you work for is the East India Company, they are having a meeting today and they are allowing anyone who works in the company to voice their opinions of what has gone wrong and what should change.  If you win this debate, the company will be forced to either change the way they do business by allowing workers like you to work in high positions that make decisions or leave your community.  If you lose, you will be forced to remain at the job until you retire.

Here are examples you may use in your argument:

India’s Rebellion Against British

-India’s people do not get to determine their laws or ways of living

-Poor pay for working in the East India Company owned by the British

-British do not respect Muslim or Hindu religions

-Gave native workers supplies made of religiously sacred animals

TEACHER NOTES

1- Begin with groups of two students.  The groups will consist of two members.  For this assignment you may place a student with the highest grade in the class with the lowest, the second highest with the second lowest, and so on.


Questions:
Why is it good?  Why is it bad?




How does it make you feel?




How would you feel if you were on the opposite side?

2- After students have reached their own answers, review the attached notes over Effects of Imperialism and then hand out the work sheet.  Each member of the groups should receive different worksheets.

3- Now, have all of the India supporters move to the right of the room, British supporters to the left.

4- Give the class a few minutes to discuss with each other items to write down on their worksheets.

5- Together as a class write down reasons on the board why colonization is a good thing and why it’s a bad thing.  Divide the board in half. Write one side on the left and the opposite on the right.

6- Now bring the original pair back together.  Have them:


1-Debate a side, then have the second group member paraphrase what they’ve said


2-Repeat #1 have the one who debated first, now paraphrase what the other student said


3-Each member will now tell the other group member what facts of theirs they agree with


4-The group will now pick a side using information to back up their decision

7-Collect the worksheets

If class cooperation and participation is not satisfactory, the students will instead individually write a one-page (five paragraph) paper on their side either for India or British.
