Objectives and Expectations for Learning:
Students will learn about the Electoral College through a mock presidential election.

Anticipatory Set:

At the beginning of class we will review the last test
Direct Instruction:

Take the top three or four names from the "vote" taken the day before.  Have these students stand in front of the class and pick "teammates".

Yesterday we held a Primary Election where each person unknowingly nominated one of his or her classmates as a candidate for Presidency, which these top students represent.  It is the responsibility of each group to:
