Unit Lesson #4 – “1776”, Declaration of Independence (Th. 1/29/04)

State Standard:

2SS-P2.
Analyze the historical sources and ideals of the structure of the United States government.

Objectives and Expectations for Learning:

Students will continue to draw information out of “1776” to further their knowledge of the creation and debate over Thomas Jefferson’s Declaration of Independence.
