Unit Lesson #1 – Federalism and Division of Powers (Mon. 2/23/04)

State Standard:

2SS-P7.
Analyze the division and sharing of power within the federal system of government.

Objectives and Expectations for Learning:

Students will learn about the division of powers in a Federal Government as well as the concept of "National Laws for National Concerns, Local Laws for Local Concerns?

Anticipatory Set:

What is the difference between a National and a Local law?

What is a National Law? Local Law? Why are they each important?

What are we more concerned about, National or Local?

What did we determine was the definition of Federalism? 

Direct Instruction:

National Laws for National Concerns, Local Laws for Local Concerns

With that phrase written on the board, explain that laws are created to help everyone as a whole, or those at local levels. 

What is the 10th Amendment in the Constitution?

After explaining why national and local laws are in place, the students will use the book to fill out a Venn Diagram on powers given, denied, and shared by the National and State Governments.

Guided Practice:
Students will work together to complete a Venn Diagram outlining the division of powers between the National and State levels of Government.

Summative Assessment: 

Venn Diagrams may be collected at the end of the period for points.

Closure:

Ask students to share some answers.

Delegated Powers


Those EXPRESSED in the Constitution



16th Amendment - Lay taxes



Article I, Section 8


Those IMPLIED through the Constitution and Expressed powers



Article I, Section 8, Clause 18 - all "necessary and proper power"


INHERENT powers that come with Sovereign governments



Regulate immigration



Deport aliens



Acquire territory

Denied Powers


Denial of a Fair and Speedy trial


Excessive bail


Prohibiting freedom of speech, religion, petition, assembly, press


Many in Article 1, Section 9 as well as the Bill of Rights

STATE GOVERNMENT

Reserved Powers


Professional certification (teachers, doctors, lawyers)


Marriage requirements


Any other powers not listed in the Constitution may be used by the States



10th Amendment – Powers granted to the states
Denied Powers


States can't make treaties of foreign alliances


Can't create new money system or currency


Also can't deny citizens their rights outlined through the Bill of Rights


States can't tax agencies of the National Government

CONCURRENT POWERS


Power to lay taxes


Define crimes as well as punishments


Condemn private property for public use

POWERS DENIED TO BOTH


Must follow the Constitution, may not be Unconstitutional


Must give citizens rights outlined in the Bill of Rights
