Objectives and Expectations for Learning:

The students will understand the difference between Civil Liberties and Civil Rights.

The students will review the rights associated with the Bill of Rights and how they pertain to our protection against the National Government.

Anticipatory Set:

Discuss a court case with the class.

Civil Liberties vs. Civil Rights



CIVIL LIBERTIES- protection of freedoms from the government.

CIVIL RIGHTS- government actions trying to make constitutional protections a reality for all people. 

(Civil Rights Amendments- 13: slavery and involuntary servitude, 14: rights to all citizens (due process), 15: right to vote)

Conflicting Rights

We all have rights.  Does does that mean well have the right violate other people's rights?



Sheppard vs. Maxwell, 1966

-Sheppard was convicted of murdering his wife in a long lengthy trial, which got a lot of media attention.  Sheppard appealed the case stating that all the media attention denied him a fair trial and impartial jury.  Supreme Court agreed and issued a new trial.

Girl vs. Girl, 2004 (AzCentral.com, 4-14-2004)

-Two high school girls dislike each other over what some say was a fight over a boy they both had since stopped dating.  One is more vocal about her feelings and has indicated a desire to hurt or harm the other girl.  The other girl, feeling threatened, seeks help from the school.  The principal and the girls meet and decide that they will not say anything about each other anymore.  He also had them sign a "non violent agreement" which also covered their spoken words.  The vocal girl has been suspended twice by now for gossiping about the other girl.  One suspension came as a teacher overheard a conversation between her and another girl.  The other girl wants to file a restraining order against the more vocal girl who is now accusing the school of violating her rights to freedom of speech.  Her parents, and the family attorney, do not feel that "gossiping" and private conversations between peers constitute the school's actions.  Attorney also claims that her suspensions did not follow district policy.

Federal vs. State's Rights



National Constitution




Alien- foreigner, non-resident




-Most Constitutional rights are given to these people as well




-Exception, right to travel freely





-Also denied to those in jail, on bail, in mental institutions




State Constitution

-Every state has their own Constitution that is presented to Congress and the President when they become a state

14th Amendment- guarantees due process and all other constitutional rights to all citizens, forcing states to follow it

Due Process Clause- constitutional guarantee, set out in the 5th and 14th amendment to the Constitution and in every state that government will not deprive any person of life, liberty, or property (pursuit of happiness) by any unfair, arbitrary, or unreasonable action, and that government must act in accord with established rules.
