II. Freedom of Assembly 

Have the students get into groups.  

1- Each group is to come up with at least FIVE DIFFERENT ISSUES or controversies having to do with issues of their school or government.

2- The group must PICK ONE of the five issues.   That idea will be the basis of their interest groups.   
2-.  Each group needs to create a GROUP NAME.  They then need to create a MISSION STATEMENT stating their goals and purposes for the group.


Constitution’s Guarantees

First Amendment – right to peacefully assembly and petition government to address grievances.

14th Amendment- Due Process Clause

Who does the Due Process Clause protect us from? People from government.

How does it protect the people?  No one can be deprived of life, liberty, or the pursuit of happiness without Due Process.

Freedom of Association

You have the freedom to assemble and associate with whom ever you want as well as associate yourself with people of common interests.

Time-Place-Manner Regulations

What are appropriate times and locations for groups to protest or promote issues?

May the government may place reasonable restrictions on protests and demonstrations?


Yes, if they promote the use of violence, anything peaceful must go.

3- Determine when and where the best times to promote your issue are through demonstrations, sit ins, or rallies.

Where will you have them without violated others rights?

Is it appropriate for the National Rifle Associate to promote proper gun usage and the right to own guns in certain areas such as Columbine High School, Colorado?

Madsen v. Women's Health Services, Inc., 1994- Supreme Court upheld a lower court's order that a protesting group not block access to an abortion clinic.  It was a reasonable limit on the group.
Demonstrations on Public Property

Now you need to demonstrate, protest, or promote your issue?

What are reasonable restrictions the government may place on you?

Gregory v. Chicago, 1969- African American group requesting that the state superintendent of education be removed from office as well as the end of segregation in schools.  Protestors marched through a white neighborhood where the mayor lived caused the residents to get violent throwing eggs, rocks, and threatening for them to leave.  Police requested that they leave, after their refusal they were all arrested.  Higher state Courts overturned the convictions saying that they were acting peacefully and they were not the ones promoting or inflicting violence.

Right of Assembly and Private Property

It depends on each state's own interpretation of their own constitution as to how hard the restrictions are and whether or not a private property owner's rights are being violated.

Generally: protesters do not have the right to violate or trespass on private property, especially if there are other means of protest like a public park near by.

PruneYard Shopping Center v. Robins, 1980- HS students were passing out pro-Israeli pamphlets and solicited a petition to be forwarded to the President and Congress regarding the United Nations
III. Freedom of Petition

Each group has some sort of issue with the government or at least something else they would like to see changed.

4- Create a petition stating what your groups issue is and how you would like to see it resolved.  

5- Each group will present their the mission statement of their group, present their issue, and present their solution.

6- After each group has presented, have their petitions go around the class for students to sign.
