Unit Lesson #9 – Expression through Political Cartoons. (Mon. 5/3/04)

State Standard:

2SS-D6
Develop and defend issues involving civil rights and civil liberties.

Objectives and Expectations for Learning:

The students will analyze and create their own political cartoons as ways of expression.

Anticipatory Set:


Ask the class:

What are different ways to "appropriately" express your opinions? 

How many people read the paper?



What sections do you read?  Why do you read them?



Does anyone only read the entertainment section and the comics?

Direct Instruction

Display different comics to the class.  Show them a couple of different comic strips.  Alternate viewing between a Comic Strip and a Political Cartoon.  In each picture ask the class to analyze what is going on in the pictures?  When finished, ask the class the different between one of the Comic Strips and the Political Cartoon.  Explain to them that it is not only an art but also a form of expression.  Briefly explain how its exact origins are unclear, but we have 79 A.D. proof of a person in jail drawing unflattering pictures of their capturers, even Napoleon, and Benjamin Franklin got in 1774.  Today they will express themselves by creating their own Political Cartoon.
Guided Practice:


Students will have time to refer to one another as well as the teacher for clarification.

Closure:


Review some of the terms with the class.

Summative Assessment: Cartoons will be collected at the end of class for points.
