Objectives and Expectations for Learning:

Anticipatory Set:

Direct Instruction:

Students will finish up research on their selected presidents as well as their trading cards.  Each student will share with the class two of their cards with a picture of the president as well as some of the information they collected.

Guided Practice:

Teacher will monitor class by walking around and addressing student questions.

Closure:


When students have finished presenting, see if the class as a whole can create an entire deck of cards of all the forty-two (as of March 2004) presidents.
