User Manual

To exit the program at any time, simply click on X on the upper right hand corner of the window or type alt-F4.

Authentication
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Before you can use the program, you must first be authenticated. To gain access into the system, enter your student identification number (SID) and password in the indicated fields. When you have completed entering the information, press the “Verify Me” button to continue.
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If you see this window, you have been successfully authenticated into the system.

Please select an option you want by clicking the appropriate button. The three options are:

“Modify personal info”

· This option lets you change your password or e-mail address.

“Register without Help”

· If you already know or made up your mind on what classes you want to register for, we recommend this registration option as this is faster and more efficient for your particular case. This option allows you to register for your classes next semester without assistance from the program. You will need the course registration number (CRN) of each class for this process.

“Register with Help”

· If you know what classes you want to take next term but do not yet have a schedule worked out, we recommend using this registration option. The program will assist you to find a schedule that fits your time and professor preferences. For this option, you only need to know the names of the classes (e.g. CS 389, LIT 212) that you want to take.

“Show Registered Classes”
· If you have already registered for classes, click here to see the list of classes that you registered.
Modify Personal Information
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To return to the previous option selection screen, click “Go back”.

Password change
To change your password, enter your new password and re-enter your new password in the “Verify password” box. 
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ERROR:

Your entry of your new password in the verification field is incorrect. Please re-enter your new password correctly to continue the password change process.
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This message indicates that the password change was successful. 

E-mail address change
Enter your new e-mail address in the appropriately labeled field. 
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This indicates that your new e-mail address has been saved in the system.

Registration without advisement
This option allows you to register for classes by simply entering the course registration number (CRN) of each class. You can enter up to 8 CRNs.
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Enter one CRN per box for each class you want to register. Once you finished entering the information, click “Register” to continue.
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This confirms your decision to register for these classes. To finish the process, click “Yes”. To exit without registering or to correct your CRN entries, click “No” and you will be returned to the previous screen.

The display of your class schedule and confirmation shows that your registration process has been completed successfully.
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ERROR:

This indicates that there is one or more of the CRN that you entered is incorrect/does not exist or it is full. Please click “Go back” and modify your CRN entries.

Register with advisement
Registration with advisement offers you help in creating a near-ideal schedule. It is intended to save you time and trouble of the frustrating process of time management and professor selection in creating a class schedule for the next semester. 
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To generate a schedule, you must enter the name of the class you want to take. Enter the names of professors you want avoid, the time range the class begins, and the class size. Except for class names, these entries are optional.
Important: In order for the program to generate a schedule, you must enter the names of classes that you are planning to register for. There are guidelines for entries as well.
For class name, the letters must be capitalized and no spaces separating between letters and numbers. LIT212 and CS389 are acceptable, while lit 212 or cs389 are unacceptable.

For time, am and pm must be specified and follow the 00:00am format. Namely, am and pm is entered in lower-case and time such as 01:00pm and 04:00pm must have a 0 in front to conform to the format. Entries such as 1pm, 9:00am, 5:22AM, 4 pm are unacceptable.
For names of professors, enter the exact name of the professor with respect to capitalization, hyphenation, etc. as it appears on the class catalog. 

For class size, simply enter any whole number.
There is flexibility in entering the information to help generate suggested schedules. You can have many combinations of entering one or more fields of information. 
For example, if you want a schedule with CS389 and MAT131 that take place after 01:00pm, enter that information in the appropriate fields and the program will generate a schedule that fit that profile, depending on class availability. 
Alternatively, if you only want to avoid a particular professor and don’t care if classes start at 09:00am or 06:00pm, you can just enter the name of the professor and the class. 
Another example: Suppose you want to take a CIS101 class that has less around 30 people, just type in 30 and the program will help find a class that fits that description.
For fields you don’t want to specify for you just simply leave them blank. Of course, the more information you entered, a more specific schedule will be tailor for you.

After finish entering the necessary information, please press “Next” to continue to the next step. To return to the option selection screen, click “Go Back”.
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Example: A sample input.
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To return to the previous information input screen, click “Go back”.

To begin evaluating each class in the schedule, click “Next” to see the information of the class the program has found that fits the information that you have provided. To see the previous class on the list, click “Previous”. If you want to register for the classes according to the schedule the program has generated, simply click “Register” to continue the registration process.

Click “Yes” to confirm your registration or click “No” to return browsing the various schedules the program has generated that fit your preferences.
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This is a list of classes that you have just registered for. It confirms that the classes you selected have been registered successfully. Press “OK” to return to the option selection screen.
Show Registered Classes
This simply shows you the list of classes that you have already registered for. It provides a table of information about each class: CRN, the name of the class, and the professor.
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Click “OK” to return to the option selection screen.
