3. And Mary said, “My soul doth magnify the Lord, And my spirit hath rejoiced in God my Saviour.”  (Luke 1:46-47)  If Mary was sinless, why did she need saving from a Savior?

4. "For there is one God, and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus" (1st Timothy 2:5)

5. "For by grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God: not of works, lest any man should boast."  (Ephesians 2:8-9)

6. "And call no man your father upon the earth: for one is your Father, which is in heaven."  (Matthew 23:9)

7. "For by one offering he hath perfected for ever them that are sanctified." (Hebrews 10:14)
