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Hmong National Development Educational Scholarship

Introduction

Hmong National Development (HND) is a national non-profit organization developing capacity to insure the full participation of Hmong people in society.  Composed of a leading network of professionals, students and community leaders spanning across the United States, HND is committed to improving the social and political environment in order to bring the benefits that America has to offer to the Hmong community which includes, among other things, educational opportunity.  The HND Educational Scholarship is one means by which HND seeks to achieve this goal.

HND Educational Scholarship

The HND Educational Scholarship is funded by Hmong National Development.  This is the second year for funding of the HND Educational Scholarship, which was established to assist Hmong students looking to continue their education at a higher institution and facing financial hardship in pursuing this goal.  HND will award 10 students with a one-year scholarship of $500 to each awardee to help pay for the cost of tuition, books, room and board.

HND Educational Scholarship Goals

The goals of the HND Educational Scholarship are:  1) to promote higher education for Hmong students; 2) to support and encourage Hmong students striving for academic excellence; 3) to assist Hmong students to assume and achieve important roles as leaders in their chosen profession and; 4) to promote a stronger presence of Hmong in academia and in the professional community.

Eligibility

Successful applicants must:

1. Be Hmong;

2. Demonstrate financial need;

3. Complete a HND Educational Scholarship Package;

4. Submit proof that you have been enrolled full-time in one of the following educational institution for the 2002-2003 academic school year:

a) An accredited college or university; or

b) A graduate degree program

Application Process

To be considered for the HND Educational Scholarship, the applicant must submit a complete HND Educational Scholarship Package, which includes the following materials:

1. A complete HND Educational Scholarship application;

2. A current high school, college or graduate school transcript;

3. A letter of recommendation; and

4. A personal statement (essay) specifically addressing financial need and a desire to pursue further education at an accredited college, university or graduate degree program.

A complete HND Educational Scholarship Package must be postmarked by February 1, 2002 and mailed to:

Notification of Award

A member of the HND Educational Scholarship Committee will notify successful applicants of their scholarship by letter as well as by telephone.  Successful applicants will then be requested to mail proof of their admission and status as a full-time student.

Proof of Admissions and Full-time Status
Successful applicants must submit proof of admission to an accredited college, university or graduate degree program and proof of status as a full-time student.  This material must be postmarked by July 30, 2002 and mailed to HND at the address listed above.  

Proof of admissions and status as a full-time student may be accomplished by submitting (1) an official school schedule for the year for which the scholarship award will be applied OR (2) a letter from the school indicating that the applicant will be a full-time student for the year in which the scholarship award will be applied.

Failure to provide proof of admissions and full-time status as a student by July 30, 2002 can result in the withdrawal of the HND Educational Scholarship to the applicant.

HND Educational Scholarship Guidelines

1. HND Educational Scholarship Application must be completed, signed and mailed to HND along with application package in order for the applicant to be considered.  

2. The postmark deadline for all application material is February 1, 2002.

3. If a HND Scholar terminates his or her studies for any reason, the undistributed balance MUST be returned directly to HND, and cannot be paid to the student personally.
4. The recipient of a HND Educational Scholarship may use the scholarship only to pay for tuition and/or school supplies such as books for classes.  The scholarship MUST NOT be used for personal purposes, otherwise the scholarship will be revoked.

5. Immediate family members of current HND Board and staff are not eligible to apply.

6. Successful applicants must submit proof of admissions and status as a full-time student by July 30, 2002.
