Makerere Full Gospel Church is the headquarters of  Gospel Mission to Uganda and the Full Gospel Churches of Uganda. This work was founded by Glad Tidings Missionary Society of Vancouver Canada, in 1960.

Glad Tidings Church experienced an intensive season of prayer and fasting

for revival, which involved both adults and the young people. That part of the

story is best told by them but a revival broke out and a young girl in a

vision saw the word "Uganda" in flames of fire. Thus, "Gospel Mission to Uganda"

was born and subsequently the "Full Gospel Churches of Uganda" were established.

This story is not new to many of us, but I  tell it because I want you to know that once again, there is a fresh move of God taking place at Makerere  Full Gospel Church. God has commissioned  Makerere Full Gospel Church to undertake an expansive project in order to accommodate the end time harvest.  The vision is awesome! That is where you and I come in. In  summer of 2002 we will be with a team at Makerere Full Gospel Church for two weeks, between now and then (in approximately 9 months ), we are raising money from “friends” of  Makerere Full Gospel Church to purchase instruments for the music ministry. Makerere Full Gospel  Pastors together with our brothers and sisters are doing all they can to move ahead with the vision, but they need our prayers and our generous financial support. 

Pastor Fred Wantaate told me in a conversation that Kampala City now has a population of approximately 1.5 million people and  Makerere University, which is just next door to the church now has a student population of over 30,000 students!.  On top of that there are hundreds and hundreds of neglected street kids who roam around the Church and the City. All these groups need to be reached.

Your generosity will go a  long way in helping with this vision. Your gift to Makerere Full Gospel Church will help us enlarge our capacity of reaching the lost, the widows and the orphans, inside and outside the church providing a  place of refuge and hope.
