 


THE HENRY POTOCZAK FORD ENGINEERING MEN'S GOLF LEAGUE


SALEM HILLS:  2009 RULES

 

 

SECTION "A" - ORGANIZATION OF LEAGUE
 

A-1
The league shall consist of two divisions with six teams in each division and two persons on each team.

 

A-2
The two divisions shall be called the Ted Pliska Division and the Rudy Nemes Division.

 

A-3
The Ted Pliska Division shall consist of the 6 teams in the league with the lowest starting team average from the previous season and, then ranked according to final team position.

 

A-4
The Rudy Nemes Division shall consist of the 6 teams remaining from A-3.

 

A-5
The team member with the lowest starting average shall be designated the "A" player and the higher starting average shall be designated the "B" player.  In the event a team has a member without a starting average, the Rules Committee will designate the "A" player and "B" player for that team.

 

A-6
"Flight A" shall consist of the "A" players and "Flight B" will consist of the "B" players.

 

A-7
Each division shall contain its own Flight play.

 

A-8
Flight points shall be awarded for all matches.

 

A-9
League membership will be restricted to Ford personnel.  If the league cannot be filled with Ford Engineering personnel, league members may sponsor new members from outside companies.  Retirees will be considered Ford personnel if they were active league members at the time of retirement.

 

A-10
The Rules Committee can vote to increase or decrease the number of teams in the league.  

 

A-11
All members agree to participate in the administration of the league.  The current secretary will nominate 2 members to run for each office per the following procedure:


1) Poll the league members for volunteers.  If there are more than three volunteers for any particular office, a blind draw will determine which three members will run for that office.


2) If there are less than 2 volunteers for a particular office, the secretary will conduct a blind draw from all members who:


   . Are not running for office, and


   . Have never held office.


3) If #2 above exhausts all available members and additional nominees are still required, the secretary will then conduct a blind draw from all remaining members who have not held office in the last 5 years.


4) If nominees are still required after #3 above, the secretary will then conduct a blind draw from all remaining members who held office 5 years ago, followed by 4 years ago, etc., until enough nominees are selected.


5) Any member, or future member, who cannot agree to this commitment, will not be eligible to play in the league.

 

A-12
The elected President of the league shall be responsible for organization of the annual outing.

A-13
The Treasurer will provide the league’s financial status for the prior 12 months to the league members at the yearly league meeting/luncheon, detailing the league’s expenses & income for that time period.

 

SECTION "B" - SCHEDULE OF PLAY
 

B-1
Each team shall be scheduled to meet every other team twice within their own Division.

 

B-2
At least one intra-division position night shall be scheduled during the season (i.e., first place team versus second place team, etc.).

B-3
At least one inter-division matches shall be scheduled during the season, matching each team in the Pliska Division against the team in the Nemes Division which occupies the same position in the standings (i.e., first place team against first place team, etc.).

B-4
In the case where two teams are tied in total points, the team which was ahead in total points prior to the tie shall occupy the higher position.

 

B-5
Cancelled matches shall be played the following week.

 

B-6
Matches shall be cancelled by the secretary in the case of inclement weather conditions.  Teams not abiding by this rule, choosing not to play, shall forfeit and receive zero points for the night.  Opponents of forfeiting teams shall play the card. (Ref: Rule E-7).

 

B-7
In the event of questionable weather, check with the secretary after 3:00 PM for information.

 

B-8
Members must play a minimum of half the season to be eligible for trophies.

 

B-9
The season will consist of 20 weeks of play.

B-10 The league secretary will modify the schedule as necessary if there are more or fewer than 12 teams.

 

 

SECTION "C" - AVERAGES
 

C-1
Starting handicap averages for all regular members will be the previous season's actual average (without 3 stroke restriction) rounded to the nearest whole number.

 

C-2
Starting handicap averages for new members will be assigned by the secretary.  New members having an established average from another Ford league will be provided that average.

C-3 Starting handicap averages for subs will be calculated the same as for members once the sub has an established average in this league (See Rule C-7).  If the sub with an established average, or an average from another Ford league, played less than four times the previous year, his starting average the next year will be calculated using the same 4-round method described in Rule C-6 except actual scores will be used, i.e., without the +3 max adjustment per round.  (Note: There will be no starting average for a sub who has played less than four times in our league or did not have an average from another Ford league.)

 

C-4
The league secretary may adjust the handicap of a new member once during the first four weeks of the season if he finds that it is not equitable.  New members' averages may also be adjusted upward a maximum of (2) strokes after the first eights nights of play if the original adjustment proves inequitable.  All adjustments by the secretary must have prior approval of the Rules Committee.

 

C-5
A player's handicap average will be based on cumulative scores with a restriction that any score will be adjusted so as not to exceed 3 strokes over that week's average.  All fractions are dropped in determining weekly averages.  Under average scores will be used without restriction.

 


EXAMPLE: 5th week's average = 45


         5th week's score = 50


         Score used for determining 6th week average = 48

 


NOTE: Actual score (50) used for determining individual and team points,          and next year's starting average.

 

C-6
Four rounds will be required to establish a new overall average.  During the first four rounds, the starting average will be combined with all actual scores to provide four scores for determining a player's average.  Subject to the restriction in C-4.

 


EXAMPLE: Starting average = 40

 


Week #1 Score = 44   Avg. = (43 + 40 + 40 + 40)/4 = 40


(44 adjusted to 43 based on 40 avg. from start)

 


Week #2 Score = 48   Avg. = (43 + 43 + 40 + 40)/4 = 41


(48 adjusted to 43 based on 40 avg. from week #1)

 


Week #3 Score = 45   Avg. = (43 + 43 + 44 + 40)/4 = 42


(45 adjusted to 44 based on 41 avg. from Week #2)

 


Week #4 Score = 47   Avg. = (43 + 43 + 44 + 45)/4 = 43


(47 adjusted to 45 based on 42 avg. from Week #3)

 


Week #5 Score = 44   Avg. = (43 + 43 + 44 + 45 + 44)/5 = 43

C-7
New substitutes without an established average in any Ford League will be required to establish an average by playing four nights in this league before his score will be used.  Averages from another Ford league must meet the minimum requirements for an average in this league. 

 

SECTION "D" - SUBSTITUTION
 

D-1
If both regular players are absent from a team, both sub's scores will count. The sub with the lower average will be assigned to replace the "A" man and the sub with the higher average will be assigned to replace the "B" man.
 

D-2
Subs' fees will be $10.00 per round and must be paid to the Treasurer. The collection of the sub fee is the responsibility of the league member.

 

D-3
Subs will be assigned for absent members by the secretary on a first come first served basis, except two subs will not be assigned to one team if another team has a member missing, and subs without established averages will be assigned whenever possible.  (Double subs will not be reassigned, if provided by a team member.)
 

D-4
Subs may not be used the last two nights of league play.

 

SECTION "E" - SCORING SYSTEM
 

E-1
A maximum of 22 points may be won by any team as follows:

 

               Match Play - 1 point per hole for "A" man.

                            1 point per hole for "B" man.

 

               Medal Play - 4 points for team total score.

 

E-2
Points will be halved for tie scores on any holes in match play or on total strokes in medal play.  Points for flight play will be by match play only.

 

E-3
Handicap will be based on 90% of the difference between averages but in NO case will it exceed 90%.  Handicap will be given in 1/2 stroke increments.

 

E-4
Handicap Table:

E-5
Handicap Holes:


Front Nine ...    1    2    3    4    5    6    7    8    9

Handicap .....    4    1    3    2    8    9    6    5    7

 

E-6
If any match is unable to complete nine holes because of darkness or weather, the unplayed holes will be split and the points assigned as described in E-1 and E-2.  Total (Medal) will be assigned on holes played only, and scores will be pro-rated based on players' current average.

 

E-7
A three stroke penalty will be assessed against any player who does not have or is not entitled to an eligible substitute.  The penalty will not be used in calculating handicaps.  

 

E-8
The absent player of E-7 will have his score predetermined on the basis of handicap holes of Rule E-5 using his current average plus the three penalty strokes.  The opposing player will play against the predetermined score for awarding points to both players.

 

E-9
If opposing players are both absent without substitutes, match points between the absent players will be split (4.5 each).  Medal points will be based on absent players' average plus handicap.  If all four players of a match are absent without substitutes, total points will be split (11 each).

 

SECTION "F" - GOLF PLAY RULES
 

F-1
Play will be governed by U.S.G.A. rules except as modified by league rules.

 

F-2
Enforcement of rules shall be the responsibility of each team.  If a player has any complaint regarding a rules violation of another member, the complaint must be made known to the member at the time of the alleged infraction.

 

F-3
All protests must be submitted in writing to the rules committee within 24 hours of the alleged infraction.

 

F-4
"Winter Rules" apply and are defined as follows:

 


A ball may be moved 6 inches with the club head without penalty provided the ball is within the fairway or rough, provided it is not moved closer to the hole.  A ball may not be moved in a wooded area or if a tree or other natural obstacle is blocking the shot, for purposes of avoiding the obstacle.

 

F-5
Ball outside of barbed wire fences and markers (line of fence) is out of bounds.  When a ball is hit out of bounds, do not hit a provisional ball.  Drop another ball at the point where the original ball crossed the out-of-bounds boundary, count the out-of-bounds shot and add one stroke penalty.

 

F-6
When a ball is hit into a water hazard, do not hit a provisional ball.  Drop a ball at the point where the original ball entered the water hazard but not nearer the hole.  Count the shot into the water hazard and add one stroke penalty.

 

F-7
Ball may be moved two club lengths without penalty from all pipes, fences, hydrants, fountains, trash cans, steps, bridges, walks, signposts, ball washers, buildings, refreshment stands, or similar obstruction or when lying in a hole made by an animal but not nearer the hole.

 

F-8
Ball lying in any roadway or path used for the upkeep of the golf course mat be lifted without penalty, not nearer the hole.

 

F-9
Any other ball not out of bounds must be played where it lies.  If a ball is in an unplayable lie, it may be moved a maximum of two club lengths laterally or any distance rearward on a line between the hole and ball with a penalty of one stroke.

 

F-10
No player may assist his partner by holding branches out of the way or in any other similar manner.

 

F-11
If a ball hit into a sand trap comes to rest in a footprint, the ball may be lifted, the sand smoothed over, and the ball replaced in its original position on the sand without a penalty.  Otherwise, all sand trap balls must be played where they lie unless an unplayable lie is declared.  In that instance, ball must be dropped in the bunker not nearer the hole, and a 1-stroke penalty will be assessed.

 

F-12
Any player who has missed his scheduled tee time must begin play in progress with his scheduled group.  Once the nine holes are complete, the late player(s) can then go back and play any missed holes.  However, the scoring for those missed holes will be based on the “absent” score, regardless if the missed holes are replayed.
