From Points East (of Hartford) -- take  Rte 84 West -- take the exit immediately after Bulkeley bridge ( Exit 50  ) -- end of ramp, turn right on to Market St – go about 50 yards -- turn left on to Trumbull St – go about half mile (cross Windsor St, Main St, Chapel St ) –turn Right on to Church Street-- go about 100 yards (cross Ann St )  -- the Church and Franciscan Center are on the left -- park in the assigned section of the Parking lot on the right ( across the street from the Church ).

From Points West (of Hartford) -- take Rte 84 East -- take the High Street exit  (exit 49) -- end of ramp, turn right on to High Street – about 70 yds -- at Traffic Light, turn Left on to Church Street-- go 50 to 100 yards -- the Church and Franciscan Center are on the right -- park in the assigned section of the Parking lot on the left ( across the street from the Church ).

From Rte 91 North or South – at Hartford, take the Trumbull Street exit (Exit 32-B) – go straight on Trumbull Street --  about half mile (cross Windsor St, Main St, Chapel St ) –turn Right on to Church Street-- go about 100 yards (cross Ann St )  -- the Church and Franciscan Center are on the left -- park in the assigned section of the Parking lot on the right ( across the street from the Church ).
