EXT. ALLEY – DUSK

Shot of an empty alley. A city can be seen in the background.

EXT. ALLEY – CONTINUOUS

(SAL, TONY)

Shot of two brothers, Sal and Tony with jackets on standing by the side of a building.

EXT. ALLEY – CONTINUOUS

(SAL, TONY)

Closer shot of Tony and Sal.

SAL:

Hey Tony, what time is it?

Tony checks his watch.

TONY:

Seven-thirty. What the hell do you keep asking me that for?

SAL:

It’s getting late.

TONY:

(in an annoyed yell)

I know it’s getting late.

(after hesitation)

He’ll be here.

EXT. ALLEY – CONTINUOUS

(SAL, TONY)

Mid shot of the brothers.

SAL:

But ,you know, what if he doesn’t come?

TONY:

(annoyed)

Will you shut up about it?

Tony starts walking closer to a lightpost.

EXT. ALLEY – CONTINUOUS

(SAL, TONY)

Close up of Tony’s face.









CROSSFADE TO:

END OF SCENE ONE

SCENE TWO

INT. STUDY – DAY

(BOSS, LOUIE)

Shot of the back of a chair at a desk in a dark room. A person’s hand is seen holding a cigarette. Louie walks in.

BOSS:

Sit down, Louie.

Louie takes a seat at the other end of the desk.

BOSS:

Care for a drink?

LOUIE:
No that’s all right, Boss.

BOSS:

I hear you’ve been doing a good job. Keep up the good work, we may have an opening for you up here soon.

LOUIE:

Sure thing, Boss.

BOSS:
(after hesitation)

Our shipping has been going pretty smoothly lately. Our boys at the shipyards are working hard.

LOUIE:

Yeah, there’s some nice guys down there, Boss.

INT. STUDY – DAY

(BOSS, LOUIE)

Close up of cigarette.

BOSS:

I’m just glad I can help them all out. Some of them have got families, you know, and I know how hard it can be to keep food on the table around here.

LOUIE:

Yeah, that’s real good of you, Boss. So what have you got going on tonight?

CROSSFADE TO:

SCENE THREE


EXT. ALLEY – CONTINUOUS

(SAL, TONY)

Shot of the brothers.

SAL:

I don’t like any of this.

TONY:

You think I do?

SAL:
What? But they couldn’t tell us anything else about it?

TONY:
What’s wrong with you? A guy tells you to drop off some money, promises you some serious cash you don’t start asking him questions. That’s how you stay alive around here. You don’t ask nothing, you don’t answer nothing. Else you end up down there in the gutter.(gestures toward gutter).

EXT. ALLEY – CONTINUOUS

(SAL, TONY)

Side view of both men looking out onto the city. No one speaks for a moment.

END OF SCENE THREE









CROSSFADE TO:

SCENE FOUR

INT. STUDY – DAY

(BOSS, LOUIE)

The Boss does something with his cigarette before addressing Louie.

BOSS:

Well, Louie. . . As you know, we’ve been having some trouble getting what we deserve.

LOUIE:
Yeah, but you’ve always taken care of that boss.

BOSS:

(pause)

And that’s exactly what’s gonna happen tonight.

LOUIE:
What do you mean Boss?

BOSS:

Let’s just say that I’ve got some people working out the situation.  There won’t be no more problems.

END OF SCENE FOUR









CROSSFADE TO:

SCENE FIVE

EXT. ALLEY – CONTINUOUS

(SAL, TONY)

Shot of the brothers.

SAL:

So you’re sure this was the place?

TONY:

(gives a look)

Of course I’m sure. What the hell do you take me for? You’re the one who never listens.

SAL:

(angry)

Yeah, like all of our problems are my fault! If you weren’t so damn stubborn we wouldn’t be here right now. We wouldn’t be stuck living in a slum down here like a couple of bums. We could have been respectable-

TONY:

(yelling)

Don’t give me that respectable crap again. I’m tired of hearing this. . .garbage about us being somebody. What the hell’s wrong with what we are now?

SAL:

(rhetorically)

A couple of nobodies waiting in an alley?

EXT. ALLEY – CONTINUOUS

(TONY)

Shot of Tony.

TONY:
Alright, I don’t want to hear it anymore.

Tony walks away from the light. He reaches into his coat pocket to find an empty cigarette pack.

TONY:
Damn it, I’m out of cigarettes. (looks down at pack, then to Sal, and then to pack again. He throws pack on the ground) Hey Sal, go run down to the store and get me another pack?

EXT. ALLEY – CONTINUOUS

(SAL)

SAL:

(angrily)

Get you another pack?! Yeah, and then the car comes while I’m gone? What are you going to do? Take it all and skip town? And then I’ll come back here looking like an idiot. You ain’t getting me to go to nowhere. (after pause) Why don’t you just go get a pack yourself?

EXT. ALLEY – CONTINUOUS

(SAL, TONY)

Shot of both of them.

TONY:

(defensively)

Hey, you’ve got some nerve accusing me of planning something like that. You know what I think? I think that’s probably just what you’d do, you lousy double crosser. You know, I don’t even think you deserve any of it if you’re going to think like that.

SAL:

Hey, come on--!

TONY:

You’re lucky I even brought you here. I’ve always got to stick my neck out for you. You’re good for nothing.

EXT. ALLEY – CONTINUOUS

(SAL, TONY) 

SAL:
You really think that, do you?!

Sal lunges at Tony and tries to choke him.

SAL:
Well I don’t have to put up with this crap of yours!

SAL:

(looks around and spots the car)

Oh crap, there’s the car!

TONY:
 Alright, don’t mess this up. No more crap.

EXT. ALLEY – CONTINUOUS

(SAL, TONY, DRIVER)

The car pulls up and the window rolls down. Tony hands the driver money and the driver produces a pizza. Tony takes the pizza and the driver pulls away.

EXT. ALLEY – CONTINUOUS

(SAL, TONY, BOSS, LOUIE)

Tony and Sal bring the pizza over to the boss, who has now arrived in the alley with Louie. The boss receives the pizza with many thanks.

SCENE SIX

EXT. ALLEY – DUSK

(SAL, TONY, BOSS, LOUIE)

The Boss opens the pizza and is appalled to find out that there is not sausage on it.

BOSS:

Wait a minute.  I ordered sausage on dis pizza.  Louie,  Take care of ‘em.

LOUIE:

Sure thing, Boss.
