The eye, hand and foot alignments are formed by the gentle rocking from side to side of the female upon the male. Below is a visual of the alignments before this rocking, and then the new alignments and teachings created after this rocking which places and aligns the eyes in the place of an eye, the hand in the place of a hand, and the foot in the place of a foot.

And We are like the Christ. “What you see you shall become,” The Gospel of Philip. At this point the initiate is introduced to an even more subtle and advanced teaching for the spiritually minded. The above alignment aligns with the below. This is preparing the reader for the spiritual mystery of Christ and Sophia in the Bridal chamber.

This is a cross over point for both the Outer Chiasm and the Inner Chiasm. The left and the right of the two structures are one and the same from the Bridal chamber, verses (9/104) until these verses (22/89). These saying provide the key to joining the two Chiasms together. “When you make the two one, and when you make the inside like the outside and the outside like the inside, and the above like the below, and when you make the male and the female one and the same,” (22). This happens in “the bridal chamber,” (104). It is the solitary who will enter the Bridal Chamber.

(In logion 89 a yoke is put around the shoulders of an animal. This appears to be the core or shoulder of the boldily structure of the Spirit Body. The Greek of yoke is zygos - From the root of zeugnumi: to join, especially by a "yoke") This is perfect joining of male and female in the bridal chamber.

Concerning the previous double alignment: The above and the below are also the same. This is the effect of a perfect joining within the bridal Chamber. Jesus said, "He who will drink from my mouth will become like me. I myself shall become he, and the things that are hidden will be revealed to him," Thomas 108. "When you make the above like the below...  then you will enter the kingdom," Thomas 22. Having considered the rocking movement of the female, this joining of the above and below foreshadows to the ministers who have forsaken all the next movement and joining with the Christ in the bridal chamber: the decent and ascension of the Christ. This will be discussed in the next pages.
