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Introduction:
One of the biggest pit falls in the body of Christ is called IMMORALITY.  The bible is clear on this, that sexual sins are more dangerous than any other sin.  This is not discussed much anymore, for we hear great messages and lessons on Heaven, but very few lessons on the standard that is needed in order to make it into Heaven.  We as the Body of Christ are to be different from the world not conform the church to the world to win sinners to Christ.  What a great error that the church has made to think that we can come into the Kingdom of God and live as everyone else lives (1 Corinthians 6:9 – 10).  There is a serious danger in mixing worship with sexual immorality.  This lesson is designed not to beat up or condemn the body of Christ.  This lesson is design to enlighten and change the mind of the Body of Christ, so that we can produce a life of moral standards.  

Definitions: 

Lust – Intense desire for anything.  

Sexual Immorality- Sexual behavior that cause a person to walk contrary against establish moral principals.  It is sexual activity that is done outside of the marriage covenant.  

A) Fornication (sexual intercourse) – The word fornication derives from the word Pornia’. – Ephesians 5:3  

B) Pornography (Anything that stirs up the sensual pleasures and the sensual senses of the human body). 

C) Adultery (sexual intercourse between two people when one of them are married or both parties but married and not to one another, or desiring the opportunity to commit intercourse with a married person, or a married person stimulating his or her self at the entertainment of  pornography or the internet - cyber sex)

D) Homosexuality (man and man having sexual relation as a man and a woman) – Romans 1:27 and Leviticus 18:22
E) Lesbianism (woman and woman having sexual relationship as a man and a woman) Romans 1:26 and Leviticus 18:22
F) Bisexuality (men or women who have intercourse with both sexes) (same scriptures from homosexuality and lesbianism)

G) Orgies (Group sex – married or unmarried) - Galatians 5:21
H) Rape or Child molestation (striping a person of there dignity while performing sexual intercourse or sexual fondling without the consistent of the other person) – Genesis 34:1 – 2
I) Incest (Family members having intercourse up to and including to the 4th cousin) - Leviticus 18:6 - 9
J) Masturbating (fondling or playing with genital area) - Genesis 38:9 – 10 and Ephesians 4:19
K) Bestiality (sexual intercourse with animals) - Leviticus 18:23
Love – The perfect exercise of Love includes our whole duty to God and our fellow-creatures.  (Roman 5:8)
Celibacy – When an unmarried person sustaining from sexual intercourse until marriage. 

Chase – Keeping a level of control of your over all thoughts, actions, and what you view.  Your body and mind is sold out to Jesus Christ.  Vowing to keep your self until marriage.  KEEPING ALL OF YOUR BODY. Not just sustaining from sexual intercourse. – 2 Corinthians 11:2
Facts about sexual immorality in the Body of Christ:

We as Christian believers do not believe in fornication (sex outside of marriage).  Statistically 51% of Christians has fallen into sexual immorality and 4 of 7 husbands are SERIAL adulators.   More than half of the sexual molestation performed in the church was done while worship service was being performed.  More than half of the molesters was of those who held leadership authority in the church.    

Facts about sexual immorality in the world:

There is more pornography outlets in America today than there are McDonald restaurants.  Pornography has become one of the most lucrative businesses in America.  They gross between 12 to 13 billion dollars a year.  70% of the people who get married because of pregnancy 60% will divorce within 5 years.  

Focus Scripture: 

2 Samuel 11:1 – 4 

Theologians opinion about David:

David was one of those characters that scholars love to pick on.  They claim that there was no such character that existed in the bible like David.  They claim that he was bisexual.  They claim that who ever wrote about David or that particular part about David in the bible was buyest toward him.  Due to the fact that David came out looking good even though he did some terrible things.   I do not know about you but I believe that was a real character and that God placed him in our lives to let us know that he picks ordinary weak, feeble, struggling people and make them what they ought to be.  If he were not in scriptures many of us would be out of our mind.  Thanks be unto God who sets before us a bible character who did not have wings and lived in the heavens all day but walked here on planet earth and had to deal with real life issues.  

VERSE 11:1 -Tarring in a carnal state without your spiritual armor on

David already messed up because a king never sends his fighting men out to battle without accompanying or traveling not far behind.  You start on the path to sin when you neglect duty.  David was actually in more danger in Jerusalem than with his army on the battlefield.  He laid his armor aside which was a sign of neglecting to his purpose.  Whenever you lay aside your spiritual armor for the pleasures of the flesh you have just step into lust.

The Whole Armor Of God (Ephesians 6:14 – 17)

1) Having your loins girt about with truth

2) Having on the breastplate of  righteousness

3) Your feet shod with the preparation of the gospel of peace

4) Taking the shield of faith

5) Helmet of salvation

6) Sword of the spirit which is the word of God

Verse 11:2 - Your Reaction To The Attraction Of Lust

This is a fine example of how what we see effects our thoughts, and actions in life.

Verse 11:3 - The Aim and Purpose Of Lust Enticing You
But every man is tempted, when he is drawn away of his own lust, and enticed.  Then when lust hath conceived, it bringeth forth sin: and sin when it is finished, bringeth forth death. (James 1:14-15) 

Verse 11:4 – Three Reasons Why The Devil Tampers With  Our Sexuality OR  The Dangers Of A One Night Stand

1) Sexual intercourse exploits the deepest aspect of our emotions.

2) It stains the source of our highest creativity.

3) Produces guilt in Christians that cripple’s ones confidence and authority in God.
