A RESOLUTION CONCERNING THE CONTROL OF THE ONE BABY RULE IN CHINA

1. Whereas, China only allows one baby per couple (boys), and

2. Whereas, children born “out of plan” may not be issued resident cards, which in 

3. turn, will deny them education and other benefits provided by the State, and

4. Whereas, when women marry they become part of their husband’s family, and

5. Whereas, 95% of the infant girls and 5% of the boys are in orphanages (boys there 

6. either for mental or physical disabilities), and

7. Whereas, A significant imbalance in China's male and female population has 

8. created additional abuses against women, and

9. Whereas, statistics show that in 2002, for every 100 newborn girls, there were 117 

10. boys born, and

11. Whereas, If this trend continues, China will have up to 40 million more men than 

12. women by 2020, and

13. Whereas, Many Chinese families believe that only male heirs can carry on the 

14. family lineage, and therefore it is essential to have a boy, and

15. Whereas, as soon as they find out the sex of the baby they either, adopt, have 

16. abortions, or put them in orphanages, and

17. Whereas, the U.S. State Department shows that, American parents alone have 

18. adopted 33,637 Chinese baby girls by 2002, therefore

19. Be it resolved by the student congress assembled, that the one-child policy be 

20. removed immediately.  

21. In addition, let the women of China have the right to keep whatever gender they 

22. wish and keep their babies healthy and educated.  This will come into effect on the date 

23. of April 20th of the year 2004.
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
