 2.  numerous medical studies to be safe, effective, and 

 3.  relatively free of side effects, and 

 4.  Whereas, new studies suggest emergency contraception 

 5.  does not increase the incidence of unprotected sex but 

 6.  rather is offered as a safe alternative to abortion or

 7.  unwanted pregnancies, and 

 8.  Whereas, emergency contraceptive is most effective when

 9.  used as soon as possible after a sexual encounter yet, 

10.  clinics and doctor offices do not offer round-the-clock 

11.  services 7-days a week, and 

12. Whereas, a fear of leak of privacy often deters young

13.  girls from seeking medical attention, therefore

14.  Be it resolved by the House of Representatives in Student

15.  Congress assembled that the over-the-counter sale of 

16.  emergency contraceptive is justifiable.
