Bill: The Equal Rights for All Act of 2004

1.: Be it enacted by this Congress here assembled that:

2.: SECTION ONE: Federal Discrimination Ban

3.: Any individual identifying or perceived as gay, lesbian, or transgender shall not be 

4.: discriminated in public institutions. This includes places of work, public facilities,

5.: and clubs. These individuals shall also be allowed to serve openly in the military

6.: and other defense branches within the United States.

7.: SECTION TWO: Marriage Equality

8.: A marriage shall be defined as the sharing of lives in a monogamous relationship. 

9.: Marriage shall not be denied to a person identifying as gay, lesbian, or transgender. No 

10.: state or federal institution shall deny a marriage license to be granted to a person or 

11.: couple filing for a marriage license that intend to be wed as two men or two women. 

12.:Marriage shall only consist of two individuals. No state or federal institution shall deny 

13.: recognition of such a marriage.

14.: SECTION THREE: HATE CRIMES  

15.: Any heinous criminal act that is an act of hate against a person perceived to be gay,

16.: lesbian, or transgender can be considered a hate crime. Increased punishment may be

17.: considered if the act is murder, manslaughter, or attempted murder is found as the verdict.

18.: SECTION FOUR: Provisions of Application

19.: Any institution acting against this bill shall be denied of any federal funding until they

20.: comply with the set provisions. This bill will go into effect immediately upon passage.
