A Bill concerning female genital mutilation 

1. Be it enacted by Frenchie’s Debate class student congress here that:

2. Section 1:  The United States will send an annual supply of medical 

3. tools, totaling 1 billion dollars of the current year’s value, to every 

4. known area where FGM is practiced. Military and medical forces will 

5. ship the supplies in on the designated date(s).

6. Section 2: FGM is considered to be any form of cutting, pricking, 

7.pinning, or any involuntary penetration of the female genital.  

8. Section 3: Medical supplies are defined as basic sanitation instruments 

9. and liquids, as well as, syringes and proper cutting knives and, lastly, 

10. basic anesthesia to reduce pain.      

11. Section 4: All American embassies will provide safe haven for all 

12.women who wish to avoid female circumcision, pending an 

13.investigation of the allegations, and passage to the USA after 

14.undergoing proper procedure(s).

15. Section 5: Proper procedure can and/or may include the policies 

16.established and possible changes made by American Immigration.  

17. Section 6: Free attending establishments to educate all women on 

18.FGM and its related health effects will be created and kept in working 

19. condition by volunteers and paid American professionals. These 

20. establishments will be sanctioned by the United Sates and the country 

21. the establishment resides in to ensure its safety.

22. Section 7: This law will remain in effect during war and until it 

23.interferes with the American way of life.  

24. Section 8: To be strictly defined, the American way of life is life, 

25.liberty, and the pursuit of happiness. Life includes proper and 

26.reasonable protection from and by our government concerning the 

27.armed forces and the opportunity to succeed. Liberty is the protection 

28. of our God given as well as man-made rights afforded to the people 

29. by their government. The pursuit of happiness encompasses any 

30.American’s ability to have opportunities for food and shelter along 

31.with money making prospects.          

32.Section 9: This law will go into effect April 30, 2004.
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
