3. Whereas, immediate negative health effects, and

6. Whereas, 6,000 women a day are at risk of FGM against their will,

7. and 

8. Whereas, only very rich families have access to limited supplies, therefore

9. BE IT RESOLVED by this student congress that the negative effects of FGM will

10. be drastically decreased due to the substantial efforts of the US to send medical

11. supplies to the countries known to practice the rituals, that the embassies in these

12. countries allow protection for women to have the choice, and finally that an

13. establishment be started to make the people of the world aware of the

14. consequences of the procedures.
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
