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  A RESOLUTION CONCERNING SEXUAL ASSAULT IN THE MILITARY
 

1.      Whereas, a survey sent to 90,000 female soldiers, sailors and fliers, nearly one

 

2.       in 10 Army women reported being sexually assaulted, and

 

3.      Whereas, the number of sexual assault cases go up during wartime, and

 

4.      Whereas, the Pentagon has received more than 100 rape reports in the last 18 
 

5.      months from servicewomen who say they were attacked by colleagues in war  
6.      zones, and
 

7.      Whereas, fewer than one in five sexual assaults are usually reported, and
 

8.      Whereas, cadets from Sheppard Air Force Base who did report sexual assaults

 

9.       have said they were ignored, disciplined, or called liars by their academy 

 

10.   superiors, while their attackers went unpunished, and 

 

11.  Whereas, 56 cadets over the last decade were sexually assaulted and many did 

 

12.  not report the attacks for fear it would compromise their military careers, and

 
13.  Whereas, since 1996 there have been 69 alleged sexual assault cases at 

 

14.  Sheppard Air Force Base in which none of the offenders received punishments, 

 

15.  and

 

16.  Whereas, in the last decade a number of sexual-assault awareness programs 
 

17.  were established, as well as a 24-hour hotline, and
 

18.  Whereas, Three weeks after setting up its sexual harassment hot line, the Army 

 

19.  received more than 5,000 complaints, therefore

 

20.  Be it resolved by the student congress assembled, that the harassments stop 

 

21.  with the offenders either demoted or discharged including jail time based on 

 

22.  the degree of the assault 
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
