A Bill to Form a Single Mother Benefit
 

1. Be it enacted by the Student Congress assembled that:
2. Section One: Single struggling mothers will receive benefits form one place of     3. employment. These such benefits would comprise of reduced child care and          4. counseling costs, health/ medical benefits, flexible hours and free bus fares.

5. Section Two: Definitions:

6. Single Mother- Disinterested, abusive, addicted, deceased or imprisoned father to 7. the child/children, a mother forced to raise her child/children alone with no other 8.source of assistance.

9. Struggling- low annual income, unable to provide adequate food source for all    10. family members, unable to provide adequate medical and dental visitations,       11. unable to ensure education, unable to provide child care or counseling if needed, 12.unable to spend a sufficient amount of time with the child/children.

13. Low income- a insufficient amount of money received during a period of time in 14. exchange for labor or services, from the sale of goods or property, or as profit   15. from financial investments. This income is not significant enough to provide for 16. yourself and other family members.

17. Section three: The mothers must be "single" for one year or more, must qualify 18. by their Federal Income Tax Report to be "low income".

19. Section four: The Single Mother Benefit can help be funded by ceasing            20. government funding for the research of  the horse fly

21. Section five: all laws in conflict with this bill will hereby be declared null and   22. void

23. Section six: this bill is to take effect within one fiscal year of the enactment
