COMES NOW the Falsely Accused, Richard W. Pitchers, by special appearance only; Sui juris, pursuant to the limitations imposed upon Plaintiff and this tribunal by Article I Section(s) 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 10, 12, 15, 18, 19, 21, in particular and all others generally, of the Constitution of the State of California (1849 annotated), with authority and unalienable right to know the nature and cause to the instant accusation(s), in the above captioned statutory cause, to Demand that the Plaintiff within ten (10) days from receipt of this foregoing legal document, provide to the Falsely Accused a Bill of Particulars response in writing to me as so as to make more definite and certain the accusatory instrument of the Plaintiff in the following respects, to wit; the venue in which process of the Plaintiff was issued and served and the jurisdiction of this tribunal invoked over the Falsely Accused by the accusatory instrument and process of the Plaintiff in the following particulars:

g.) What proof do you have of performance binding said “contract” and/or “order”?

h.) What is my exact name, spelling and capitalization on this “contract” and/or “obligation” and/or “order”?

i.) Is said “contract” and/or “obligation” and/or “order” in fact an unconscionable contract as a prima facie fact under law and thereby null and void?  Yes or No?

21. Is  Plaintiff asserting under penalty of perjury that said “contract” and/or “obligation” and/or “order” is in fact a “debt” or “obligation”?

b.) Please exactly produce your title of office and date entered or elected.

c.) Please remit your public bond, the holding company, and number and date of enactment. [See Stats. “The Bonding of public Officials” Feb. 22, 1850]

d.) Please remit your lawful oath of office.

e.) Please produce the complete exact constitutional enactment of said oath of office, it’s date, Title, Article, and verses as lawfully mandated by said constitution.

f.) Please cite your statute that plaintiff/respondent depends upon as enacted by “the people of the state of California, represented in senate and assembly, do enact as follows” which plaintiff’s charge against the accused in this matter.

That unless this Demand to file a Bill of Particulars is completely met by the Plaintiff WITHIN TEN (10) DAYS OF RECEIPT OF SERVICE of this demand, the unalienable rights of the Falsely Accused as secured by the Sixth Article and due process of law secured by the Amendment the Fifth of the Bill of Rights to the Constitution for the United States would be egregiously violated in that the Falsely Accused would not be able to enter a plea, prepare a proper defense or avoid any surprise at trial.

Bill of particulars.  Form or means of discovery in which the prosecution sets forth the time, place, manner and means of the commission of the crime as alleged in complaint or indictment.  It is one method available to defendant to secure default of charge against him. Fed.R.Crim.P. 7.  The purpose of a "bill of particulars" is to give notice to the accused of the offenses charged in the bill of indictment so that he may prepare a defense, avoid surprise, or intelligently raise pleas of double jeopardy and the bar do the statue of limitations.  Com. v. Mervin, 230 Pa.Super. 552, 326 A.2d 602, 605.

Further, the "void for vagueness" doctrine is deeply rooted in one’s right to due process (under the Amendment the Fifth of the Bill of Rights) and one’s right to know the nature and cause of an accusation (under the Amendment the Sixth of the Bill of Rights).

A related concept in law is "wilful blindness": the criminal defendant who should have known, and could have asked, but deliberately chose not to ask.  The law regards "wilful blindness" as equivalent to knowledge. U.S. v. Jewell, 532 F.2d 697, 700-701 (9th Cir. 1976), cert. denied, 426 U.S. 951 (1976). Cited with approval in U.S. v. Lara-Velasquez, 919 F.2d. 946, 950-951 (5th Cir. 1990).

Thereby, the plaintiff’s in this matter are compelled and owe me a substantive duty (of which they are liable) as well as to this tribunal to completely answer this Bill of Particulars so lawfully served upon them in the first instant of this matter.  The latter right goes far beyond the contents of any criminal indictment.  The right to know the nature and cause of an accusation starts with the statute which an accused is charged with violating.  A statute must be sufficiently specific and unambiguous in all its terms, in order to define and give adequate notice of the kind of conduct which it forbids.  If it fails to indicate with reasonable certainty just what conduct the legislature prohibits, a statute is necessarily void for uncertainty, or "void for vagueness" as it is usually phrased.  Any prosecution which is based upon a vague statute must fail together with the statute itself.  A vague criminal statute is unconstitutional for violating the 6th Article of the Bill of Rights to the Constitution for the United States of America.  See Blacks 5th Ed. page 1389.
