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DICTIONARY MEANINGS

Belief: A particular thing or group of things that you accept as true.

Fact: A piece of useful information used when studying a particular topic usually expressed in point form.  e.g. basic facts of cows: .produce milk etc…

Religious: Having or showing belief in and reverence for God or a deity.
Observant: Diligent in observing a law, custom, duty, or principle.
