Another method to solve systems of equations: variables can be eliminated by solving one equation for one variable and then substituting the result into the other equation. This is called solving by substitution.

Solve
3x + y = 3






7x – 2y = 20

Example 2   Solve
y = x2 – 2






y = 2x + 1
