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	INTRODUCTION
	In this project, we will study secondary school students' attitudes towards volunteerism. We intend to examine student motivation for voluntary work and understand how this motivation encourages or discourages students from performing voluntary work

In understanding student motivation for voluntary work, we aim to propose solutions for enhancing student motivation to encourage greater student participation in volunteer activities. 



	HYPOTHESIS
	1. Most students do not go beyond the minimum of 6 hours community service hours a year.

2. Students are generally unmotivated in performing volunteer work.

3. There are inadequate incentives to motivate students to perform volunteer work.

· What proportion of students do more than 6hrs of volunteer work a year? 

· How regularly do students do volunteer work?

· What motivates students to do voluntary work?

· What are the reasons why they do not do volunteer work?

· What organizations are the volunteer work carried out?

· Do students do volunteer work alone or in groups?

· What do students think of CIP?



	CONCEPTUALIZATION
	Having identified an area of research, we plan to uncover the level of involvement as well as the motivation behind the student’s participation in volunteer work. We plan to conduct a small-scale survey on a relatively small sample group to gather some information on these areas. This information would be analysed and tabulated to identify some trends and provide us some insights into these problems. However, the most important part of our project would be the video interview. We plan to record interviews with students on video and compile all these footages into a documentary, which would identify the main reasons behind the lack of motivation on the part of the student to do volunteer work. This is done with the intention of proposing measures to increase student motivation in volunteerism and hence improve the level of involvement in volunteer work among secondary school students. Our final product will take the form of a typed report, a website, and a video documentary. 

	METHODOLOGY
	· We would start by reading up on the topic and how to conduct a social sciences research, and do some literature reviews in the process

· Following that, we will analyse the information gathered, discern trends and come up with hypotheses for our project

· We would then begin drafting a small-scale survey, which will seek to discover the motivation behind student participation in volunteer work.

· We would distribute the surveys to our chosen sampled group of around 120 people, and tabulate the results

· We would then begin drafting our interview questions for the video interviews, which will help provide an insight into why students generally do not do volunteer work. 

· We would also conduct video interviews with some students, which would be compiled into a documentary about volunteerism among secondary school students in Singapore

· From the information gathered, we would come up with our analyses and propose measures to increase student motivation in volunteer work.

· Our final product will include a video documentary and a written and web report

	SAMPLING
	Our sample size for our survey will be around 120 students spread out among 4 schools of different academic standards in Singapore. We would interview about 6 to 8 out of these students for a few minutes each to be included in our documentary.
