Kristine	Condoms.





Trebek	No, the answer was mustard. Mustard comes from mustard seeds. We only have time for one more category, and it is Famous “Roberts” for $100. And the answer is, He is the younger brother of John F. Kennedy.

Ailene	Teddy.





Trebek	No.





Ailene	Who is Teddy.





Trebek	No.





Ailene	Wha, What is Teddy.

Kristine	I’ll tell you something Alex, I think he’s right.





Trebek	No, he’s not right. Remember, it’s famous Roberts. In the Kennedy family.





Kristine	Who is Robert Blake?





Trebek	No.

Trebek	Bree.





Bree	Well, my dear good man, the board appears to be mine. I mean in a tricky game where questions are answers, answers are questions, who’s…

Trebek	Bree, you are out of time. It’s time for Double Jeopardy, and the categories are: Potpourri, Hot or Cold, Shiny Objects, Movies That Begin With The Word Jaws, Foods That …





Kristine	Hehe, check this out!





Trebek	What is it? Oh, you’ve changed your name to Turd Ferguson.





Kristine	Hehe, yeah, it’s funny!





Trebek	No, it isn’t. As I was saying, Foods That End In “Amburger,” Colors That End In “Urple,” and S-


Words, which are word that begin with the letter S. Bree, you choose a category.

Trebek	Lets go with Hot or Cold for $800!





	*Daily Double noise*





Trebek	Oh good, it’s a video daily double… Here goes nothing, contestants, please take a look at your video monitors.





	*shows Geoff on screen with snow cones and two ladies behind him





Geoff	It’s me, Geoff, come on! In my hands, I have some snow cones that are cold cold cold! *tastes snow cone Cold! So the answer is hot? Or COLD!?!? Hot? Or COLD!?!?! Come on people, cold cold cold!

Trebek	None of you knows. None of you knows if the snow cones are hot or cold.

Trebek	Thank god. Ailene?





Ailene	Is it warm snow?





Trebek	NO! It is cold snow!





Ailene	Well then I have no idea.





Trebek	OK, Ailene, you choose a category.





Ailene	I will take Balloons for $800, if you please.





Trebek	That’s not a category!





Ailene	My mistake, I shall choose Balloons for $600.





Trebek	Tell you what, let’s go Shiny Objects for $200. And the answer is, This is shiny. *shows picture of tin foil

Trebek	It’s a frigging piece of tin foil!





Bree	You wouldn’t of known that if you weren’t reading from a card! This guy reads from a card!





Trebek	Bree, you choose a category.





Bree	I’ll take Swords for $100.





Trebek	That’s not swords, that’s S-Words, words that begin with the letter S. Oh well, for how much?





Bree	Surprise me, you filthy bastard!





Trebek	OK, that was not necessary. The answer is, Popeye is this sort of man.

Bree	Popeye.





Trebek	No





	*buzz*





Trebek	Kristine.





Kristine	That’s not my name.





Trebek	What? Oh yeah… Turd Ferguson.





Kristine	Hehe, yeah?





Trebek	You buzzed in.





Kristine.	No, I didn’t.





Trebek	Yes, you did.





Kristine	Well, that’s just your opinion.

Trebek	I hate my job. And time is up. The answer was sailor. Kristine, you choose a category.





Bree	Pick Swords, Kristine!





Kristine	Yeah, OK, I’ll take Swords.





Trebek	It’s not… ok, for how much?





Kristine	Ah what the hell, let’s go nuts, Swords for $48000.





Trebek	You know what, we aren’t doing swords. Tell you what lets go to Final Jeopardy. The category is Numbers. Just write a number, and you win.
