1) Start Internet Explorer
2) Type in the address bar type ftp://granite or ftp://142.156.160.3 . This will take you to your own personal space on the server.

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Viewing uploaded files:
1) To view your web space (http) where your html files have been uploaded to type http://granite/ (your ftp account). For the example that we used above you would type http://granite/gnetb20 or http://142.156.160.3/gnetb20 .
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3) To view the file click on the underlined html file. In this example we clicked on test.html.
