- first briefly answer_the set question,
l (and use some of the main words from the question.)

Introduction

don't start waffling on with

—> get stuck straight into the question.

Use some of the_main words from the question
— this forces you to stay relevant and on track.

* Secondly, give the reasons for your answer
~—> these will be the main points of your argument.

Each of your paragraphs should :
firstly
-Start with a sentence that links back to the guestion
( - a topic sentence)

—=> do this by using
some of the main words from the guestion

( or obvious substitutes )

« Secondly expand one of the points you made
in your opening answer ( argument)
in your introduction.

Each opening sentence -
( topic sentence ) will tell
