Alright, what I did was send you some attachments of the different suggestions that the committee had to improve the site.  Let me know what is possible and what can't be done.  Talk to you later.




1. On the initial home page, why do we have the different links to those other websites? (www.crowley.com/sidestep.com/www.StThomasVacation.com) Humor me I really don’t know.  

2. I would like that initial picture to be a picture of the school, if that’s possible.  Or if pictures are sent to you from classmates, can you make some type of collage with the pictures and put the pictures within that same space?
3. Can we change the color to a deeper blue (more royal?)

4. The section right under the picture that starts with NEWS AND ANNOUNCEMENTS; and has some smaller bullets underneath it.  Why is that section there?  Isn’t that kind of redundant?  Those things are already under the News and Announcements radio button.
5. The pictures at the bottom of the page; are they permanent?  I would like those pictures to be replaced by some snapshots of our classmate’s baby pictures.  You know the ones that are in our yearbook.  Can they be used or scanned individually?
6. The problem that I saw with this first page is that it is a bit cluttered.  I want to see it with less page junk.  Can the links be jazzed up some?  They are pretty plain visually.

7. Alright now on to the first link (website rules), who came up with the idea of posting these rules?  These rules are not relevant for website rules.  The committee has decided that those rules should not have been posted.  Can we remove that link?
8. On to the second link (calendar and events), This entire page needs to be redone:  can this be a countdown page with the days left before June 10, 2007 updated daily?  This page should actually be the page that shows class meetings and events that are being done in both St. Thomas and throughout the mainland by our class mates.

9. On to the third link (reunion activities), this page should be redone to include something like an itinerary of the activities for that week.  Check out the second attachment that sent you for viewing.

10. On to the fourth link (news and announcements), I guess you posted this right off of Connie’s email to the class.  I don’t think that the format is up to par.  I believe the announcements should be typed up individually and not posted like an email.  This page should also be punched up with some graphics such as: bullhorns, newsprint etc.

11. On to the fifth link (messenger board), can this board be set up like a true message board where you leave a message without logging into yahoo or msn hotmail.  And why is that link Charlotte Amalie High School Class of 1987 there?  It just takes you back to the home page.  Why are those long lines popping up all the time?  This page should be more like each class mate can post their individual messages.  Any messages that need to be sent out to the class from the committee should not be placed on this board.  Committee information should be displayed on the news and announcements page.

12. On to the sixth link, (webmasters contact information), I would like this page to possibly have a little bio and picture of you, some type of anecdote and where you can be reached.  Those pictures should be removed.  They aren’t too appealing. 

13. On to the seventh link, (member contact information), again why the lines.  My suggestion is to scrap this page completely, with identity theft, I don’t think this link should be available to the entire world.  The emails that we send are only available to those specific class members that are also on the list.  Once we post this link on our webpage it is open for anyone to see.

14. On the eight link, (sororities and fraternities), another unnecessary link because there were no college fraternities available in C.A.H.S.   the website shouldn’t be used for this purpose.  Besides as a soro myself, I know that all sororities and fraternities have their own websites for each chapter.

15. On the ninth link, (CAHS homepage), which one is the homepage (the one with the bird or the one with the water and rocks).  This is a little confusing.

16. What is the shopping guide link for?  I don’t think that is necessary either.   
17. The other issue is when you click on the CAHS homepage, you now go to the page with the bird.  The reunion committee information is incorrect.  It has to be corrected.  The contact phone number should be (340) 690-1070 and I guess that other number is Loan’s (641) 985-5700.  The committee members need to have access to that email address so that we can all access it when needed.  The committee members should look more like the attachment that I sent you.
18. The classmates list: there is still a problem with all those lines.  And  I am not sure that we need a classmates list.  We are going to have the member class photos, so there is really no need to have the names listed also.  The pictures should be scanned from the yearbook pictures.  The only change is that if it is possible for the first and last names to be listed under the person’s picture.
